Ms. Lahr asked that the Council approve the reappointment of George Theodoratus and Carol Pederson to the Planning Commission.  Jack Mears made a motion to approve the reappointments.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Lahr reported that the Planning Commission had voted to change its meeting dates to the first and third Tuesday of the month beginning February 21.
Administration/Finance Report:  Nancy Allen reported that she would be attending the City Legislative Action Conference as a member of the Small Cities Advisory Committee.
Public Works:  Alan Wilkins reported that the Lab building is done and that most of the equipment is in.  They will soon be doing their own testing.  He reported that they are working on potholes.  Judd Wilson asked about the berm on N. Park.  Mr. Wilkins reported that the Luttrell’s had stated they did not want the berm in front of their property when it was originally put in.  Their flooding was caused by a trough that had not been cleared.  Jack Mears asked about Erin Groh’s problem with flooding.  Mr. Wilkins reported that her flooding was caused by her drain sending water into her basement.  The issue was not a Town issue.  During the flooding the Town made sandbags available to all who requested them.
