Town Council Meeting

February 13, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Judd Wilson were present.
Staff Present:  Attorney Nancy Ivarinen, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Town Planner Lacy Lahr and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Peggy McCasland, George Theodoratus, Carol Fabrick and Allen Fabrick.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported that there would be an AWARE meeting on Thursday at 7:00 pm at the Senior Center.  Law Enforcement in the Upper Valley will be discussed.
HDR:  Bob Powell reported that he had sent a memo to the Mayor on water availability.  It details what the Town has and what it is allowed.  We currently have 50 more connections available.  There is more than adequate water.  The limiting factor is not water but infrastructure.  We need to do a hydraulic analysis before requesting more connections from the State.  Mr. Powell suggested a workshop on a second water source to determine the direction the Council wishes to proceed.  If the second source is not located in the quarter section of the current diversion we will have to apply for a new water right.  Discussion ensued.
Consent Agenda: Mike Criner made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Jack Mears seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Public Hearings:  None
Public Participation:  
Peggy McCasland made a complaint about a house on Ridgeway Court.  The current tenants are keeping two pigmy goats.  Ms. McCasland said the tenants also have accumulated trash.  The Mayor requested that Ms. McCasland file a written complaint.  At that point the Mayor will contact the property owner.
Evalyn Goeringer reported that the Meals on Wheels Walk-a-thon would be held March 18.  The cost is $10 to enter.
Old Business: 
Value Engineering Recommendations:  The Council discussed at length the recommended changes to the Waste Water Treatment Facility and the corresponding rate increases.  Judd Wilson made a motion to accept the Value Engineering recommendations.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
New Business: 
Fair Housing Resolution:  Janice Roderick explained that the Town’s CTED grant required a Fair Housing Resolution.  Mike Criner made a motion to accept the Fair Housing Resolution.  Judd Wilson seconded.  Resolution 2006-01 carried unanimously.

Cable Television Franchise Agreement:  Nancy Allen reported that since the Council packets had been put together she has received information that Millennium has reached an agreement with Wave Broadband to purchase those assets within the Town of Concrete.  Judd Wilson made a motion to table the item until we could have a representative of the company present to answer questions.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that Honey Bucket had santi-cans for sell at a very good price.  He suggested buying 10 to use for special events in the Town.  Discussion ensued.  Mike Criner made a motion to look into the details of storage, chemicals and costs.    Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  Jack Mears recused himself from the vote.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Mears and Mike Criner will review changes to the airport lease and present back to the Council. 
Department Reports:

Planning Commission Report:  Lacy Lahr reported that at the next meeting of the Planning Commission Jack Mears will be present to discuss the Airport Layout Plan.  The Commission will begin developing the policy for airport zoning.  Ms. Lahr reported that changes were needed in the Residential Zoning Code.  The Planning Commission will probably propose an interim ordinance at the next Council meeting.
Administration/Finance Report:  Nancy Allen presented the Treasurer’s Report.
Public Works: None
Mayors Report:  Mayor Billman reported that we will no longer be allowed to burn yard wastes after 2006.  He has applied for a grant to purchase an industrial grade wood chipper.  The Mayor has met with Jack Mears to discuss removing the vegetation from around the wind sock at the airport.  The Mayor reported the concrete pour for the skatepark had been canceled due to weather.
Announcements:  The Mayor again reminded all present about the AWARE meeting on Thursday.

Adjournment:  Jack Mears made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 9:30 pm.
