March 13, 2006

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Mike Criner and Marla Reed were present.  Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Judd Wilson due to military service.  Marla Reed seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  The Mayor reported he had met with Sgt. Greg Adams.  They discussed ways the Sheriff’s Department and the Town could better serve the community.  They are recommending the formation of a Citizen’s Action Council as an advisory board.  They also recommend starting the Block Watch program.  The Mayor asked Councilmember Marla Reed to serve on the Citizen’s Action Council.  She will consider it.  The Mayor reported the East Detachment stats for 2005.  The Mayor announced a Town Hall meeting on Underage Drinking will be held March 30 at the High School.  The AWARE group is holding a meeting Thursday at 7:00 pm at the Senior Center on the meth problem.
HDR:  Bob Powell was not present.  The Mayor notified the Council that Mr. Powell and his associates would present a workshop to the Council at 6:30 pm on March 27.  The workshop will be to discuss General Facility Charges and Impact Fees.
Consent Agenda: The Mayor added voided warrants #23137 through #23149 to the Consent Agenda.   Mike Criner made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Jack Mears seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Public Participation:  
Cheri Cook-Blodgett appeared before the Council representing the Museum Association.  Ms. Cook-Blodgett announced that they would be holding a fundraiser on April 15 at the Concrete Theatre staring the Wild Women of Woolley.  Ms. Cook-Blodgett reported that in the past year considerable work and money had been put into the Saukeye Express.  It now needs tires.  The Lions Club has agreed to purchase two tires.  Ms. Cook-Blodgett asked if the Town would purchase the additional two tires.  The Saukeye Express also needs some work on the electrical system.  Public Works will check the electrical system.  Discussion ensued.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to purchase two tires.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Cook-Blodgett reported that the Museum Association planned to use grant funds to put water and sewer service back into the Museum.  There is no eight inch line and the Museum needs the Council’s permission to hook up to a two inch line.  Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported that this would not cause any problems.  Mike Criner made a motion to allow the Museum to hook up to a two inch line.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Ms. Cook-Blodgett encouraged the Town to submit applications for the “Most Endangered Historic Properties” competition.  The Mayor will review the information.

Cable Television Franchise:  Discussion ensued.  The Council requested a contract for the 10 years with a five year extension to review at the next Council meeting.
