Town Council Meeting

March 27, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Judd Wilson, Mike Criner and Marla Reed were present.  Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Elizabeth Bergsma due to illness.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Staff Present:  Attorney Nancy Ivarinen, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Town Planner Lacy Lahr and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick, Allen Fabrick, Doug Gates and Keith Hoyer.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  The Mayor reported that there would be a Block Watch Program at the High School Commons Tuesday at 7:00 pm.  Thursday night at 7:00 there will be a program on underage drinking at the High School Commons.
HDR:  No report
Consent Agenda: Mike Criner made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Public Hearings:  
Value Engineering:  Nancy Allen explained that a hearing was required in order to close out the CTED grant.  The Mayor opened the hearing on the Value Engineering Project.  There were no comments.  The Mayor closed the hearing.
D.B. Johnson Short Plat:  Town Planner Lacy Lahr presented the staff report on LU 06-001, D.B. Johnson 3-lot short plat.  Staff recommended approval of the application.  Keith Hoyer from D. B. Johnson Construction, Inc was present.  He noted that the houses would be the same type of houses that were constructed on Cedar Park.  There were no questions.  Judd Wilson made a motion to pass the resolution approving short plat application no. LU 06-001.  Mike Criner seconded. Resolution 2006-03 passed unanimously.

Public Participation:  
Evalyn Goeringer reported that the March on Meals went well with 42 participants.

Old Business: 

Cable Television Franchise:  The Council reviewed the proposed Cable Television Franchise Agreement.  Discussion ensued.  The Council wished to add “all Town buildings” to section 7(a) and 7(b).  The Council also wished to add a section 7(d) to include “as allowed by FTC or Washington law provide cable telephone service to all town buildings.”  Jack Mears made a motion to accept the agreement with the changes and additions included.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mike Criner made a motion to accept the resolution giving consent and approval for assignment of cable franchise.  Judd Wilson seconded.  Resolution 2006-04 carried unanimously.
New Business: 
Airport Lease Agreement:  Jack Mears reported that the Concrete Airport Advisory Committee met and discussed the lease.  There were no change recommendations.  Discussion ensued.  Town Attorney Nancy Ivarinen recommended the terms “subject to rent adjustments” be added to section #4.  She also suggested that in section #6 the word reassessed be changed to adjusted.  Mike Criner made a motion to accept the lease with the recommended changes.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried with three for and Jack Mears recusing himself.
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that approximately $900 was raised for the Fly-In at the Concrete Airport Advisory Committee meeting.  The Fly-In will be held July 21-23.  Mr. Mears reported that the Airport Layout Plan is still waiting on State approval.  Mr. Mears further reported that the funds owed the Town from the last Fly-In had been paid off.  Mr. Mears remarked that the Fly-In dates need to be corrected on the Chamber of Commerce web site.  Doug Gates volunteered to see to this.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission Report:  Lacy Lahr reported that at the last Planning Commission meeting they went over plans for an airport land use district.  The next Planning Commission meeting will be held April 4.  At that time they will discuss zoning code changes and the airport land use district.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen reported that the Town had received notification that it was one of twenty-six cities/towns to receive the 2006 AWC Wellness award.  Ms. Allen notified the Council that her husband has accepted a new job in Indianapolis.  Ms. Allen will continue working for the Town through August.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins had nothing to report.  The Mayor reported that the Uptown Merchants had acquired some banners that they would like to hang on the light poles.  The poles are owned by PSE and any brackets would have to be approved by them.  The Mayor said the Uptown Merchants would also have to seek funding for the brackets.

Council member Judd Wilson left due to a family emergency. 
Mayors Report:  The Mayor reminded everyone about the Block Watch program on Tuesday night.  He noted that the Skate Park pad had been opened and was full of kids.  He reported that action had been taken on several Citizen Action Request. Junk and junk cars have been removed.  The Health Department has given out vouchers to remove trash.  A complaint with Northwest Clean Air in regards to odor from a lift station has been dealt with by sealing the lift station.

Executive Session:  None.

Adjournment:  Mike Criner made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Jack Mears seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 8:35 pm.
