Town Council Meeting

April 10, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Judd Wilson, Mike Criner and Marla Reed were present.
Staff Present:  Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Town Planner Lacy Lahr and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick, Doris Mears, Doug Gates and John Burmaster.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  The Mayor discussed the potential for a hill slide above the PSE powerhouse.  The Town was not notified that there was a potential for a slide into the Baker River or on Highway 20.  The Mayor went to the Commissioners and told them that this was unacceptable.  The Mayor requested that protocol be established.  The Mayor will meet with Commissioner Anderson, the Department of Emergency Management and PSE to set protocol.  He will meet with PSE on Monday to discuss the hill slide potential.  The Mayor reported that Loggers Landing had been burglarized but that there are suspects.
HDR:  Bob Powell passed out the current estimate for the Waste Water Treatment Facility.  He explained the line items.  Mr. Powell reported that the Mayor had authorized him to make revisions to the plans and get them bid ready.  He hopes to go to bid the end of May or early June.  HDR will request a new quote from Kubota.
ORV Motorcycle Race:  John Burmaster presented information on a proposed off-road motorcycle race through town.  He showed the proposed route.  Mr. Burmaster assured the Council that the Mount Baker Motorcycle Club has lots of experience putting on these types of events.  The club will provide a liability bond.  It will require some street closings but the club will handle this with Public Works assistance.  The club will repair any damage.  The club will secure all property owners approvals and meet all County requirements.  All damage will be repaired by the club.  Discussion ensued.  There was a consensus to approve pending receipt of a completed applications, proper fees and paperwork.
Consent Agenda: Mike Criner made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: 

Library Newspapers/Microfilm: Carol Fabrick reported that from the Burlington Library through the Upper Skagit Library, the Town may acquire a microfilm reader/printer.  The state has microfilm copies of the Town’s newspapers which can be loaned out to the Town when requested.  Ms. Fabrick would like to accept the microfilm reader/printer for the Town.  There was a consensus to allow accepting the microfilm reader/printer.
Grant Agreement for Chipper:  Mayor Billman presented the final grant agreement paperwork for the purchase of a mobile chipper.  There was a motion by Jack Mears to enter into the agreement.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  Discussion ensued.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman reported that Nancy Allen had checked with the State Auditor’s office and that this would not have to go out to bid because it was under state contract.
New Business: 
Smith/Tingstrom Lease:  Nancy Allen reported that the Smith’s and Tingstrom’s would like to sell the property next to the Post Office that the Town currently leases.  The Town has the right of first refusal.  Alan Wilkins explained the Town originally leased the property to handle overflow parking and to clean up the lots.  Discussion ensued.  Mike Criner made a motion to turn down the offer to purchase this property.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that everything was going good.  He will pick up the santi cans this week.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission Report:  Lacy Lahr reported that at the last Planning Commission meeting they discussed an Airport Land Use District.  They discussed the appropriate land use and adjacent uses.  There will be a workshop on this at the next Planning Commission meeting of April 18.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen asked if there were any questions on the financial report.  There was none.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins reported that Burlington is no longer doing the Town’s waste water tests.  Public Works will begin this week doing their own tests and will have provisional accreditation.  Public Works will replace the waterline in Crofoot due to a leak.  
Mayors Report:  The Mayor reported that he had attended the CREC meeting.  They have bought property next to Skagit Valley College for a recreation center.  They have received approval to proceed with a finance plan.  The Mayor further reported that he had filed paperwork to have the Lone Star Building declared an Endangered Building.  This past weekend architecture students from the University of Oregon came to assess the Lone Star building.  They will rate the buildings condition and send a report to the Town in June.  The Mayor envisions the building as someday being Town hall and a youth center.  All of this information will help on future grant applications.  The group from University of Oregon did report that the Town should remove the asbestos floor tiles and the lead paint on the walls.  The Mayor reported that PSE had made a contribution to the Skate Park Committee.  He attended the Skate Park Committee meeting.  They have ordered pieces to go on the slab.  The Mayor has offered to assist the Skate Park Committee in writing a letter requesting a donation from the Kiwanis Club.  The Mayor has been asked to serve on the Capital Facilities Committee for the School District.  Mayor Billman said that 28 people attended the Block Watch meeting and that it went very well.  He also attended the AWARE meeting and the Town Hall meeting on Underage Drinking.  The Mayor and Clerk-Treasurer attended a funding meeting with CDBG and Rural Development.
Announcements:  Mayor Billman announced that there would be an AWARE meeting on April 20 about a Block Watch program.  Councilmember Bergsma announced that the Girl Scouts were having a food drive at Albert’s and the school.
Executive Session:  None.

Adjournment:  Mike Criner made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Jack Mears seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 8:50 pm.
