Town Council Meeting

April 24, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Judd Wilson, Mike Criner and Marla Reed were present.
Staff Present:  Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Town Planner Lacy Lahr and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  The Mayor reported that he had met with the Department of Emergency Management, PSE, Public Works and the Fire Chief.  They discussed accountability on catastrophic events.  The Mayor attended an AWARE meeting on a county Block Watch Program.
HDR:  Mr. Powell had no report.
Red Hat Day:  The Mayor presented a proclamation declaring April 25, 2006 as Red Hat Day.
Law Day:  The Mayor presented a proclamation to Scott Thomas, President of the Skagit Valley Bar Association, declaring May 1, 2006 as Law Day.
Consent Agenda: Judd Wilson made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously. 

Public Hearings:  
CDBG Grant/RD Funding:  The Mayor asked that the minutes reflect that there were handouts distributed on the availability of CDBG funds and the eligible uses.  He stated that the CDBG grant is for $850,000.00.  A subsequent loan in the amount of $389,000.00 will be applied for with the USDA Rural Development in order to complete the funding package for the Waste Water Treatment Facility.  The Mayor opened the hearing for public comment.  There were no comments.  The Mayor closed the hearing.
(Amended by Council 6/12/06.  Add:”A CDBG Float Loan in the amount of $1,744,000 will also be applied for for interim financing.)
Public Participation:  
Doug Gates and Ray Drake were present representing Cascade Days.  Mr. Gates requested the Town put up permanent directional signs for the public restroom, Bear Square and Silo Park.  Nancy Allen reminded Mr. Gates that Cascade Days needed to file an event application as soon as possible.  Mr. Drake asked about power for the public announcement system.  Alan Wilkins will check with PSE.
Old Business:  None
New Business: 
Airport Boundary Line Survey:  The Mayor presented a resolution authorizing matching funds for a boundary line survey of the Concrete Airport.    The cost is $10,000 with the Town providing 5% of the project.  The matching funds will come from the Capital Improvement Fund.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to approve the resolution.  Mike Criner seconded.  Resolution 2006-05 passed with four for and Jack Mears recusing himself.
Funding Resolution:  Nancy Allen presented a resolution with certifications of compliance for the CDBG funding discussed earlier during the public hearing.  Mike Criner made a motion to accept the resolution.  Judd Wilson seconded.  Resolution 2006-06 carried unanimously.

Ball Diamond at Silo Park:  Council Member Judd Wilson asked if it would be possible to place a ball diamond at Silo Park.  Alan Wilkins responded that it would require a lot of fill to make the area usable.  Mayor Billman suggested forming a committee to assess the Town parks, research funding for improvements and receive citizen input.  Councilmember Wilson stated he would like to be part of the Committee.  The Council agreed to hold a public workshop on May 8, 2006 at 6:30 to organize a Town Parks Committee.
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that the Skagit Car Club had met at the airport Sunday for a Pot Luck.  They plan to return for the Fly-In.  Mr. Mears reported that the Fly-In posters are ready and that the santi-cans have arrived.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission:  Lacy Lahr reported that at the last Planning Commission meeting they held an Airport Workshop to discuss the future of the airport and the adjacent uses.    Ms. Lahr asked that a joint workshop be set for the Planning Commission and Council.  A joint workshop was set for May 22, 2006 at 6:30.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen had nothing to report.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins had nothing to report.
Mayors Report:  The Mayor reported that he had attended the BRICC meeting on the PSE relicensing.  A draft environmental impact statement has been issued.  There will be a meeting on May 1 for comments from the settlement groups.  There will be a meeting on May 2 for public comment.
