Town Council Meeting

May 8, 2006
7:32 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Judd Wilson, Mike Criner and Marla Reed were present.
Staff Present:  Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Town Planner Lacy Lahr and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Jason Miller, Carol Fabrick, Doug Gates, Cheri Cook-Blodgett and Don Payne.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported that he had met with Don McKeehan.  The Washington State Patrol would like to have a Town Hall meeting on May 24 to explain their summer emphasis program to the citizens. The Mayor stated that there would be 15 officers assigned with 4 dedicated to DUI enforcement.  The meeting will probably be held at the High School Commons.  KAPS 660 has offered free advertisement.
HDR:  Mr. Powell had no report.
Consent Agenda: Judd Wilson made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Councilmember Mears requested the Town keep an eye on the fuel charges from Associated Petroleum Products.  Public Works Director Alan Wilkins said he hoped to move to bulk purchases in the future with the Town having their own tanks.  The Town already buys diesel by bulk.

Evalyn Goeringer stated that she thought the workshop on parks went very well.
Old Business: 

Cascade Days:  Nancy Allen said the Town has been requested to co-sponsor Cascade Days.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to sponsor Cascade Days.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Nancy Allen presented the event application to the Council.  Mike Criner made a motion to approve the event application.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  Cascade Days was approved for August 19th and 20th.
New Business: 
Use of Airport for 2006 Fire Season:  Jack Mears made a motion to allow the U.S. Forest Service to use the Concrete Airport and the Pilots Lounge for helicopter operations for the 2006 Fire Season.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
L & I Assessment:  Mayor Billman reported that he had spoke with an L & I representative about a free L & I assessment on Town facilities.  Discussion ensued.  There was a consensus to invite the L & I representative to explain the program.
Salary Adjustment:  The Mayor presented an ordinance to become effective September 1, 2006 combining the Clerk-Treasurer position with the Planner position.  The ordinance adjusts the salaries of the Clerk-Treasurer/Planner and the Deputy Clerk.  Discussion ensued.  There was a consensus of the Council that all the other salaries should be closely reviewed at budget time and consider higher adjustments than in the past.  Mike Criner made a motion to accept the Salary Adjustment Ordinance.  Judd Wilson seconded.  Ordinance 585 passed unanimously.

Parks Committee:   Mike Criner made a motion to appoint Council members Judd Wilson and Elizabeth Bergsma to the Parks Committee.  Marla Reed seconded.  The motion passed with three for and Judd Wilson and Elizabeth Bergsma recusing themselves.  Mike Criner made a motion to appoint Jason Miller, Doug Gates and Cheri Cook-Blodgett to the Parks Committee.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that Lance Christiansen would like to lease Lot #24.  Mr. Mears recommended approval.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to allow the lease of Lot #24 to Lance Christiansen.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried with four for and Jack Mears recusing himself.  Mr. Mears reported that the potential buyer of Eagles Nest had given several of the Town merchants airplane rides.  He hopes to put a loaner car at the airport and rental cars at Eagles Nest.  He has big plans to clean up the hotel.  Mr. Mears reported that the Town has received a copy of a letter sent to Senator Val Stevens showing our Boundary Line Survey grant has been approved.  The Town has not received official notice directly from DOT.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission:  Lacy Lahr reported that the next Planning Commission meeting will be held May 16.  A joint workshop with the Council is scheduled for 6:30 on May 22.  The agenda for the workshop will include review of the Critical Areas Ordinance, Airport Land Use District, Planning procedures and possibly rezones.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen presented the Financial Report.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins had nothing to report.
Mayors Report:  The Mayor reported that he had met with Jerri Crampetts with Friends of the Forest.  She is requesting the Port Commission channel funding for chamber sponsored events and for towns and cities.
Announcements:  
Jack Mears announced that the Concrete Airport Committee will be joining the Chamber of Commerce.  The Airport Committee will pay the membership fee.
Mayor Billman reported there is an AWARE meeting scheduled for May 18 at the Senior Center.  On the agenda is Land Use.

Adjournment:  Jack Mears made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 8:26 pm.
