Town Council Meeting

June 12, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Judd Wilson, Mike Criner and Marla Reed were present.  
Staff Present:  Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Town Planner Lacy Lahr.
Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick, Doug Gates, Don Payne, Paul Harrison and Jason Miller.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported that he had met with PSE, the Department of Emergency Management and Skagit County on the Emergency Sirens.  He will pursue the issue further.  Discussion ensued.
HDR:  Not present.
Insurance Options:  Paul Harrison with Canfield and Associates addressed the Council.  He noted that Canfield and Associates had received the Town’s letter giving notice to leave CIAW and to join AWC Risk Management.  Mr. Harrison discussed the difference between the two companies in regards to liability limit, ratings, deductibles and gap coverage.  He asked that the Town reconsider its vote to leave CIAW.  Discussion ensued.  AWC will be invited to respond at the July 10th meeting.  Both companies will be asked to give a new quote for at $10,000,000 liability limit.
Status of Wastewater Treatment Funding:  Janice Roderick with CDBG was present to update the Council on the status of the wastewater treatment plant funding.  Staff has recommended approval of the CDBG Block Grant.  The Float Loan is part of the Block Grant.  The USDA Rural Development grant/loan is moving forward.  Plans and specs are being reviewed.  They are looking to do a conditional letter.  The Town is on the list for the Department of Ecology CCWF grant that will be finaled in August.  Ms. Roderick recommended not going out to bid until the money is in place.  The Mayor will contact Mr. Powell with HDR regarding the bid process.  Ms. Roderick also recommended the use of a consultant to manage the program.  She stated that CDBG grant money can be used to pay for the consultant.
Consent Agenda: 
Jack Mears made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings:  
Six Year Transportation Improvement Plan:  Alan Wilkins presented the Six Year Transportation Improvement Plan.  The Mayor opened the hearing for public comment.  There was no comment.  The Mayor closed the hearing.  Mike Criner made a motion to adopt the Six Year Transportation Improvement Plan.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: 

Amend April 24 Minutes:  Nancy Allen reported that she had left information out of the April 24 minutes.  She stated that the minutes needed to be amended to add “A CDBG Float Loan in the amount of $1,744,000 will also be applied for for interim financing.” to the Public Hearing portion of the minutes.  Judd Wilson made a motion to amend the April 24 minutes as requested.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Resolution for CDBG Float Loan:  Nancy Allen presented a Resolution with Certifications of Compliance for the CDBG Float Loan.  Mike Criner made a motion to accept the resolution.  Judd Wilson seconded.  Resolution 2006-08 passed unanimously.
New Business:  None
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that John Fogelman had contacted him about holding the Can Am Model RC Contest at the airport the same dates as Cascade Days.  The Council was very receptive but Mr. Fogelman will have to submit an event application before official approval can be given.  Mr. Mears noted that a 2 inch conversion is needed on the valve of the vacuum truck.  Alan Wilkins reported that they already have one.  Mr. Mears would like to contact Honey Bucket for information on where to get cleaning chemicals.  He also stated that 2 handicap santi cans need to be rented for the Fly-In.
Parks:  Judd Wilson reported that the Parks Committee has planed a clean-up day for the Garden Club Park on July 1 from noon until 4:00 pm.  He will be making calls to nurseries for plant donations.  The Chamber has notified the Parks Committee that it has $700 to donate to the project.  The next meeting of the Parks Committee will be June 26 before the Council meeting at 6:30 pm at the Garden Club Park.  The Mayor reported that the County has given the Town two soccer goals.  The County is also interested in cleaning up the trail area near the Senior Center in Coordination with the Town.  Mr. Wilson noted that the Parks Committee has decided to work one park at a time.  He reported that five benches have been donated to the Garden Club Park.  He also reported that there seems to be a lot of interest in starting the Garden Club up again.  The Mayor reported on the Skatepark dedication.  Certificates were given to the Town for the Citizens of Concrete, the Town and staff in appreciation.
