Town Council Meeting

June 26, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Judd Wilson and Marla Reed were present.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to excuse Mike Criner.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Staff Present:  Attorney Nancy Ivarinen, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Town Planner Lacy Lahr.
Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick, Doug Gates, George Theodoratus, Bill Thompson and Donna Thompson.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported that there had been some trouble in Silo Park with older kids intimidating younger children.  There have also been break-ins and graffiti at the Lone Star building.  The Mayor has asked the Sheriff’s Department to place an extra patrol on the area. 
HDR:  Bob Powell reported that the plan revisions for the Waste Water Treatment Facility have been sent to DOE and have been approved.  He stated that there is a conference call with the funding agencies scheduled on Wednesday.  The Town will still need to sell Municipal bonds for the RD loan.  He reported that the CDBG Bridge Loan and the $850,000 grant have been approved.  Mr. Powell reported that HDR is working with Alan Wilkins on the sewer plant violations.  The plant is getting misreadings.  They will be looking for an intermediary solution to the problem until the new plant is in.
Consent Agenda: 
Judd Wilson made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Jack Mears seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings:  
Right of Way Vacation:  Lacy Lahr presented information on the petition.  She noted there were some inaccuracies in the application.  Staff has requested that the petitioner provide additional survey information and a determination on whether the north half of Pine Street has been vacated.  She recommended that the hearing be continued to July 10.  Mayor Billman opened the public hearing.  Judd Wilson made a motion to continue the hearing to July 10.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman closed the hearing.
Public Participation:  None
Old Business: 

Event Application:  Nancy Allen presented the event application for the Can-Am RC Airplane event.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to approve the application.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
New Business:  
Elect Mayor Pro Tem:  Mayor Billman called for the election of a Mayor Pro Tem to serve from July 1, 2006 until December 31, 2006.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to appoint Judd Wilson as Mayor Pro Tem.  Jack Mears seconded.  The motion carried with three for and Judd Wilson recusing himself.

Interlocal Agreement on 2163 Funds:  Nancy Allen presented a proposed Interlocal agreement with Skagit County for the administration of the 2163 Funds (for low-income housing projects).  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to approve the Interlocal agreement.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Yard Waste Disposal Plan:  Mayor Billman stated that there needed to be a place for citizens to bring grass, limbs and yard debris.  He suggested using the ecology blocks currently at the Post Office to set up.  Alan Wilkins suggested a site at the east end of Silo Park.  He stated that the by-product could be on a first come, first serve basis.  Discussion ensued.  It was a consensus of the Council to proceed with the project. 
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that he had ordered the santi-can chemicals, 100 2 ounce packages for $76.80 plus shipping.  They are compatible with the sewer system.  He noted that there are a limited number of garbage cans for the Fly-In and Cascade Days.
Parks:  Judd Wilson reported that the Parks Committee had met prior to the Council meeting.  They layed out some ground rules on how things should be built and set a clean-up plan.  They would like to have the Town engineer check on what vegetation can and can’t be removed from the Garden Club Park.  There was some concern over water for the proposed plants.  The committee will work with Alan Wilkins on providing water.  It was noted that the new picnic pavilion at Silo Park was looking good.  Lacy Lahr reminded everyone the clean-up of the Garden Club Park was set for this Saturday from noon to 4:00 pm.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission:  Lacy Lahr reported that the regularly scheduled Commission meeting set for July 4 was canceled due to falling on the holiday.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen had nothing to present.
Public Works:  Alan Wilkins had nothing to present.
Mayors Report:  The Mayor reported that the staff was working hard on the Waste Water Treatment Facility funding.  It was reported that grants had been received for helmets for the skateboarders, but the Skatepark Committee has not yet received the funds.
Announcements:  The Mayor reminded everyone about the clean-up at the Garden Club Park on Saturday from noon until 4:00 pm.
Executive Session:  None.

Adjournment:  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 8:15 pm.
