Town Council Meeting

July 10, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Mike Criner, Judd Wilson and Marla Reed were present.  
Staff Present:  Attorney Nancy Ivarinen, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Town Planner Lacy Lahr.
Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick, Doug Gates, Janice Roderick, Bill Thompson and Donna Thompson.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported that the complaints were mixed for the Fourth of July.  Some citizens were upset over the enforcement of the fireworks ban and others thought it wasn’t enforced enough.  The Sheriff’s Office and the Town Fire Chief were kept very busy.
HDR:  Bob Powell reported on the status of the bid advertisement for the Waste Water Treatment Facility.  He discussed a new schedule that has been agreed upon with the funding agencies.  Mr. Powell noted that the plans and specs are complete with the exception of some modifications to the electrical.  He would like to go out to bid by July 17 and advertise for four weeks.  Janice Roderick further discussed the agreed upon schedule and the progress that has been made.  She discussed items that need to be complete before the bid is awarded.  Judd Wilson made a motion to have HDR proceed with the bid process once the full plans and specs are complete.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Insurance Options:  Paul Chasco was not present due to illness.
Consent Agenda: 
Mike Criner made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings:  
Right of Way Vacation:  Lacy Lahr presented information on the petition from Robert Peterson and Innavee Hooper to vacate the south half of Pine Street.  Discussion ensued.  Mayor Billman opened the Public Hearing.  Robert Peterson told the Council he was willing to request a vacation on the piece of Pine Street on the north side.  Bill Thompson, who owns property west on Rietze, was concerned about the traffic pattern for houses being built.  He felt the Council should know what the vacated property will be used for and how it will affect the traffic pattern.  Ms. Lahr responded that information was outside the scope of this vacation hearing.  She said the time for those questions would be after the development proposals were made.  Mayor Billman closed the Public Hearing.  Council reviewed the proposed ordinance.  Discussion ensued.  Town Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen asked if the ordinance could include wording that would requiring all fees owing on the petitioner’s property to be paid in full.  Jack Mears made a motion to accept the proposed Ordinance approving the vacation with the added wording required all fees to be paid.  Mike Criner seconded.  Ordinance 586 as amended passed unanimously.
Public Participation:  None
Old Business: 

Select Insurance Company:  Mike Criner made a motion to table this item until the next Council meeting.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
New Business:  
Update Fee Resolution:  Nancy Allen presented a proposed updated fee resolution.  Ms. Allen noted that a notary fee had been added.  Lacy Lahr explained the changes requested to planning, water shut off, developer and SEPA fees.  Town Attorney Nancy Ivarinen noted that Street Vacation and Vacation of Public Right of Way were repetitious.   Mike Criner made a motion to accept the proposed resolution with Street Vacation removed.  Judd Wilson seconded.  Resolution 2006-09 passed unanimously as amended.
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears told the Council that Randy Levine had defaulted on his two lots.  Mr. Mears reported that there would be a Short Wing Piper gathering at the airport in September.  He reminded the Council that the Fly-in is weekend after next.  He noted that Steve Bolan was proceeding with plans to build a large hanger on Lot #0.  Mr. Mears reported that he is having problems finding a surveyor even though we have the grant money for the survey.
Parks:  Judd Wilson reported that a Clean-Up was held on July 1 at the Garden Club Park.  Clean-up was done on the eastern bank and west side.  The committee is now waiting for the Town Engineer to tell them how many more trees they can take out.  The next Parks Committee meeting will be July 24 at 6:30 pm at Town Hall.  Mr. Wilson thanked the Mayor for cutting trees and Public Works for cleaning up the rocks.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission:  Lacy Lahr reported that she had sent a draft of the proposed Airport Land Use District to Washington Department of Transportation.  It was received favorably and DOT made comments.  Ms. Lahr would like to have DOT address the Planning Commission and the Town Council some time in August.  The Planning Procedures are being sent to the Town Insurance Company for review.  The next Planning Commission meeting is July 18.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen presented the Financial Report.
Public Works:  Alan Wilkins had nothing to present.
Mayors Report:  The Mayor stated that summer had arrived and the citizens needed to be frugal with their water use.  He noted that it is also the time of year to be alert for fire danger.
Announcements:  The Mayor reminded everyone about the Fly-In on July 21,22, and 23.
Executive Session:  None.

Adjournment:  Mike Criner made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 8:54 pm.
