Town Council Meeting

July 24, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Mike Criner, Judd Wilson and Marla Reed were present.  
Staff Present:  Attorney Nancy Ivarinen, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Town Planner Lacy Lahr.
Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick, Doug Gates, David Mitchell, Suzette Russell, Garrett Green, Becky Luttrell and George Theodoratus.
Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported that the school is requesting patrols for summer school.  The Mayor stated that there had been an unusual amount of vandalism.  Windows at the County building were broken.  Rocks were thrown into the PSE fish trap.  There has been some egging and the sign at the skatepark has been torn down repeatedly.  The Sheriff’s Department has some leads.  There have been complaints about the response time of the Sheriff’s Department.  Jack Mears reported that there have been kids at the school late at night raising Cain.  He also commented on the response time.  Judd Wilson asked to review the current contract with the County.  Discussion ensued with regards to a possible Town Hall meeting.
HDR:  Bob Powell was not present.
Skatepark Problems:  Suzette Russell, secretary for the Skatepark Committee, stated that Silo Park is getting a bad reputation.  Ms. Russell reported that there are gangs of kids drinking, doing drugs and bullying the younger kids at the park.  She was told by the Sheriff’s Department that they would not issue ‘no trespass’ warnings to these kids without the Town’s permission.  There was a consensus from the Council to allow the Sheriff’s Department to enforce the no trespassing when kids in the park violate the law.  Town Attorney Nancy Ivarinen said the Town needed to have a dialogue with the Sheriff’s Department and find out exactly where the Sheriff’s Department stands on the issue.  She stated the Council and Mayor needed to give direction to the Sheriff’s Department.  Becky Luttrell asked if it would be possible for the Sheriff’s Department to meet with the kids who were being harassed.  The Mayor will meet with the Sheriff’s Department to discuss a solution to the problem.
Insurance Options:  Paul Chasco from AWC RMSA was present to answer questions regarding his firm’s proposed insurance coverage for the Town.  Mr. Chasco noted that the other insurance company vying for the Town’s business was putting out false information.  Mr. Chasco commented on the skatepark issue and stated that the Town should be discussing the problems with its insurance company.  He also brought up the possibility of the Town appointing a Marshall to enforce trespass without arrest authority.  The Marshall would only issue tickets.  He explained how his company could assist the Town with the skatepark issue.  Mr. Chasco explained the different options available to assist the Town in other areas.  He recommended that the $5,000,000 policy was sufficient for the Town based on its size.  Mr. Chasco noted that there was a $.00 deductible on the policy.
Consent Agenda: 
Judd Wilson made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings:  None
Public Participation:  
David Mitchell made a funding proposal for the 2060 Funds.  He requested the Town embark on a process to use these funds through the Northwest Washington Homeless Veterans Council.  Nancy Allen noted that the funds are currently handled by the County.
Old Business: 

Select Insurance Company:  Mike Criner made a motion to continue with the Councils previous decision to switch to AWC RMSA insurance.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  Discussion ensued.  The motion carried unanimously.
New Business:  None
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that the weather was too hot at the Fly-In.  He noted that there were around 150 planes and a lot of people on Saturday.  There were not as many campers on Friday because of the heat and not many stayed until Sunday.  As a whole the food vendors did not do well.  It was proposed that next year all the food vendors be placed in one area.  The Helicopter rides did stay very busy.  Mr. Mears reported that a movie outfit was in town doing a commercial for Waste Management.  They will be here Wednesday and Thursday and use Burpee Hill and the Airport.  They will pay $500 into the Airport Fund and $500 to the Parks Fund.  They will base at the school.  Mike Criner commended Mr. Mears for a job well done on the Fly-In.
Parks:  Judd Wilson reported there would be another Clean-Up at the Garden Club Park Thursday at 3:00 pm.  They plan to clean the east side of the park and some of the west side.  A horseshoe pit has been proposed for the west side of the park.  The Parks Committee has also discussed moving the rhododendrons to the west side.  Several Council members noted that this was probably not a good time to move the rhododendrons.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission:  Lacy Lahr reported that the next Planning Commission meeting would be August 1.  Ms. Lahr stated that a representative from the Department of Transportation Aviation Division would be present at the next Council meeting to give a presentation.  She noted that the planning procedures have been sent to our current insurance company for review.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen had nothing to report.
Public Works:  Alan Wilkins reported that there would soon be lights at Silo Park.  He noted that IntoLight was reviewing the brackets for the proposed banners for downtown.
Mayors Report:  The Mayor had no report.
Announcements:  Town Attorney Nancy Ivarinen praised the Council.  She stated that it has been an honor to work with them.  She reported that she is leaving the practice to work for the Northwest Justice Project.  The Council agreed that she will be missed.  David Day will continue the firm’s representation of the Town.
Executive Session:  None.

Adjournment:  Mike Criner made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Jack Mears seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 8:59 pm.
