Town Council Meeting

August 14, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Mike Criner, Judd Wilson and Marla Reed were present.  
Staff Present:  Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Nancy Allen, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Town Planner Lacy Lahr.
Audience Members Signed In:  Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick, Doug Gates and Darrel Reed.
Scheduled Presentations:

The Mayor moved Airport Land Use Compatibility as the first Special presentation on the agenda.
Airport Land Use Compatibility:  Carrie Woehler, Aviation Planner with the Department of Transportation, gave a PowerPoint presentation.  Ms. Woehler touched on the Long Term Air Transportation Study (LATS) and the Airport Aid Grant Program.  She gave an in depth presentation on the Airport Land Use Compatibility Program.  She discussed Concrete’s draft Airport Land Use District and made several recommendations.

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported that he had met with the Deputies of the East County Detachment.  He said they had leads on the recent vandalisms.  He said there was still a problem with accountability.  The Mayor believes that a lot of the problems would be solved if the Town had a new public safety building.  Judd Wilson felt the Town was not receiving the 80 hours promised in the contract.  Jack Mears believes there needs to be more of a presence at night.  The Mayor said he would invite the Sheriff to speak to the Council.  The Mayor reported that the Skateboard Committee had received 40 helmets and will be distributing them.  Jack Mears stated that there needed to be another light at Silo Park.  Discussion ensued on response time.
HDR:  Bob Powell brought a set of half size plans for the Town.  He noted that the bid opening for the Wastewater Treatment Facility will be on August 31st at 2:00 pm at Town Hall.  There is a pre-bid meeting at 1:00 pm Thursday, August 17 at the lagoon.  Mr. Powell reported that he and Alan Wilkins had met with the Department of Ecology regarding the sludge bags.  The bags must be removed by the end of the year.  It is part of the Wastewater Treatment Facility plan to remove.  He will find out if the CTED grant would reimburse the Town for removal now.  Mr. Powell met with Dave Darnell and Darla O’Connor from Rural Development.  They will cover the membrane portion of the project if necessary.
Consent Agenda: 
Mike Criner made a motion to accept the consent agenda.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: None
New Business:  
Towing Contract:  Mayor Billman reported that All Valley Towing is not meeting its contractual obligation to remove junk vehicles.   The Mayor recommended breaking the contract and getting a new ordinance for removing the vehicles.  Judd Wilson made a motion to terminate the contract.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  The Mayor will find a new plan to present to the Council.
Select Project Management Firm:  The Mayor recommended the Town select Paul Schissler Associates, Inc. and Cornerstone Strategies, Inc. to handle the grant management for the Wastewater Treatment Facility.  Jack Mears made a motion to accept the Mayor’s recommendation.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
Temporary Land Use Ordinance:  Town Planner Lacy Lahr asked the Council to pass a temporary ordinance to encourage cottage industries.  The ordinance would be valid for six months.  Jack Mears made a motion to accept the ordinance.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  Ordinance 587 passed unanimously.  A public hearing date was set for the Council meeting on September 25.
Impact Fees:  Jack Mears asked to add impact fees to New Business.  Lacy Lahr explained that there is currently a study being done on System Development Fees for water and sewer.  Any other impact fees would require an expensive study.
Council Reports:  

Airport:  Jack Mears recommended the Council approve leases on Lots A & B to Christopher Edwards.  Judd Wilson made a motion to approve.  Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mr. Mears recommended the transfer of Lot 601A from Lawrence Mitchell to the Mitchell Revocable Living Trust.  Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to approve.  Judd Wilson seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mike Criner reported that the Can-Am RC Model Plane Meet had been canceled.  Jack Mears reported that Cascade Days would be using the santi-cans.  After the event they will be stored at the lagoon.
Parks:  Judd Wilson reported that the west side of the Garden Club Park had been cleared.  Mr. Wilson thanked Alan Wilkins and Rich Philips for their help.  The next meeting of the Parks Committee is August 28.
Department Reports:

Planning Commission:  Lacy Lahr reported that the next Planning Commission meeting would be August 15.  They will discuss the Airport Land Use District.  Ms. Lahr reported that the Planning Commission Secretary, Darla Feetham, had resigned from the Commission.  A new Secretary will be elected by the Commission.
Administration/Finance Report: Nancy Allen presented the Treasurer’s Report.  Ms. Allen noted that this would be her last Council meeting.  The Council thanked Ms. Allen for her service.  Ms. Allen said it had been an honor and a pleasure to serve the Town.
Public Works:  Alan Wilkins stated that he would like to have Town Engineer Gary Sturdy work up cost figures for a 12 inch line on Cedar Street.  Nancy Allen recommended getting an estimate on Mr. Sturdy’s costs before proceeding.  Mr. Wilkins said there had been request for street lights at West Main and on Cupples Alley and Limestone.  Jack Mears recommended one east of the Lone Star Building.  Judd Wilson asked about the windsock at the airport.  Jack Mears said the Town needed to get a grant to move the windsock and put in a segmented circle.
Mayors Report:  The Mayor reported that Fairhaven and Associates wished to discontinue as the Town’s legal council.  David Day reported that he just did not have the time but would continue until the Mayor named a replacement.
Announcements:  The Mayor announced that Cascade Days is this week-end.
Executive Session:  None.

Adjournment:  Judd Wilson made a motion to adjourn the meeting. Elizabeth Bergsma seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.  Mayor Billman adjourned the meeting at 9:26 pm.
