7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety:  Mayor Billman reported on the Burpee Hill fire that began September 1, 2006.  The fire was dealt with promptly and is in the final stages of mop-up.  The Mayor declared an emergency on September 1, 2006 by Resolution No. 2006-10.  The pilots lounge at the Concrete Municipal Airport was used as the command center.  The Mayor noted that the fire was handled very well by all agencies involved.
HDR - Water and Sewer System Development Fees:  Cil Pierce with HDR, Inc. presented findings on the water and sewer system development fees, as well as recommended increases.  The Council agreed by consensus to continue with the proposed calculated fee, to use the AWWA weighting factors as proposed, and to update the fee annually using the construction cost index. 
Skagit County Human Services: David Asia gave an update on the substance abuse program which includes chemical dependency and mental illness triage program. The program is scheduled to open in March. Mr. Asia thanked the Town Council for their support and generosity.

Airport:  Jack Mears reported that the Airport was very busy during the Burpee Hill Fire. The Airport lounge was used as the Command Center.  Mr. Mears added that there are still some new leases that have not been signed. He will be contacting the lease holders that have not signed their leases.  Mr. Mears also reported that the Airport Layout Plan has not been officially approved yet, and that the grant funding for the Airport survey and windsock improvements are contingent upon approval of the Plan.
 
Parks:  Judd Wilson reported that the Parks Committee had met earlier in the evening and had discussed building horseshoe pits on the west side of the Garden Club Park. Mr. Wilson also discussed constructing a new sign and a gazebo for viewing at the park. Planning Commissioner Jason Miller will be planting the west side bank of the park and around the pillars from the bridge in the center of the park.
