Town Council Meeting

September 25, 2006

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman.  Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Mike Criner, and Marla Reed were present.

Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to excuse Councilmember Judd Wilson.   

Staff Present:  Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter.

Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety: Mayor Billman reported on delaying current contract negotiations with the Sheriff’s Department until after the election. He also reported on some complaints from the public about the Sheriff’s presence at the School crossing, as well as some accountability issues. 

HDR – Bid Results: Bob Powell reported on the bid results for the Wastewater Treatment Plant. The process of checking references was underway. Bob Powell requested that the Council allow a letter of intent to award the bid to Boss Construction be sent to the contractor.  The contractor’s due diligence review was also discussed. Bob Powell also reported that the USDA Rural Development application had been received and is being processed. There was a consensus by the Council to move forward based on HDR recommendations. 

Consent Agenda:  Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda.  Mike Criner seconded.  The motion carried unanimously.
 
Public Hearings: 2006 GMA Amendments-Town Planner Lacy Lahr presented proposals from the Planning Commission to the Town Council on the 2006 GMA Amendments. Councilmember Jack Mears complimented the Planning Commission on the work they have completed so far.
Mayor Billman opened the public hearing for public comments.
Carol Fabrick addressed the Council, requesting that title notes be in place for residents adjacent to the Airport.
George Theodoratus expressed concerns that the title note could potentially hinder financing.
Mayor Billman closed the Public Hearing.
Mike Criner made a motion to accept Planning Commission recommendations, seconded by Jack Mears. Motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: Mayor Billman reported on the current towing contract. At this time there is not a “no cost option” available through towing companies. Mayor Billman also reported that in November there will be a grant available to help pay for the removal of junk vehicles. A discussion ensued regarding ordinances for junk vehicles, parking hour limits and vehicles parked or junked on the public right-of-way. The lowest cost contract the Mayor has been able to find thus far is $50.00 per vehicle or 3 vehicles for $100.00. David Day will be researching ordinances on this topic to bring to the next meeting. 
 

New Business: Concrete Theatre Spookfest- Joanie Johnson requested approval from the Town Council to have a “Spookfest” at the Concrete Theater. The Spookfest would consist of events for kids including a scarecrow contest, haunted house, poster contest, prize drawings and a movie showing. Sheriff Hendrickson will present information about Halloween Safety. Ms. Johnson will be asking local Merchants to be a part of the Spookfest and to hand out candy. There was a consensus from the Town Council to support the Spookfest.

Mr. Mears also reported that the Airport Layout Plan has not formally been approved by the Department of Transportation Aviation Division.
