Town Council Meeting

October 9, 2006
7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Pro-Tem Judd Wilson. Mayor Pro-Tem Judd Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Elizabeth Bergsma, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Judd Wilson were present.  Mayor Jack Billman was absent.
Staff Present:  Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Sheriff Deputy Tobin Meyer and Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter.

Scheduled Presentations:

Public Safety: Skagit County Sheriff Deputy Tobin Meyer updated the Council on the number of calls and the number of arrests in Concrete.  Deputy Meyer also informed the Council that they will be increasing patrols at the high school during night time away games. He also commented on the presence at the school crossing and that they are working on getting more lighting in the school zone.  Jack Mears commented on excessive speeds on Airport Way. Mr. Mears also suggested blocking off the school parking lots during non school hours. Elizabeth Bergsma commented that the stop sign at Division and Mill is not being used. 
HDR – No Report
Consent Agenda:  Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Motion seconded by Elizabeth Bergsma.  Motion carried. 
 
Public Hearings
Temporary Ordinance - Residential Land Use District:  Planner Lacy Lahr updated the Council on Residential Land Use District temporary Ordinance No. 588. 
Mayor Pro-Tem Wilson opened up the Public Hearing at 7:43PM. 
No public participation.  Mayor Pro-Tem Wilson closed the Public Hearing. Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance No. 588. Elizabeth Bergsma seconded the motion.  Motion carried.

Cedar Park Plat Amendment - Theo Investments:  Planner Lahr reviewed the staff report for the Cedar Park Plat Amendment, LU# 06-011, an application to amend Tract A in the Cedar Park Plat approved under Auditor’s File No. 200206050104. 
Mayor Pro-Tem Judd Wilson opened the Public Hearing at 7:46PM. 

George Theodoratus-Applicant Presentation.  Mr. Theodoratus gave a presentation on the proposal and the future planned improvements for the site. He described his plan for removing some of the trees and replanting them with younger trees. He suggested holding a meeting with the adjacent property owners. Mr. Theodoratus also suggested transferring ownership of the Native Growth Protection Area as common area between the new property owners and the current property owners. 

Jason Miller- 7674 Cedar Park Lot 10- Mr. Miller expressed concerns about the stability of the slope and the compaction of soil during the logging process. Mr. Miller was also concerned about reducing the required 50-foot in the Native Growth Protection Area. 
Heidi Parks-7670 Cedar Park- Lot 9- Mrs. Parks expressed her concern about the 50-foot buffer from the top of the slope. She stated that the buffer was part of the reason that she purchased her property. 

Len Simpson-7689 South Park- Mr. Simpson commented on keeping the 50-foot buffer at the top of the slope as a Native Growth Protection Area. 
Tim Forrester-7672 South Park Lot 17-Mr. Forrester commented on the already excessive stormwater run-off from the slope and within the Cedar Park Plat.
Laif Hanson-7664 Cedar Park Lot 8- Mr. Hanson stated that he encourages growth in the community but was also concerned about the stormwater problem. He also commented that the 50-foot buffer was included in his title report when he purchased his home. 
James Knudson-7675 Cedar Park Lot 11- Mr. Knudson raised concerned about the drainage. He would also like to see the 50-foot buffer retained. Mr. Knudson also noted that he purchased his home based on the 50-foot buffer in the Native Growth Protection Area. 

Concrete School District Superintendent Barb Hawkings - 45389 Airport Way- Mrs. Hawking expressed concerns about the proposed timber harvest and about burning during school hours. Mrs. Hawkings also expressed concerns about the noise level of the project and the potential impacts on the education of children. Mrs. Hawkings encouraged the Council to require a fence or barricade to keep children out of the cut area. She would also like to have a buffer zone between the timber harvest area and the school during the project. 

George Theodoratus-Project Applicant- Mr. Theodoratus addressed the concerns from the School District. He offered to walk the proposed cut area with School District representatives. He also agreed to install fencing or barricades. He also agreed to only burn and log during non school hours to limit the impacts to the Elementary School. 
Chris Janson- Mr. Janson questioned the proposed hours of operation. He was also interested in the employees that would be on the project site in the vicinity of school district property. Mr. Janson suggested that the applicant post a bond or other surety to pay for any damages as a result of slope failures. 

Robert Dileo-Lot 14- Mr. Dileo expressed his concerns about the existing stormwater run off during heavy rains. He was also interested in the proposed clearing limits. 
Paul Rider- Mr. Rider expressed concerns about the stormwater runoff from the slope. He was also interested in the erosion control measures that are to be used during the project. He encouraged the Council to retain the 50-foot setback at the top of the slope. 

Mayor Pro-Tem Judd Wilson closed public hearing at 9:00 PM

The Council discussed the existing critical areas ordinances and how it related to this project.  Discussion ensued regarding the location of the Native Growth Protection Area and the intent of the original plat approval.  The Council also discussed the restriction on driveway access onto the Concrete-Sauk Valley Road.  The Council discussed requiring the 50-foot setback area be clearly marked with the project engineer and town staff inspecting the cut area, as well as the area be surveyed prior to the timber harvest.  The Council also discussed the need to prohibit logging and burning during school hours.
Mike Criner made a motion to table the issue to the next Town Council meeting.  The motion was seconded by Elizabeth Bergsma.  The motion received three yes votes. The Council discussed additional issues surrounding the project.  Mike Criner rescinded his motion to table the issue.  Jack Mears made a motion to amend the Native Growth Protection Area to include the 50-foot setback area and to allow access onto the Concrete-Sauk Valley Road as proposed. Mike Criner made a second to the motion.  Discussion further ensued regarding removing the Native Growth Protection Area to the 50-foot buffer line, except as indicated in the geotechnical report, to require approval by the Concrete School District, and to remove the restriction on driveway access onto the Concrete-Sauk Valley Road.  The motion was voted and carried.

New Business: The Town received a request by Raleigh Gautheir to transfer his lease for Airport Lot #28 to Harold Hanson. Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to approve the lease transfer. Mike Criner seconded the motion. Motion carried was one abstention from Jack Mears. 
AWC Insurance Tail Coverage Purchase.  Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr described the gap in insurance coverage as a result of the Town switching insurance companies.  AWC provides a policy for errors and omissions for the previous three years to eliminate the gap in coverage. Mike Criner made a motion to purchase the AWC Errors and Omissions Tail Coverage. Elizabeth Bergsma seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Skagit County Community Action Agency budget request.  Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented a request by Skagit County Community Action Agency to receive funding from the Town for the year 2007. Elizabeth Bergsma made a motion to approve the request. Jack Mears seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Airport: Jack Mears reported that things were going well at the Airport.  Mike Criner reported that the Morgan Owner’s Association was recently at the Airport.

F.E.R.C.: Elizabeth Bergsma updated the council on the FERC Recreation Committee meeting that she attended. Lake Shannon fishing update was not good and there were still complaints about no camping. She reported that PSE is required to provide for day use only. Another entity could develop a campground in the area. Ms. Bergsma also informed the Council that there are other Resource Groups that the Council should be a part of. These include the Terrestrial, Elk, Cultural and Aquatics groups. Staff will contact PSE to request information on the meeting dates, where meetings are held and how often the meetings are held.
