Town Council Meeting
January 22, 2007
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman. Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Marla Reed, Mike Criner and Jack Mears. Mike Criner made a motion to excuse council member Judd Wilson. Jack Mears seconded the motion.  

Mayor reported that Council member Elizabeth Bergsma has resigned from her Council position. 

 

Staff Present: Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter.

Scheduled Presentations:
 
Public Safety: The Mayor reported that crime rates are down and that Concrete is the safest town in the county by incidents per population ratio. 

 

HDR – Bob Powell absent. The Mayor reported there are two change orders recommended by HDR, Alan and the contractor. The council discussed the change orders and Mike Criner made a motion to accept the change orders. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion voted and was approved.  

 

Consent Agenda: A motion to accept the consent agenda was made by Mike Criner. The motion was seconded by Marla Reed. The motion was voted and approved. 

Jack Mears commented on an email response from PSE about the inquiries for alternate power from Lower Baker addressed at the last Council meeting. Mike Criner questioned when the pole by the church on Limestone Street would be replaced. Public Works Director Alan Wilkins stated that the pole would not be replaced but lights would be put on existing poles.

New Business: Jason Miller 7674 Cedar Park- Jason Miller approached the Council and requested that a street sign be installed at Cedar Park.  Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported that the sign has been ordered and will be installed once it is received. Mr. Miller also commented on excessive speeding on Cedar Street. He suggested that a four-way stop, speed bumps, or a radar sign on Cedar Street be installed to slow down speeders. He also reported that there is a street light on South Park Avenue that needs to be replaced. Alan stated that the light has already been reported to Into-Light, and also informed the Council that the Into-Light website includes a feature to report lights that need to be repaired. 

 

Jack Mears reported on the comment letter received from DB Johnson Construction regarding the system development fees for water and sewer. The Mayor also reported on concerns expressed by Landmark Building and Development about these fees. 

 

AWC RMSA Additional Liability Offer: Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr updated the Council on the additional $5 million in liability coverage offered by AWC. A motion was made by Jack Mears to purchase additional coverage starting from January 1, 2007. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion was voted and carried. 

 

Council Reports
 

Airport: Jack Mears reported on a recent lawsuit involving the Arlington Municipal Airport and suggested looking to purchasing additional liability insurance at the Airport. 
The Council reviewed the preliminary Airport survey. A discussion was held regarding Lots A. B, C and 0.  The Council also discussed existing easements, utilities, and the southern boundary line of the Airport property. The Council agreed by consensus to proceed on getting more information before recording the survey.  Mike Criner reported that three vendors have already signed up for the Fly-In scheduled for July 27-29, 2007. 

 

Parks: The next meeting Parks Committee meeting will be held on February 12, 2007 at 6:30 PM.  

 

Department Reports
 

Planning Commission:  Planner Lacy Lahr reported that the PSE Shoreline Permit Public Hearing is schedule for February 26, 2007 at the Concrete High School Commons. Planner Lahr also reported on the Planning Commission schedule to update Development Regulations in 2007.   

 

Administration/Finance Report: Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr reported that the Treasurer’s Report and the 2007 Budget Document is included in the Council packets. Lacy also reported that Associated Petroleum Products provided the Town will a quote for propane and tank rental.  The Council agreed by consensus to stay with our current providing, Northwest Propane. 

 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported that HDR is developing a proposal to upgrade the Cedar Street waterline. Alan also reported on the progress of the WWTP. The slab was poured on Thursday and the contractor was currently constructing the walls for the building. The Mayor thanked the Public Works Department for fixing potholes around town. 
 

Mayors Report: The Mayor reported on the junk vehicle round-up and the process for impoundment. The Mayor also reported that he has sent out a letter of inquiring to the National Historical Society regarding the Lonestar building. He reported that he would like to form a committee to work on the renovation of the building. He expressed the need to hire an architect and has been looking into a possible 50/50 matching grant that is available. 
The Mayor also expressed his concern for a much needed second route to the school campus to also be used as an evacuation route. He has been looking into state funding and also possible funding from a Homeland Security grant. He would like to see the second route connect “D” Avenue to Airport Way.
