Public Safety: The Mayor updated the Council on efforts to address complaints about speeding around town and planned emphasis patrols on streets, including more night patrols at the middle school and high school parking lots.   

 

HDR – Bob Powell presented the Council with a current change order log for the wastewater treatment plant project. The current change orders are resulting in an overall deduction in the original contract amount. Mr. Powell also reported on the proposed change order for the influent bar screens.

New Business: WSDOT STP Enhancement Grant Agreement: Planner Lacy Lahr updated the Council on the agreement with the Washington State Department of Transportation to obligate a $40,000 STP Enhancement Grant to design sidewalks on South Superior Avenue. Mike Criner made a motion to approve the agreement. Judd Wilson seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Jack Mears reported that the final draft of the Airport Layout Plan has been completed by Bucher, Willis and Ratliff and has been submitted for approval by the Department of Transportation Aviation Division.  Jack also reported that the Fly-In is scheduled for the end of July.  

 

Parks: Judd Wilson reported on the progress of the skate park, including funding opportunities. Judd suggested that the Committee wait one year before re-applying for the Tony Hawk Foundation Grant, as groups are allowed to apply for the grant only twice. Discussion ensued regarding the 2007 budget for the Parks Department and the use of a portion of the Capital and Repair line item as matching funds for the skate park. The next parks meeting will be March 12, 2007 at 6:30 PM.
 

Department Reports:
 

Planning Commission: Planner Lacy Lahr updated the Council on the Washington Chapter of the American Planning Association Community Planning Event scheduled for April 14, 2007.  Lacy also noted that the Puget Sound Energy shoreline permit public hearing that is tentatively scheduled for March 26, 2007, and that the next Planning Commission meeting is March 6, 2007 at 7:00 PM.  

 

Administration/Finance Report: The Treasurer’s Report was included in the Council Packet.

 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported on the purchase of a new street sweeper which is ready for pickup. Alan also commented on the proposed Change Order No. 4 for the UV system.  

 

Mayors Report: The Mayor reported on several recent meetings, including a meeting with the EMC Director. 
 
Announcements:  Judd Wilson commented on the need to contract with a Town Engineer. The Mayor noted that HDR Engineering, Inc. is acting as the temporary Town Engineer, and also expressed concerns regarding accountability issues with HDR.  The Mayor will meet with Bob Powell and may hold interviews with other firms who submitted Statements of Qualifications.  Discussion was also held regarding the Cedar Street Waterline Project and the costs for the upgrades.  The project will be postponed until next year.
