Town Council Meeting
March 12, 2007
 
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman. Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Judd Wilson, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jack Mears. Mike Criner made a motion to excuse council member Tamera Glaser. Judd Wilson seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Staff Present: Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter.

Scheduled Presentations:
 
Public Safety:  The Mayor updated the Council on the recent break-in at the Fire Hall. The Mayor also reported on a citizen action request that was received concerning the speeding that is continuing to cause problems on Cedar Street. Discussion ensued on this topic and ideas were discussed on how to solve the problem. The Mayor reported that he had verbally requested radar signs for Cedar Street and had not yet received notification that they would be installed. The Mayor will send in a written request for this particular item. Planner Lahr recommended that the Town Engineer review all proposed traffic calming measures on Cedar Street, in accordance with the Washington State Department of Transportation standards. It was also suggested that when speeding occurs that the surrounding neighbors contact the Sheriff’s Department or call 911 to report the problem.     

HDR – No Report. The Mayor and Council scheduled a workshop for March 26, 2007 at 6:30 PM to discuss wastewater treatment plant project budget issues.

New Business: Christopher Archuleta/Rod Coffell-Boy Scouts of America: Rod Coffell, Scout Master, asked the Council for permission to repair the ball field at the Town Park as an Eagle Scout project. The project includes grading the infield, fixing the backstop and installing new benches. This project would be completed with donated material and time. The Scouts received consent from the Council to begin the project contingent upon the submission of detailed project plans. 

 

Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Jack Mears reported on the progress of the binding site plan amendment for the Airport and will be following up with Skagit Surveyors & Engineers. Jack reported that there is a runway safety grant that he’d like to apply for to finish the curbing and the segmented circle. Discussion also ensued on the need to repaint the heli-pad and the possibility of moving its location. It was also discussed that an asphalt pathway to the helipad would be helpful. It was suggested that the Airport Committee and Emergency Services personnel meet and discuss the options. 

 

Parks: A parks meeting was held prior to the Council meeting. Judd Wilson reported on the progress at the Garden Club Park and requested Public Works scrape the slope on the west side of North Dillard Avenue so that flowers may be planted. Jason Miller will be completing the plantings. Judd also reported that new asphalt is needed in front of the ambulance garage.  

 

Council Member Jack Mears reported that a proposed Senate bill would allows cities and towns with a population of less than 5,000 to continue to burn yard waste until July 1, 2008. This bill is supported by the Association of Washington Cities. Discussion ensued regarding the proposed measure. It was suggested that the Town hold a public meeting to gather input from residents within the Town Limits and the Urban Growth Area. The public meeting is scheduled for March 26, 2007 during the regular council meeting. 

 

Council Member Mike Criner reported on the cables that have been left in the public right of way on Limestone Street by Millennium Digital Cable. Millennium has been notified several times of this nuisance and Mike would like this forwarded to Code Enforcement for further action.
 

Department Reports:
 

Planning Commission:  Planner Lacy Lahr reported that one application was received from Marty Glaser for the open position on the Planning Commission. The Mayor appointed Marty Glaser to the Planning Commission. A motion to confirm the appointment of Marty Glaser to the Planning Commission was made by Mike Criner. Judd Wilson seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

 

Planner Lahr reported that the Community Planning Event needs to be rescheduled to April 21, 2007. The event will include discussions of residential walking areas to the school and potential traffic calming measures on Cedar Street. Planner Lahr also reported that the minutes from the last Planning Commission meeting were included in their packets. 

Planning Commissioners Jason Miller and Robert Dileo presented the Commission’s ideas for the Town Center signage project to the Council. Discussion ensued regarding design ideas, pricing and possible donations and grants. The Commission would also like to hire local carver Rick Williams to carve the log supports of the sign. It was the consensus of the Council that the Planning Commission continues their work on the Town Center signage project and to present the idea to the Chamber of Commerce to gage the level of support from the business community. 
 

Administration/Finance Report: Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr reported that the Town received a public disclosure request for draft Town Council minutes not formally approved by the Council. After review, it was determined that the draft minutes are public record and subject to disclosure.  Lacy also reported that a new printer was recently purchased for the Deputy Clerk station and is working very well. Lacy also reported that the Town has received the AWC Well City Award for 2007. Lacy also reported that the Treasurer’s Report is included in the Council packets. There were no questions on the report.  

 

Public Works:  The public works department has purchased a street sweeper which was delivered by Boss Construction. 

 

Mayors Report:  The Mayor reported that Skagit County will be hosting a Critical Areas Ordinance Workshop at the Concrete Senior Center. The Mayor also announced that the Lions Club will be hosting a corn beef and cabbage dinner on Wednesday the 14th at the High School Commons. He also reported that he will be working on getting the Lonestar building added to the endangered buildings list again this year.
