Town Council Meeting
May 14, 2007
 
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Jack Billman. Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Judd Wilson, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jack Mears. 

 

Staff Present: Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins and Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter.

An executive session was called for fifteen minutes to discuss pending litigation involving the Town and Aloha Lumber, Puget Sound Energy and Theo Investments. The meeting was called back to order by Mayor Billman at 7:49 PM. 

 

Special Presentations: Town Attorney David Day informed the Council that he had spoke with the Port of Skagit County regarding grant funding for the Town Center Signage project.  Town Planner Lacy Lahr will contact the Port to get the criteria and guidelines for the grant. 

 

H.D.R. Change Proposal Requests- Bob Powell updated the council on the current Change Proposal Requests #18 and #19 for the wastewater treatment plant. Mr. Powell noted that the deductions have exceeded the additions for the project. Mr. Powell will get a summary of all the current deductions and additions for the Council to review. 

 

A motion was made by Mike Criner to accept Change Proposal Requests #18 and #19. A second to the motion was made by Judd Wilson. The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: Cedar Park Plat Amendment No. LU 07-002 Ordinance: Town Planner Lacy Lahr reviewed proposed Ordinance No. 600 with the Council. 

 

A motion was made by Mike Criner to approve Ordinance No. 600. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. 

 

Town Attorney David Day updated the Council on the request to supplement the record that was filed by the applicant. Mr. Day explained that in order to accept the comments the Council would need to re-open the Public Hearing which would require publication and mailings. He advised the Council that this piece of information was not currently in the record and there is no process for reconsidering the application. 

 

A motion was made by Tamera Glaser to not re-open the public hearing. 

 

Mike Criner made a motion to amend his original motion to approve Ordinance No. 600 with out considering additional information or re-opening the public hearing. A second to the motion was made by Tamera Glaser. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

HDR WWTP Construction Services Contract Amendment: Bob Powell reviewed the price increase with the Council and Mayor and then updated them on the revised amendment to the original contract. Discussion ensued regarding the proposed contract amendment. Mike Criner questioned how the original contract amount could be off by so much. Mr. Powell noted that the original contract was drawn up three to four years prior to the start of construction and that the calculations were not adjusted. Mr. Powell proposed that the additional increase in the contract amount to come out of the contingency fund for the project. Marla Reed noted that before the contract was signed, Mr. Powell was asked if the amount in the contract would be enough for construction services and his response was that the contract amount would be sufficient. Discussion was also held regarding the Skagit County Public Facilities Grant not being approved and the decommissioning of the lagoon not being included in the original contract bid amount. 

 

A motion to approve the amended contract for HDR was made by Jack Mears. A second to the motion was made by Judd Wilson. The motion failed with Jack Mears and Judd Wilson in favor, and Marla Reed, Mike Criner and Tamera Glaser opposed. 

 

Marla Reed suggested inviting the funding agencies to the next meeting to get their comments on the change in contract amount. Town Attorney David Day will review the original and amended contracts. 

 

Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering,, Inc. Contract – School Pedestrian Sidewalk Design: Town Planner Lacy Lahr presented the Council with a proposed contract with Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering, Inc. to design the sidewalk on South Superior Avenue. The Town had received statements of qualifications from two engineering firms and had conducted phone interviews of each firm. The Mayor recommended contracting with Reichhardt & Ebe for the project. 

 

A motion to approve the contract with Reichhardt & Ebe was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously.

Planning Commission:  Town Planner Lacy Lahr updated the Council on two projects proposed by Skagit Fisheries Enhancement Group that involve marking storm drains and placing signs at locations near streams in Town. The Council approved these projects by consensus. 

 

Administration/Finance Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr updated the Council on the progress of the annual report and the meeting she had with Toni Nelson from the State Auditors Office.

Mayors Report:  Mayor Billman reported on an event he attended at McIntyre Hall where Becky Luttrell had been nominated by Marla Reed for the Very Important Preventative Person award. Mayor Billman also discussed the Cascade Days meeting he had attended regarding the lawnmower races and the possibility of the Town insurance covering the event. He sent an email to the insurance company and will forwarded the response he received to all Council Members, Public Works Director and to the Town Attorney. Mayor Billman also updated the Council on the Sheriff’s new Traffic Patrol Sergeant and the steps that are being to taken to alleviate our current speeding problems in Town.
