May 29, 2007
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Billman. Mayor Billman led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Judd Wilson, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jack Mears.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: The Mayor reported on the emphasis patrols that happened over the holiday weekend. He also suggested calling the Sheriff when speeding occurs and report the vehicle descriptions and license plate numbers if possible.

Mrs. Janda’s Middle School Science Class-Lorenzen Creek Project. - Mrs. Janda’s Middle School Science Class gave a presentation to the Council on their field trips and science project scheduled for June 5th. They presented photos of Lorenzen creek and discussed potential plantings of native plants along the creek. They also discussed the temperature and depth of the creek as well as fish habitat in the creek.

Old Business: H.D.R. WWTP Construction Services Contract Amendment: Email comments regarding the proposed construction services contract amendment from the wastewater treatment plant project funding agencies were included in the Council packets for review. Darla O’Connor from USDA Rural Development asked for background information regarding the request and the reasons for the proposed increase. She also expressed concern about the Town being able to afford to pay for additional loans. She also noted that additional funding should have been secured sooner and that the costs should have been recalculated before construction started. 

 

Discussion ensued regarding how much the Town is stretched in order to get the project up and started. The project is approximately at 50% completion and funding is not secured for the decommissioning the lagoon.  Bob Powell noted that HDR would not
 terminate the contract with the Town if the proposed amendment is not passed. Mr. Powell suggested tabling the issue until additional revisions could be made to the amendment and brought back to the Council. 

Mayor Billman expressed his disappointment in the contract amendment request and he also recommended not spending any additional money at this point until funding is secured to decommission the lagoon. 

 

A motion to table the issue to a later date was made by Judd Wilson. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion was voted and approved with Jack Mears opposed. 

 

New Business: Events Application- Concrete Fly-In July 27-29, 2007- Jack Mears presented the events application and requested that public works have the portable toilets at the airport prior to the fly-in. The insurance for the event was discussed and Jack commented that there will be no an air show. Mayor Billman suggested that Matt Kaufman be invited to sell barbeque foods at the fly-in.
 

A motion to approve the events application was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Judd Wilson. The motion carried with Jack Mears recusing himself from the vote. 

 

Airport Lot #17 Lease Transfer: Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented the request received by Walter Keilt to transfer his lease for Lot #17 to Harold Hanson. 

 

A motion to approve the lease transfer from Walter Keilt to Harold Hanson was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Judd Wilson. The motion carried with Jack Mears recusing himself from the vote.  

 
Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Jack Mears reported that Steve Bolan will begin work on his building soon. Jack Mears also informed the Council that Pam Dube is trying to sell Lot #9.  Jack also commented on the WSDOT Aviation grants that are outstanding and the Airport Layout Plan not being fully completed yet. 

 

Parks: Judd Wilson informed the Council that they will begin stump grinding at the Garden Club Park in two weeks. He also reported on the hill planting that was completed by Jason Miller and Don Payne at the Garden Club Park. Discussion ensued regarding purchasing hanging flower baskets for the light posts on Main Street. Judd also reported on the progress of the work done by the Boy Scouts on the tee-ball fields at the Town Park.  

 

Department Reports: 
 

Planning Commission: Planner Lacy Lahr requested that a workshop be scheduled with the Planning Commission to discuss the 2007 Comprehensive Plan updates at 6:30 PM prior to the June 11, 2007 meeting. Lacy also discussed the proposal to the Port of Skagit County to fund the Town Center Signage Project. Lacy also reported that the State Building Codes have been updated and amendments may need to be adopted. This item will be discussed further at the next meeting. 
 

Administration/Finance Report:  Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr reported that the 2006 Annual Report was submitted to the State Auditors Office.  Lacy also reported that the Town has received several requests for notary services and that the notary fee can be increased. It was also suggested that the Deputy Clerk become a notary. The Council agreed to review the notary fee during the budget process for the 2008 Rates and Fees. Lacy noted that a copy of the treasurer’s report is in the Council packet and asked if there were any questions. There were none.  Lacy also provided the Council with the requirements for candidacy filing during the week of June 4, 2007 to June 8, 2007.  

 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported that the wastewater treatment plant project was progressing well.

 

Mayors Report:  Mayor Billman reported that the Town had received a grant from the Transportation Improvement Board for $15, 000.00 to design proposed sidewalk repairs on Main Street from Cupples Alley to Grassmere Road. 

 

A motion was made by Mike Criner to accept the grant funding. A second to the motion was made by Judd Wilson. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

The Mayor reported that the Lady Lions Softball Team won the State Championship over the weekend. Mayor Billman suggested creating a proclamation to honor student athletes. It was also noted that students have also excelled in other areas such as academically. It was suggested that June 6th be declared “Student Achievement Day”, the Council agreed by consensus to support the proclamation.  

 

Announcements: Jack Mears reported that he attended the Solid Waste Advisory Committee meeting.
