


Town of Concrete
Town Council Meeting
August 13, 2007
 
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner and Marla Reed.

 

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter, and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins. 

 

Audience Members Signed In: Paul W Rider, Robert Dileo Sr., Doug Gates, Evalyn Goeringer, Allen Fabrick, Carol Fabrick, George Theodoratus, and Jason Miller. 

 

Mike Criner made a motion to move the appointment of the open council position up on the agenda. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

A nomination for Jason Miller was made by Jack Mears. A second to the nomination was made by Marla Reed. No other nominations were made. The nomination carried unanimously. Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr administered the oath of office to new Council Member Jason Miller. 

 

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported that the public safety report for the last four months from the Sheriff’s Department was included in their packets for review. He also stated that he would invite Greg Adams to an upcoming meeting to discuss the amount of coverage the Town is receiving. Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr noted that Mr. Adams had recommended reinstating the Public Safety Citizens Advisory Committee, as the law enforcement contract with Skagit County expires December 31, 2007. The Council agreed by consensus to reinstate the Citizens Advisory Committee. Marla Reed, Jason Miller, and Mike Criner volunteered to serve on the committee. 

 

H.D.R. –Bob Powell: Bob Powell reported on the Town’s water rights and the number of connections available to the Town. He also reviewed the process for requesting additional connections from the Department of Health. Mr. Powell also reported on the proposed engineering standards task order. Mr. Powell also informed the Council that the $100,000 grant from Skagit County for the wastewater treatment plant has been verbally obligated and would like be available in the spring as additional contingency. He will be submitting a cover letter and application for the Mayor’s signature.  Jack Mears requested additional information from Mr. Powell regarding the proposed contract amendment for construction services for the wastewater treatment plant project. Mr. Powell will provide a detailed memo to the Council on hours worked on the project to show reasons for the increase in contract amount. Mr. Powell also discussed a professional services contract between the Town and H.D.R for on call services. 

 

A motion to approve the professional services contract for on call services was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr noted that the Department of Ecology may be able to provide additional loan funding to cover additional approved project costs.  A letter requesting additional funds as well as a revised budget is required for submittal.

 

A motion to request an additional 10% funding from the Department of Ecology through the State Revolving Fund Loan Program was made by Jack Mears. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion carried unanimously.

Scope of Work-HDR Engineering Standards: A motion was made by Mike Criner to accept the scope of work submitted by HDR Engineering, Inc. to complete an engineering design standards manual for the Town. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Airport Insurance Policy: Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented the Airport Insurance Policy renewal. There was no increase in premium or decrease in coverage from the previous year.  

 

A motion to accept the policy was made by Marla Reed. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Appoint Mayor Pro-Tem: Jack Mears nominated Mike Criner to serve as Mayor Pro-Tem. A second to the nomination was made by Marla Reed. The nomination was passed unanimously with Mike Criner recusing himself from the vote. 

 

Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Jack Mears reported that the Fly-in had gone really well. It was suggested that entertainment on Saturday night was needed to keep the visitors in town until Sunday. Jack reported that the Washington State Department of Transportation striping crew may be able to complete the runway striping project. Discussion was held regarding applying for a runway safety grant. Jack also reported that the binding site plan is progressing.   

 

Parks: The next parks meeting will be held on August 27th at 6:30 PM. Mayor Wilson reported that he is stepping down as Committee Chair. Jason Miller was appointed to the Parks Chair position. 

 

Department Reports: 
 

Planning Commission: Town Planner Lacy Lahr reported that John Burmaster resigned his position on the Planning Commission. Jason Miller also officially resigned his position on the Planning Commission due to his recent appointment to the Town Council. Lacy will advertise the vacant Planning Commission positions.  

 

Administration/Finance Report:  Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr reviewed the treasurer’s report with the Council. Lacy informed the Council that she and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins will be attending a Personnel Training on Thursday August 16th sponsored by the Association of Washington Cities Risk Management Service Agency. Lacy also requested approval of the wastewater treatment plant pay request no. 9 for Boss Construction, JTS Manage Services, and HDR Engineering. She also noted that the 2008 budget season is approaching and workshops will be scheduled soon. 

 

Town Attorney David Day discussed a proposed agreement between the Town and Puget Sound Energy for reimbursement of legal costs incurred due to the appeal of the Shoreline Permit filed by the City of Mount Vernon, the City of Burlington and Skagit County Dike Districts #1 and #12. 

 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported on the change in roofing materials for the building that will result in an increase in project cost. A Change Proposal Request will come to the Mayor for approval.  

 

Mayors Report:  Mayor Wilson updated the Council on the three engineering firms that submitted statements of qualifications for the Main Street Sidewalk Design. He reported that they had conducted interviews and they had selected Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering for the project. 

 

A motion to approve the contract between the Town and Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Jack Mears. The motion was passed unanimously. 

 

The Mayor also reported on discussions with Eagle Towing for the removal of abandoned vehicles in Town.
