


Town of Concrete
Town Council Meeting
August 27, 2007
 
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed, and Jason Miller.

 

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr, Deputy Clerk Andrea Fichter, and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported that he is working on setting up a meeting with Greg Adams at the Skagit County Sheriff’s Department. Mayor Wilson also reported that he will be setting up a meeting with Skagit 9-1-1 Director Dave Cooper. Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr reported that the Law Enforcement Citizens Advisory Committee will meet on September 10, 2007 at 6:30 PM prior to the Council meeting. 

 

H.D.R. –Bob Powell: Bob Powell reported on the water system summary that HDR completed regarding the Town’s limit on water connections, the need for a hydraulic analysis of the system, and the need for additional storage. Mr. Powell stated that the Town will not be able to accommodate the proposed long plat without additional improvements to the water system. Mr. Powell also recommended contract negotiations with Advanced H2O. Town Attorney David Day stated that the Town has a legal obligation to serve the residential customers in the Town before serving commercial customers outside of town. Discussion ensued regarding management level contacts at Advanced H2O to begin discussions of developing a contract.
 

Bob Powell reported on change order #8 regarding the change in roofing materials for the head-works building. 

 

A motion to approve change order #8 was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Bob Powell also reported on change proposal request #26 regarding electrical changes which would result an increase of approximately $7,900.00. 

 

Mike Criner mad a motion to table this proposal until the next meeting in order to further consider these additional costs. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Mr. Powell also reported on change proposal request #27 regarding the hot tap for the force main which would result in an increase of approximately $4,200.00. A motion to approve this proposal was made by Mike Criner.  A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously.

New Business: HDR WWTP Contract Amendment: This issue was postponed until the September 10, 2007 meeting.  
 

Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Jack Mears reported on the progress of the new hanger at the airport. Jack also reported that the portable toilets would remain at the airport for the winter. Mike Criner reported that the Fly-In went really well this year. Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr stated that the Airport Layout Plan comments should be completed by September 15, 2007. Public Works Director Alan Wilkins asked the Council for their approval for Lot #0 at the Concrete Airport to connect to the existing 4” water line. The line is able to hydraulically accommodate the new connection.  

 

A motion to allow the connection to the existing 4” water line was made by Tamera Glaser. A second to the motion was made by Jason Miller. The motion carried unanimously with Jack Mears recusing himself from the vote. 

 

Parks: Jason Miller reported on existing park issues. The next parks meeting will be determined at a later date due to the upcoming budget workshops scheduled. Jason Miller announced that they will be having a work party to weed the west bank at the Garden Club on September 9th starting at 2:00 PM. Jason also reported that he will be following-up on the possible installation of horseshoe pits at the park. Judd will provide Jason with the measurements for the horseshoe pits. 

 

Department Reports: 
 

Planning Commission: Town Planner Lacy Lahr reported that the next Planning Commission meeting will be held on September 4, 2007.  She also reported that the Town has received an application for a 122-lot long plat from Landmark Building and Development. Although this application is not complete she reminded Council that they should refrain from any ex-parte communications regarding this project. She also reported that the Town has currently received one application for the two open positions on the Planning Commission. 

 

Administration/Finance Report: Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr reported that the state audit will be scheduled for mid October. Lacy also reported that the interim financing loan through CDBG needed to be increased in order to cover the third loan from USDA Rural Development for the Wastewater Treatment Plant project. This loan does not increase debt-service; it only provides interim financing until USDA funds are available at project completion. 
 

A motion to approve the amendment request for interim financing was made by Jack Mears. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported on the progress of the wastewater treatment plant. Alan reported that the schedule for plant startup testing
 is in November. He also reported that they are still trying to find leaks in some of the tanks. 

 

Mayors Report:   Mayor Judd Wilson reported that Town Planner Lacy Lahr would like to step down from the planning position. The Clerk Treasurer position has always been a full time position and that combining the position with the Town Planner position has resulted in a significant increase in workload; particularly due to the increase in land use and development in town. It was the consensus of the Council to look into hiring a Town Planner for one or two days a week. 
Mayor Wilson also read aloud a letter received from Earl Wheatley congratulating the Town on the Cascade Days Event.
