7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Safety:  Mayor Wilson reported on the meeting that he had with Sergeant Greg Adams and Undersheriff Wayne Dowhaniuk regarding the contract negotiations and issues with response time. Mayor Wilson also reported that the Town will be receiving incident reports every two (2) months. 

 

H.D.R. –Bob Powell: No Report

Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented outlay report #11 to the Council, which included costs incurred for the wastewater treatment plant, and requested approval for reimbursement by USDA Rural Development. 

 

Mike Criner made a motion to request reimbursement for costs incurred as described in outlay report #11. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously.

New Business: Glaser Access Permit: Clerk-Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented a proposed access permit for Marty and Tamera Glaser based on the previous permit for Roy Cornelius. Jack Mears stated that he would like it to read like the Fabrick's access permit. (The following in italics is verbatim from the meeting)
Jack Mears- “I’ll make a motion that we change the pending Glaser lease to read like the Fabrick’s lease except the permission is not assignable, take that out.”
Lacy Lahr-“The assignable language?”
Judd Wilson- “Permission is assignable.”
Lacy Lahr- “Or just remove it?”
David Day- “If you don’t have the language in there that it is not assignable, then it is assignable. Any contract or anything like this that is in nature of a contract that it’s assignable unless you prohibit it or provide language that, let’s say sets conditions.”
Jack Mears-“You see all our land leases up there you can assign.”
Lacy Lahr-“Right, with Council permission.”
Jack Mears- “Yeah, with Council permission.”
Lacy Lahr- “Do you want to put that in there with council permission or not?”
Jack Mears- “No, let’s just leave it off. Like he said if it’s not in there like this then you can assign it. If Fabrick’s decide to split the land up which is a very possible thing, let’s just do it that way.”
A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion carried with none opposed and Tamera Glaser recused from the vote. 

2007 Salary Ordinance Amendment: Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented the proposed amendment to the 2007 Salary Ordinance which would split the current position of Clerk-Treasurer/Planner into two separate positions. Discussion ensued regarding the position of groundskeeper. 

 

A motion to table this issue until the next meeting was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Jack Mears. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Skagit County Senior Service Agreement: Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented the proposed budget increase from Skagit County Senior Services for the 2008 Budget. 

 

A motion to approve the budget increase for the Senior Service Agreement was made by Marla Reed. A second to the motion was made by Mike Criner. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Puget Sound Energy Easement-WWTP: Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr presented the Council with a proposed easement from Puget Sound Energy at the wastewater treatment plant. 

 

A motion to grant the easement was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Jason Miller. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Jack Mears discussed the email from Eric Johnson at the Washington State Department of Transportation Aviation Division that was included in the Council packets. Jack discussed the possibility of grant funding being withheld if standards are not met at the Airport. Jack stated that Airport Layout Plan should be approved by WSDOT prior to the Town taking any action. Jack also discussed issues related the Glaser hanger project, including the primary surface regulations, the width of private roads and public streets, the road and water design,  and the motion that had been made that allowed Mr. Glaser the opportunity to post a performance bond for the waterline. 

 

 

Tamera Glaser recused herself from this portion of the meeting. 

 

Marty Glaser-8064 Ronald Avenue: Mr. Glaser began by discussing the three sets of plans that he has submitted for his water line. He noted that the engineer that he had used to begin with was probably not sufficient. He stated that he is now using Skagit Surveyors and Engineers for his waterline drawings. He discussed his dissatisfaction on the comments that he has received from the Town Engineer on the plans that were submitted. Mr. Glaser stated that he considers some of these comments to be road blocks to him moving forward with his project. The issues that he discussed included erosion control measures, the hiring of a certified erosion control inspector with daily and weekly reports, locations of catch basins, installation of silt fencing, providing trench drawings, providing a new easement for the relocation of the roadway, and the widening of the road to 28 feet. Mr. Glaser also reported on the bid estimate he had received for the water line construction. Mr. Glaser also discussed issues he had regarding the proposed access permit, including the revocation language that was in Roy Cornelius’ access permit. 

 

Jack Mears stated that the Council will be reviewing all the Airport Leases and Access Permits in 2010. 

 

Mr. Glaser stated that he will not be revising his drawing for another review if they are not accepted as they are. Mr. Glaser also apologized for digging at the end of the runway on the Town’s property without approval or necessary permits. 

 

Jack Mears discussed allowing the waterline to be installed as designed without further revisions to the plans and also allowing for the road to go in as designed. Jack stated that he is an advocate for developers. He also discussed the problems developers are having in town. He suggested that common sense and experience should be used for the reviewing of projects and short cuts taken if needed.  

 

Mike Criner stated that he would like to see the project continue. 

 

Jason Miller noted that the Town engineer has no motive to stop growth in town. He stated that there are layers of bureaucracy that has built up over the years that has to be gone through. Jason suggested that, for a project of any size, all stakeholders including local agencies, state agencies, neighbors, applicant and staff should meet for an entire day to discuss the project and any issues, which streamlines the process for projects. Jason also encouraged Mr. Glaser to work with the Town engineer on the requirements for the drawings. Jason stated he would like to encourage the use of the Smart Code for future development. 

 

Parks - Jason Miller: A weeding party will be held on Saturday, October 20th at 8:00 AM at the Garden Club Park.  Mike Criner suggested this project for high school student community service projects needed in order to graduate. 

   

Department Reports: 
 

Planning Commission: Town Planner Lacy Lahr reported that the Planning Commission is in the process of reviewing the Capital Facilities Plan. She encouraged the Council to complete upgrades to the Town’s infrastructure each year in order to encourage development. Lacy also discussed the application from Dani McGee, owner of the hair salon on Main Street, for the vacant Planning Commission seat.  

 

Jason Miller stated that he would like to meet with the applicant and ask a few questions. Discussion ensued regarding meeting attendance of members of the Planning Commission. Mike Criner noted that the Town had already opened the position up for applications. 

 

A motion to table the issue until next meeting was made by Mike Criner. A second to the motion was made by Marla Reed. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Administration/Finance Report: Clerk Treasurer Lacy Lahr reported that handouts from the State Auditor’s Office regarding a new fraud reporting hotline had been included in the Council packets. Lacy reminded the Council that the 2005-2006 audit is scheduled to begin October 22nd. She also reminded Council that the next Law Enforcement Citizen’s Advisory Committee meeting will be held on October 22nd at 5:30 PM. The Committee will be reviewing the draft law enforcement contract with Skagit County, and will be developing by-laws and a mission statement. 

 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported on the problems with UV lighting system for the wastewater treatment plant.  

 

Mayors Report:  Mayor Wilson reported that he had spoken with Ruth Richardson at the Courier Time regarding growth in the Town. Mayor Wilson stated that he supports growth in Town as long is it follows the codes that the Town has in place. Mayor Wilson also stated that the Landmark Plat is being processed and that he believes his staff and Council are doing a fine job.
