Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety:  Mayor Wilson reported that the Citizen’s Advisory Committee Meeting for tonight had been canceled and re-scheduled for November 26th at 5:30PM. Mayor Wilson stated that he would be attending that meeting. 
Lacy Lahr reported that Commissioner Dillon and Undersheriff Wayne Dowhaniuk may also be attending the meeting. 

WWTP Revenue Bonds - Nancy Neraas, K&L Preston, Gates, & Ellis- Nancy Neraas, Bond Counsel for the Town of Concrete presented the Project Resolution and the Bond Ordinance for the wastewater treatment plant project for approval by the Town Council. Nancy explained each document to the Council. She stated that the loan would be closing on November 21st, 2007 and these loan payments would be made by the Town in semi-annual payments. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2007-08. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Ordinance #602. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Public Hearings: 2008 Property Tax Hearing: Lacy Lahr explained the proposed resolution and ordinance on the 2008 property tax to the Council. 
The Mayor opened the public hearing at 7:44PM. With no comment from the public the Mayor closed the public hearing at 7:45PM.  

 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2007-09, authorizing the collection of property taxes for the year 2008. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #603, fixing the amount of advalorem taxes to be levied for the year 2008. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

2008 Budget Hearing: Lacy Lahr reviewed the 2008 draft budget with the Council. 

Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing at 7:48PM. With no comment from the public the Mayor closed the hearing at 7:49PM. 

With no changes proposed for the budget at this time it was the consensus of the Council to cancel the budget workshop that was scheduled for November 26th, 2007.

Old Business: 2007 Salary Ordinance Amendment: Lacy Lahr explained the need for the salary amendment to the Council to allow for training of the new Deputy Clerk and new Clerk-Treasurer. 
Jason Miller made a motion to approve Ordinance #604. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
 
New Business: Events Application-Christmas Parade: Mayor Wilson presented the Events Application to the Council. 
Mike Criner made a motion to accept the events application. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

2007 Budget Amendment: Lacy Lahr reviewed the proposed Budget Amendment for each fund with the Council. 

Jack Mears made a motion to approve Ordinance #605. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

2007 Fee Amendment Resolution: Lacy Lahr explained the need for the amendment to the 2007 fee resolution. The fees and description for the Airport Lounge Rental needed to be updated to reflect the 8-hour rental rate. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2007-10. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Lease Agreement- East Valley Community Care Team: 
Jason Miller made a motion to approve the agreement. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously with Mike Criner recused from the vote. 
 

Council Reports:  
 

Airport: Jack Mears stated that he had attended the Pre-Exit conference for the 2005/06 State Accountability Audit where he was told that due to a conflict of interest he could not be a tenant/leaseholder at the Airport, be on the Council and sit on the Airport Advisory Committee. He stated that at this time he will be stepping down from the Airport Advisory Committee. He also reported that the Auditor’s had suggested that he refrain from making motions or casting a vote on any Airport related issues. He also stated that he will still be an advocate for the Airport and let his opinion be heard. Discussion ensued within the Council as to whether or not the committee should be left as a one person committee or to add an additional member. It was decided to leave the Airport Advisory Committee as a one member committee. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported that the weeding party held on November 3rd went very well. They cleaned up around the trees on Main Street. He announced that in the spring they are hoping to do some upkeep in Bear Square. Jason is hoping to start the Parks meetings again in January. Jason Miller and Mayor Wilson discussed the measurements for the horseshoe pits.     

 
Department Reports: 
 

Planning Commission: Mayor Wilson announced that the Planning Commission meeting that was scheduled for November 6th had been cancelled. He also read aloud a letter received from Carol Pederson resigning her position on the Planning Commission. 

Discussion ensued regarding the application received by Dani McGee for the Planning Commission vacancy. 
With Council confirmation Mayor Wilson appointed Dani McGee to the vacant position on the Planning Commission. The Town will advertise for the newly vacant position created by the resignation of Carol Pederson. 

 

Administration/Finance Report: Lacy Lahr announced that the exit conference for the 2005-2006 accountability audit will be held on November 28th at 2:30PM.  Andrea Fichter reported that the September 2007 treasurer’s report was included in the council packets for review.  There were no questions from the Council.
 

Public Works: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins reported that the power has been installed at the wastewater treatment plant. He reported that Richard and he had both passed their certification test. Alan also would like permission to start looking for a new work truck for PW Assistant Richard Philips.

Mayor Wilson presented and explained change proposal request number 30, 35, 36 and 37 from HDR. 

Marla Reed made a motion to accept change proposal request number 30, 35, 36, and 37. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Lacy Lahr updated the Council on outlay report #12 for the October pay request. Lacy requested permission to request reimbursement and print the warrants when the reimbursement is received. Lacy received verbal approval from the Council for this item.  
 

Mayors Report:  Mayor Wilson reported that he and Alan had met with Advanced H2O on Monday November 12th. The Mayor stated that he thought the meeting had gone very well. He is hoping to schedule a meeting with Landmark Building & Development and Advanced H2O to discuss water availability issues.  
Announcements: Mayor Wilson introduced the new Deputy Clerk Paula Mann.
