Town Council Meeting
December 17th, 2007
 
 

6:00 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner and Marla Reed. 

Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Jason Miller. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Agenda Presentation: 
 

Skagit County Sheriff’s Department Contract: David Day updated the Council on the changes that were made to the contract since the last meeting. He discussed the section regarding AAA arbitration. He had spoken with Arn Denny Skagit County Deputy Prosecutor regarding these issues. David reported that they had pretty much agreed and David can now say that he supports section 18.0 with the revisions that were made. David also discussed proposed changes he had suggested to section 3.4 regarding setting a time limit on the Sheriff’s Department moving into the Library that were turned down by the County. 

Jack Mears suggested that County Commissioner Sharon Dillon might be able to help the Town in regards to supplying furniture to the Sheriff’s Department. Jack stated that the County might be able to surplus some furniture and turn it over to the Town. 



Wayne Dowhaniuk commented on concerns expressed by Marla Reed regarding section 3.4 that allows a year for the Sheriff’s Department to move into the Library. He stated that this an IS item and he could not begin to suggest how long it would take to get the Library ready to meet the needs of the Sheriff’s Department. 

The question as to why IS has not been up to the Library yet was brought up. Sharon Dillon stated that she would work on getting IS up here as soon as possible. 

Carol Fabrick updated the Council on the discussion that she had with the State Library. She stated that they advised surplussing the books and disposing of them that way. Carol asked if David could research the surplussing regulations on this issue. 
Joe Clonan a Town citizen commented on an incident that occurred where he was attacked by a pack of dogs. He stated that he called 911 and was told he would be contacted by animal control the next day. He also stated that he had requested Deputy Response. He stated that he was never contacted by a Deputy or by animal control. 
Mike Criner stated that he believes that things have gotten better since contracting with the Sheriff’s Department
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the contract with the Sheriff’s Department. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion passed with Tamera Glaser and Marla Reed opposed and Mayor Judd Wilson casting the deciding approving vote. 

Tamera Glaser expressed her reason for voting no was due to the amount of complaints that she has heard from residents and that she feels the Town is paying for services that other Towns receive at no cost. 

David Day brought attention to section 15.0 in the contract regarding contract administration. He suggested making sure that this portion of the contract is enacted so that matters that come up during the course of the contract may be discussed between the Town and the Sheriff’s Department at those times referred to in the contract.  . 
Marla Reed also wanted to express her reason for her opposing vote. She stated that she would like to echo a lot of what Tamera Glaser had stated. She also stated that she feels the Sheriff’s Department has a lot of excuses when it comes to complaints and concerns voiced by citizens. 

Jack Mears stated that he believes that it will make a big difference once the Sheriff’s are in the Library. Jack Mears stated that he believes that since contracting with the Sheriff’s Department that things have improved 200%. He also stated that these are professionals and are not straight out of the academy. 

Sharon Dillon commented on the fact that 911 is not just for emergencies anymore. This is the best way for the Sheriff’s to keep a log of calls received. She stated that she has told Lou at the County building in Concrete to pass this information along to her clients. Lou stated that she has passed this along to quite a few clients with a great response. 

Wayne Dowhaniuk commented that if the calls are made to 911 than he can get the call logs, he can then generate a report to the Town based on the calls logged in. He also stated once again that if there is a problem with either calling 911 or an actual deputy to not hesitate to send in a complaint form. He stated that these can be sent either by mail, calling in the complaint or send a letter by email. 
Doug Gates stated that he believes that their presence at Town Hall will help.
