
Town of Concrete
Town Council Meeting
January 14th, 2008
 
 

7:30 P.M. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call:  Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner and Marla Reed.
Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Jason Miller due to illness. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Deputy Clerk Paula Mann and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on the progress of the Sheriff’s move into the Library. Mayor Wilson also updated the Council on the latest public safety report that he had received from the Sheriff’s Office. He also reported on the retirement event he had attended for Deputy Johnnie Rose and the Certificate of Appreciation that he had presented to him for his years of service.
Marc Estvold-Skagit Regional Public Facilities District: Marc Estvold from the Skagit Regional Public Facilities District updated the Council on the improvements that they are proposing for McIntyre Hall. Although Concrete never actually signed the Interlocal agreement they wanted to keep Concrete up to date on the improvements that they are proposing and the selling of bonds that will take place to help fund the improvements. 
**The Concrete Chamber of Commerce entered the meeting at this time with music and beads to start off the Mardi Gras celebration that will be taking place the week of January 14th through January 20th, with a parade taking place on Saturday the 19th. 
H.D.R. - Bob Powell: No Report-Mayor Wilson reported that as this time HDR is back to work on the wastewater treatment plant. He updated the Council on the phone call that he had made to Omaha which he believed had helped in getting them back to work. He stated that he’s not sure how far and how fast the news had traveled but they are back to work at this time. He also reported on an agreement that David Day is drafting between the Town and HDR. Jack Mears questioned the issuance of the grant from Skagit County. Mayor Wilson stated that he had spoken with Gary Rowe from Skagit County and there were around 21 applicants for an estimated 2 million dollars available for funding. He stated that in the agreement that is being drafted it states that if the Town receives the grant from the County that it will be to solely pay HDR, but if we do not receive the grant then HDR does not receive the funds that would have come from that grant. 

David reported that the Mayor was about ready to fire HDR; he had the letter ready for Judd to sign at the meeting that took place last Friday. After that meeting took place then he started developing the draft agreement, he is currently working on the second draft to this agreement. He stated that the Town had received comments from the funding agencies that he is incorporating into the agreement. David also updated the Council on where the money would come from to compensate HDR. He stated that it depended on 3 things, one being the grant from the County, two being any contingency that is left at the end of project construction and 3 being reallocating some of the unexpended soft costs that were originally budgeted. 
Mayor Wilson stated that he did not believe that Omaha knew what had happened locally with HDR walking off the job. After sending the letter that was received from Bob Powell and the response letter from David Day to the head office in Omaha the Town had a meeting scheduled with HDR 3 days later. 

Jack Mears stated “that this project was supposed to be a packaged deal this is not a package deal”. The Mayor reported on the cause for a lot of the change orders. Marla Reed asked if the Town has any recourse on the change orders that have already been processed that the Town ultimately ended up paying for. The Mayor reported that Greg Pierson from HDR had stated that he was going to review the change orders and also review who should have paid for them. He also reported that the generator at the wastewater treatment plant had been brought up on line, filled up and had been started.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: Library Update-Carol Fabrick- Carol Fabrick updated the Council on the inspection of the books done by Michael’s Bookstore that had taken place and it was determined that the books are worth less than $1000.00. She stated that the volunteers for the Concrete Library would like to see the books offered and kept local. She would like to know how the Council would like to proceed. 

David stated that since the books are valued at less than $1000.00 then all that needs to be done is to surplus them by resolution and keep a detailed record of the items donated, sold or destroyed. 

Robin Wood requested that the Concrete Heritage Museum be given the Concrete Heralds. She also stated that there are some old maps and books that she believes should be kept here at Town Hall and that Dan Royal would probably be interested in having access to some of the high school annuals. 

The Mayor thanked Evalyn Goeringer, Doris Mears, Carol Fabrick and Robin Wood for there service and hard work. 
 
New Business: Bald Eagle Festival Events Application: Ember LaBounty handed out pamphlets for this year Bald Eagle Festival and then asked if the Council had any questions for her regarding the events application. 
Public Works Director Alan Wilkins asked if they would be blocking off any streets or needing any candle sticks. She stated that the Lions Club will be in charge of parking this year but they would not be blocking off any streets and would probably need to use the candlesticks for parking at the airport. 
Jack Mears made a motion to approve the events application. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Appoint Contract Administrator for Sheriff’s Contract: Andrea Fichter updated the Council on the portion of the Sheriff’s contract that calls for a contract administrator from the Town and the Sheriff’s Department. It was the consensus of the Council to use the Citizens Advisory Committee for this. 

Appoint Additional Airport Committee Member: Andrea updated the Council on the section on the municipal code that states that the airport committee shall be a two person committee. Discussion ensued regarding the airport committee. Jack Mears suggested changing the ordinance to allow for a one member committee. 

Mike Criner made a motion to change the ordinance pertaining to the airport committee. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.  
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike Criner updated the Council on the current status of the binding site plan for the airport. He reported that the surveyors had been up to the airport and were doing the elevations on the new lots. Jack Mears stated that the one thing that they did not do was lay out the pilots lounge, they laid out lots 0, A, B and C and laid out the 4 corners for the new lots. He also stated that the current leases state that construction of a building will begin within 5 years of lease issuance. He believes that some of the leaseholders should be getting close to this mark. He also reported that the meeting between the tribe and some of the leaseholders had been postponed again. 
Parks: Jason Miller: No report-Tamera Glaser requested that she would like to keep any books on gardening and flowers from the library for the Garden Club. 
Department Reports: 

 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar:  No report - Mayor Wilson reported that Rick Cisar had officially retired and will be in the office more often. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter reported that the November treasurer’s report was included in the Council packets. She also explained the open period requirement and that there were two sets of vouchers on the agenda for approval. She also requested approval to request reimbursement for the December pay request for the wastewater treatment plant. It was the consensus of the Council to request reimbursement when all paper work comes in and to pay when the reimbursement is received. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins reported that they are hoping for start up testing for the wastewater treatment plant to begin the first week in February. He stated that Enviroquip will send someone out to test their equipment, then a 20 page checklist needs to be completed and then Enviroquip will come back out for the dirty water startup and clean water startup. Discussion ensued regarding the dedication of the building. It was the consensus of staff and Council to dedicate the building to Jack Hoover.
 Alan also requested that he and Rich Philips be allowed to carry over their vacation hours into 2008. It was the consensus of the Council to allow for the vacation carry over.  
He also stated that they will need two laptops, one for himself and one for Rich Philips. Jack Mears asked about the search for a truck for Richard. Alan stated that he had saw one for around $13,000.00 but Richard wanted to keep looking. Alan also reported that they had finally got some cold patch so they can begin to fix the pot holes in Town. They had a hard time finding someone to deliver the cold patch.  
Mayors Report:  Mayor Wilson stated that he owed George Theodoratus an apology for not returning his phone calls. He stated that he had being trying to get a hold of Mac Kaufman from the Department of Ecology and that he had been unable to reach Mac. He also stated that he has been very busy with the issues at the wastewater treatment plant.
