Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Public Hearings: None
Public Participation: Jerry Robinson: Jerry Robinson discussed his short plat and variance applications. Town Planner Rick Cisar updated the Council on the 2 variances that were required and submitted by Jerry Robinson and that the notice of application had been submitted for publication. He also stated that this item will be coming back to the Council in the form of a public hearing in the next 30 to 60 days. A question was raised regarding who would be responsible for the postage and mailings costs in regards to the public notices. Rick stated that is a responsibility born by the applicant. 
Richard Russo: Richard Russo expressed concern on a civil matter that he is currently involved in with his neighbor. He informed the Council that his neighbor wants to put a driveway in that would be partially on his property. He asked the Council to cease or deny any permits from his neighbor until the lawsuit between himself and his neighbor has been resolved. David Day suggested that he speak with his own attorney regarding any injunctions. Rick Cisar stated that he will look into it further and contact David with any information or questions. It was stated that there is a critical slope that is prone to slides that is near the properties in question. It was also stated that the Sheriff’s Department has been contacted on this situation. 
Dennis Skyles: Dennis Skyles stated that he moved to Concrete in the year 2000 and purchased a couple homes. He stated that the one home is inhabitable and does not believe that he should continue to be charged for sewer on a home that is not livable. Discussion ensued regarding removing the mobile home and disconnecting it from sewer before the charges can be stopped. Jack Mears stated that he does not believe that Dennis should have to continue to pay these charges. David Day stated that as long as a sewer connection is in place even without a residence or building that they can still be charged for sewer service. Dennis also stated that he owns property at 7579 Dillard that he purchased through a tax auction. He believes that the charges that existed prior to him purchasing the property should be removed. David said he would look into that and get something to Andrea in the next 7 to 10 days regarding this issue. 
 

Old Business: Solid Waste Interlocal Agreement: Jack Mears stated that he will be attending the SWAC meeting on Wednesday. He also stated that he feels that the Town should not approve this Interlocal agreement. David Day stated that he believes this agreement reads more as a contract with a vendor than as an Interlocal agreement. He also stated that he did not realize that they already had an advisory committee established. 
Mike Criner made a motion to not approve the Interlocal agreement. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
 
New Business: Jason Miller requested that we form a committee to complete the work on the Town Signage project. He suggested that the committee consists of one member from each of the following, The Chamber of Commerce, The Planning Commission and a Council Member. Judd stated that he has been trying to get a letter drafted to send to Cierra Pacific and also needs one for Advanced H2O. He requested Jason’s help with these letters. Marla Reed and Mike Criner both agreed with forming the committee. 
Marla also stated that Andrea needs a new computer. Alan Wilkins stated that his computer was older than Andrea’s was. It was suggested to have some routine maintenance done on the computers before ordering new ones.

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike Criner stated that the ALP is complete and everything is going great at the Airport. Judd stated that he has signed the ALP plans and sent them to WSDOT Aviation for their approval signature. Alan requested that people do not drive through the snow on the Airport runway. . Jack Mears thanked public works for the great job on the snow plowing that was done at the Airport and all through Town

 Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick stated that the planning commission minutes were included in their packets for review. He also wanted to make the Council aware of the updated meeting dates and member list.
