Town Council Meeting
March 10, 2008
 
 

7:30 p.m. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call: Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.
 

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Deputy Clerk Paula Mann and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported that he had not contacted Sergeant Greg Adams yet regarding the restraining order or no-contact order regarding the incident at the Skate Park. He stated that he will contact him soon. 
Discussion ensued regarding the no-trespass order that has been drafted regarding the incident at the Skate Park. Marla stated that she believes there is too much gray area in the written order and that it needs to be more black and white. It was also stated that an actual date of the revocation needs to be stated in the letter. It was the consensus of the Council to have the revocation for 6 months beginning from the date of the order. Tamera stated that she feels that the parents of the kids that were threatened with the knife need to be addressed also. She would like the parents to speak to their kids regarding harassing words that were stated before the other kids in question drew their weapon. Jack stated that he believed that the bottom line was that a weapon was pulled and nothing else mattered. The signs that have been purchased for placement at the park were displayed for the Council. Discussion ensued regarding the wording on the signs. The signs will be redone to meet the Council’s suggestions.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda with 3 corrections. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Public Hearings: None
Public Participation: Doug Gates, Concrete Chamber of Commerce: Doug Gates with the Concrete Chamber of Commerce wanted to promote the St. Patrick’s Day dinner and entertainment being provided by the Chamber. He stated that the tickets are $20.00 and include dinner and entrance into the Concrete Theatre. He also stated that there are 5 different establishments participating in the dinner part of the ticket. 

Mike Criner questioned when the street signs would be coming down from the Mardi Gras event that was held in January. 
Old Business: Code Enforcement Officer: Discussion ensued regarding the hours worked by Rich Philips as the Code Enforcement Officer. Andrea reported that a contract for this position will be on the agenda for the next Council meeting. She also updated the Council on the possibility of changing the Code Enforcement Officer position from a contract position to a salaried position for the 2009 budget year. 
Jack Mears made a motion to raise the wage for the Code Enforcement Officer to $400.00 a month beginning in March 2008. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
 
New Business: JTS Agreement Amendment: David updated the Council on the proposed amendment for the agreement the Town has with JTS Management Services. He updated the Council on the scope of work to be completed by JTS under the amendment. He also reported on the process JTS will go through with regard to reviewing HDR’s budget for the WWTP, such as timesheets and change orders. 
Marla questioned what the Town will get out of this and will there be any recourse for the Town with the information that will be received. Judd stated that the information will be acted on. 

Discussion ensued regarding the WWTP and all the issues that have come to light during the course of the project. 

Mayor Wilson updated the Council on some current CPRs that had just been received. The Mayor and Alan explained each CPR and discussed the price associated with each one. Alan also discussed an option for the boiler. He explained that it’s possible the Town could take it out of the contract and then go out to bid and the Town could buy it. Discussion also ensued on securing more funds from the Department of Ecology. 

Jason Miller made a motion to deny payment on all the CPRs with the exception of #26. 

Discussion ensued regarding CPR #26. 

Jason Miller amended his original motion to deny all the CPRs. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears abstaining from the vote. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike Criner reported that Jack had faxed information to a company regarding the seal coat and the striping that is needed at the Airport. Mike also reported that a meeting regarding the Fly-in had been held and the Fly-in will be held the last weekend in July 2008, the same weekend as the Arts Festival. Discussion ensued regarding the Fly-in and events that could be planned to encourage people to stay overnight. Some ideas that were brought up were doing some kind of dinner on Saturday night, a hangar dance, or possibly having a Sunday breakfast that people coming to the Fly-in could attend. He also stated that another meeting will be held on May 3. Jack reported that they will have a weeding party prior to the Fly-in. Mike also reported that there will be a memorial service for Walter Keilt and Dave Brommell. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported on the need to have the area where the horseshoe pits will go at the Garden Club Park leveled and possibly putting in a small retaining wall. He stated that the next Parks Committee meeting will be held March 24 at 6:30 p.m. 

Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the committee members for the Town Sign Committee are Bob Dileo, Jason Miller, Valerie Stafford, Doug Gates and Philip Moran. Jason will hold a meeting at his house on Thurs. March 13, at 6:30 p.m. Mayor Wilson reported that the trees for the sign will be cut on Thurs., March 13, and then stored at the Town Park, near the eventual site of the sign.
Department Reports: 

 Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported that the comment period for the mini-storage sign variance ended last Friday. He also reported that the current request is for a sign height of 32 feet. The recommendation from staff and the Planning Commission is to reduce the height of the sign to 24 feet, which is the height of the building. The planning commission also had suggested adding landscaping around the proposed sign. Rick also stated that no public comments were received from the mailings that had gone out to property owners within 300 feet and to the highway department. He stated that he will prepare a staff report and issue the decision. He also updated the Council on the public hearing that will be coming before them at the March 24 meeting for a variance applied for by Jerry Robinson. He also reported on the binding site plan work at the Airport and preparation work that is being done for the update to the Critical Areas Ordinance. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea reminded Council of the Town’s upcoming Centennial. She also updated them on current issues with the Street fund. Andrea also requested permission to pay the January pay request for the WWTP when the reimbursement is received. It was the consensus of the Council to pay the January pay request when the reimbursement is received. 
Public Works: Alan updated the Council on some proposed water line projects that will be engineered by the new town engineer. Discussion ensued regarding communication issues with regard to the letter received from Dave Faddis. Alan also reported that he will take some vacation days this week. 
Mayors Report: Mayor Wilson reported on a meeting he had with the planner from Landmark concerning water availability. He also reported that he was informed that the Town is going to receive the $100, 000.00 grant from the County for the WWTP. He also reported that the RFP for the new town engineer had closed and that he had chosen Reichhardt & Ebe. He also reported that he will meet with former Concrete Mayor Jack Billman to discuss the Lonestar Building. The Mayor also requested permission from the Council to hire a tree cutter/trimmer to take care of some danger trees in the Town. It was the consensus of the Council that this was a needed service. He also reported on a letter received regarding concerns about the old Grade School building. The Mayor will try to contact the owner.
