Town Council Meeting
April 14, 2008
 
7:30 p.m. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call: Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

 

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Clerk-Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Deputy Clerk Paula Mann and Public Works Director Alan Wilkins.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on the 2007 annual report received from the Skagit County Sheriff’s. He stated that he has not gone over the entire report, but that so far it looks good. The Mayor also reported on 3 break-ins at local businesses last week. He also updated the Council on the minor construction that is taking place in the Library. He stated that he hopes to have the Sheriff’s in the building within the next 4 to 6 weeks. Mike stated that he has seen the Sheriff’s at various places in Town. Tamera reported on an incident where she had called the Sheriff’s to report trespassers on her property. She stated that she had told the 911 operator that it was not an emergency but requested a callback. She reported that the Sheriff had returned her call in about an hour and a half. 
Proclamation - Red Hat Society: Mayor Wilson read aloud the proclamation declaring April 2008 as Red Hat Month. 

East County Literacy Classes - Rachel Mehl: Rachel updated the Council on the literacy program that is being offered at the Resource Center on Monday and Fridays mornings from 9 a.m. to 12 p.m. She reported that they have 6 students and 3 tutors working together at this time. She also stated that they are still in need of a book shelf. She also advised the Council that if anyone has any questions they can contact Lou at the Resource Center. 
Boy Scout Troop 74 Request - Brian Hockett: Mayor updated the Council on the request being made by Brian Hockett for his Eagle Scout Project with the Boy Scouts. Brian stated that he would like to build a gazebo for the Town at the Garden Club Park if the Town would be able to supply or purchase the material. He handed out information on a gazebo kit from Costco that would cost approximately $2000. Discussion ensued within the Council regarding other Eagle Scout projects that have been completed in Town. It was stated that the Town has not supplied materials or been responsible for any of the cost associated with other Eagle Scout projects. It was the consensus of the Council to table this issue until the next meeting so that Brian may try and raise funds on his own or try to get Costco to lower their price on the kit.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: JTS Agreement Amendment: Ed Clackston, project manager with JTS updated the Council on the amendment to the scope of work in the current agreement the Town has with JTS.  He stated that this would be a no cost change. It is only a change in the scope of work and not in the budget. He explained that they will gather information on change orders that were executed through out the project; they will then give the Town all the information and some options on what the Town should do next in regards to these change order issues for the construction of the WWTP. David stated that this would be a forensic audit into the change orders. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the amendment. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Ordinance 612: David updated the Council on the language that was not included in Ordinance 611 that was approved at the last Council meeting. 
Jack Mears made a motion to approve Ordinance 612. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Lease Agreement - Upper Skagit Gardner’s: Andrea updated the Council on the lease agreement between the Town and the Upper Skagit Gardner’s for use of a Town owned building.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the agreement. Jason Miller and Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 Skagit County Interlocal Cooperative Agreement - Public Facilities Grant: Mayor Wilson updated the Council on a conversation that he had had with Gary Rowe regarding this grant. He also reported on other jurisdictions that had received grants. Discussion ensued regarding what these grant funds could be used for. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the agreement. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution 2008-04 - Approving Robinson Variance: Rick updated the Council on the resolution approving the variance requests made by Jerry Robinson with the conditions that were set at the public hearing. Tamera questioned the turn around width and Jack had questions regarding the retaining wall. 

Jack Mears made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-04. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

New Business: Interlocal Agreement - Mutual Aid For Fire & Emergency Services: Mayor Wilson and David updated the Council on the agreement. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the agreement. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution 2008-03 - WSDOT Street Vacation: Rick updated the Council on the street vacation request made by the WSDOT. He stated that this resolution will set the time and place of the public hearing. Rick also updated the Council on what the next steps would be. David also had some comments on the proposed street vacation. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution 2008-03. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

H.D.R. Task Order 2.1: Mayor Wilson and Andrea updated the Council on the need for this task order in regards to the development of the Town’s engineering standards. 

