Town Council Meeting
April 28, 2008
 
7:30 p.m. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on the fire at the old grade school that took place on Sunday. He stated that at one time there were 7 fire departments, 11 engines and 57 firefighters on the scene. He also stated that the investigation is under way as to the cause of the fire. Many different agencies were on the scene during and after the fire, including the Concrete Fire Department, the ATF, and the Skagit County Fire Marshall. The Mayor also reported that he will have a meeting with the sheriffs tomorrow to discuss the construction in the old library.  
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim introduced himself to the Council and updated them on the projects on which they are currently working and also on items that they will work on in the future as the Town engineer. 
Boy Scout Troop 74 Request - Brian Hockett: Brian updated the Council on the lowered price of the gazebo that he hopes to build for his Eagle Scout project. He also informed the Council that he had requested a donation from Costco and now has to go through the donation request process which could take around 60 days. The Mayor stated that the Town does not usually provide the funds for Eagle Scout projects. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the building of the gazebo. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: None
Public Participation - Concrete Heritage Museum - Cheri Cook--Blodgett: Cheri updated the Council on the improvements that the museum wants to do and the grant that they received. She also described their current budget. She requested that the Town waive the sewer and water system development fees. Jack stated that this is a non-profit organization. Marla asked David if there was any reason why the Town could not do this. David stated that he would like to research it further. 
Mike Criner made a motion to allow for the sewer and water connection fees to be waived contingent on David’s findings. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Jack Shields - Street Dedication Request: Jack stated that he would like to dedicate Shields Court to the Town. Rick updated the Council on the request from Jack. Rick referred Council to the prepared staff report and the recommended conditions made by him and public works that would have to be met before the dedication would become official. 

Jack Mears made a motion to accept the street dedication contingent on it meeting the conditions listed in the staff report. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Rick will have an ordinance ready for adoption at the next Council meeting. 

Dale Woodruff - Limestone/Seidel Place: Dale started off by thanking all the firefighters that were involved with the structure fire on Sunday. 

Dale updated the Council on the meeting that he’d had with Marty and Tamera Glaser concerning property issues and the development of the road near their properties. He stated that he would like to have the road as a 20-ft. wide road instead of a 24-ft. wide road if it was okay with Public Works and with Marty Glaser. Discussion ensued within the Council, staff and landowners regarding the road width, easement sizes and other issues regarding this property. It was the consensus of the Council, to have the new town engineer meet with staff, to look into this issue further. 
Old Business: Mike Criner commented on the school zone speed limit sign. He would like to see about using just the speed limit portion of the sign and not use the flashing lights during non-school hours
New Business: None
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike updated the Council on the approval from WSDOT Aviation for the grants that the Town had applied for. Jack stated that he will contact the company that will be doing the work and get a schedule figured out. He also stated that WSDOT Aviation needs a resolution stating that the Town has the matching funds for this grant. 
Mike Criner made a motion for Andrea to draft a resolution stating that the Town has the 5 percent matching funds. Marla Reed and Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears abstaining from the vote. 
Jack also updated the Council on a letter received from Carl Ryder regarding issues he has at the Airport. Jack also stated that when the new lots are leased, the lease amounts for the new lots and the existing lot (as they come due) should be increased from what the current leases are now. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason stated that the Parks Committee had met this evening and discussed applying for a grant to construct the horseshoe pits and they also discussed getting a fruit tree for the Garden Club Park. He also stated that they will be working on the landscaping at Bear Square hopefully in mid to late May. Jason also reported on a letter received from a local resident offering to help with some of the landscaping projects in Town. Jason said he would contact her and make her aware of the Parks Committee and the garden club. He also reported that the wildflower weeding party had gone well. 
Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Jason stated that he has been trying to contact the Williams family with-out any success. He reported that he will keep trying and hopefully have some information before the next Council meeting. 
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick updated the Council on the final working draft that the Planning Commission will work on for the update to the critical areas ordinance and the next steps in the process for adopting this ordinance. He also updated the Council on the binding site plan public hearing scheduled for May 12, and also informed Council that the WSDOT had withdrawn their application for the street vacation, which was also scheduled for public hearing on May 12. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea reported that a representative was needed for the Cultural Resource group meetings for FERC. She stated that Jack Billman used to attend these meetings and since Jack has left no one from the Town has been attending. The Council requested further information before appointing someone to this group. 
Public Works: Alan updated the Council on the current progress at the WWTP. He also reported on the lighting and repair work that they will be doing in Bear Square. He also reported on the water usage during the fire at the old grade school. 
Discussion ensued within staff and Council regarding the next steps for clean up after this fire. Safety and hazardous materials issues were also discussed. 

Alan updated the Council on a resident that was charged with theft of services for connecting a water hose to his neighbor’s house to get water when his own water had been shut off for nonpayment. 

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported on a meeting that was held with a possible developer in Town. He stated that they are hoping to build around 20 to 25 homes. He also stated that he had ordered around 500 ft. of fence to be placed around the old grade school. The Mayor thanked all the firefighters and fire departments who contributed during the fire.