Jack Mears made a motion to accept task order 2.1. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with Mike Criner abstained. 

Town Center Sign: Mayor Wilson updated the Council on the bid that was received for the Town Center Sign project and the current issues surrounding the bidder and this project. Discussion ensued regarding what the next steps should be. 

Marla Reed made a motion to table the issue until the May 12th, 2008 meeting. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: No Report- Jack Mears stated that he had delivered the grant applications for the striping and numbering at the Airport to WSDOT Aviation. He also updated the Council with the price estimates he had received for the project. He stated that there is only one company that really does this kind of work. He also reported that the Airport would have to be closed at least 3 days during the course of the work. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the weeding party date has been changed to April 19th; from 8Am to 12PM. Tamera had a question regarding the removal of the merry-go-round from Silo Park. Alan stated that there had been liability issues with the merry-go-round and it had been suggested by the Town’s insurance company to remove it. He also stated that he believed that this had been discussed in a Council meeting before. Tamera stated that she believed this was a decision that should have been brought to Council and would like to see the minutes from the meeting that this was discussed in. 
Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Discussion ensued regarding moving the logs and getting them off the ground before they begin to rot.  

Department Reports: 

 Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick updated the Council on the progress of the binding site plan for the Airport. He also updated the Council on the work the Planning Commission is doing in regards to the Critical Areas Ordinance update 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea reported that the March treasurers report was included in the Council packets. She also reported on a conversation that she and Rick had with Kim Klepple who works in the IT department for the cities of Burlington and Mount Vernon regarding the maintenance of Town computers. She requested approval from Council to have him take a look at the Town computers. It was the consensus of the Council to pay for him to check out the computers. Andrea also reported to Council that Deputy Clerk Paula Mann is going to have to have major surgery on April 18th and will not be able to work for about 4 to 6 weeks. She stated that Paula does not have enough sick time or vacation time coming yet to pay for this time off. Andrea updated the Council on the shared leave program that the Town has in place and informed them that Rich and Alan had already agreed to give her some of their vacation, sick leave or executive leave. It was the consensus of the Council to allow for this sharing of hours. 

Public Works: Alan updated the Council on various leaks and other issues taking place at the WWTP. He described what needs to take place and where they are in the process. He also updated the Council on other outstanding issues and items at the WWTP. Discussion ensued regarding all the issues at the WWTP. He also reported that they will be upgrading the security system at the shop. 
Mayors Report: Mayor Wilson and Alan updated the Council on the March pay request for the WWTP. He requested approval from Council to pay this when the reimbursement comes in. 
Mike Criner made a motion to allow for the payment. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with Tamera Glaser abstained. 

Mayor Wilson updated the Council on the different meetings that he had last month with Landmark, Advanced H2O, Boss and HDR. He reported that Landmark is putting their project on hold due to the drop in the real estate market. The Mayor also reported on a meeting that he had with Advanced H2O. He stated that Advanced would like to have a contract with the Town for the water that they receive from the Town. He also stated that the contract would have language regarding rate increases and Advanced H2O’s willingness to help with upgrades to our water system. The Mayor also reported on the meeting that was held between the Town, Boss Construction and HDR regarding issues at the WWTP. He stated that Boss commented that they will be drafting a change order for their extended overhead. He stated that Boss is proposing that they are about 115 days over the original date of completion and the change order will show a charge of around $1300 a day for those 115 days bringing the total of that one change order to about $160,000. David also reported that he had spoken with John Buckley form HDR regarding this matter. Ed (JTS) suggested that the Town not wait on these issues and get started right away on these issues. He stated that unfortunately it doesn’t seem that the Town has been protected by H.D.R. who as the Town’s engineer was hired to protect the Town. The Mayor also updated the Council on the forest practice permit that is being applied for to log 10 acres to remove trees from the flight path of the Concrete Airport. He stated that he will also be contacting the land owner on the west end of the Airport and hopefully get those trees cut or topped also. He also updated the Council on the removal of certain danger trees around Town.
