Town Council Meeting
May 12, 2008
 
7:30 p.m. The meeting was called to order by Mayor Judd Wilson. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call: Council members Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner and Marla Reed.

 

Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Jason Miller. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Staff Present: Town Attorney- David Day, Public Works- Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk-Treasurer- Andrea Fichter, Town Planner- Rick Cisar and Town Engineer -Jim Hobbs.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on the three juveniles that were involved in the fire at the old grade school. He stated that they had confessed to starting the fire. Discussion ensued within the Council, staff and public regarding the charges, the restitution amounts and the responsibilities of the Town and of the property owner. The Mayor also reported on the continuing construction in the old library.   
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim updated the Council on the school pedestrian sidewalk. He stated that information had been submitted to the structural and environmental engineers for their review. He also updated the Council on the Main Street Sidewalk project. Jim also reported that the review of the Glaser project had not began yet, he is waiting for the approval of Task Order A.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda with the correction. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: Concrete Airport Binding Site Plan Amendment: Rick updated the Council on the proposed binding site plan amendment. He referred to the staff report. He stated that he had not received any comments on the environmental review, but he had received two letters from the public comment portion and those are included in their packets. Rick updated the Council on concerns expressed in the two letters and the changes made based on those concerns. Rick reviewed the staff recommendations. He commented on the actions that should be taken, following the public hearing. Tamera questioned issues regarding lot 601A. Jack commented on this lot and on the letters received from Carl Ryder, leaseholder of lot #1. Mike stated that he did not believe these issues would affect the leaseholder of lot #1. Discussion ensued regarding the empty lots that do not have hangars built on them. 
Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing at 7:47 p.m.
Dale Woodruff - Limestone Street: Dale stated that he believes that the Town is financially strapped and does not understand why the Town is spending money to develop new lots at the airport. He believes that this also takes away from other companies and entities. He also stated that he believes that if this approved, the Town will want to open up Ronald Avenue to the public and if this happens, he believes he should have some say as an adjacent property owner. He also stated that he believes that this money could have been used for fixing streets or for the construction of the wastewater treatment plant. 

Darrel Reed - Ronald Avenue: Darrel stated that he believes the Town has compromised the rates on leases at the airport. He believes that the rates are excessively low. Darrel reported on some other small airports with much higher rates. He also had questions regarding the building of hangars and the enforcement thereof.
Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:55 p.m.
Jack referred to the question made by Dale Woodruff as to the elimination of lot #48. Jack stated that he believes that there is not a through-the-fence agreement for that end of the airport. He also commented on the lease amounts at the other airports and the services provided by these airports. Jack stated that he believes the Town is asking for a fair price on the leases. He also reported that he would like to see the new lease amounts twenty percent higher than the current lease amounts and then in 2010 when lease amounts are re-negotiated he would like to see those also raised. He also reported that the rule of building a hangar within five years, has not been strictly enforced since 1993, but recently those encroaching on the five-year mark had been notified of this issue by letter. 
Rick updated the Council on the regulations being met and referred to the notes section of the binding site plan. 

Mike Criner made a motion to accept the Airport Binding Site Plan. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried with Tamera Glaser, Marla Reed opposed, and the Mayor making the final approving vote. 
Public Participation - None
Old Business: Ordinance #613 - Shields Court Street Dedication: Rick updated the Council on the ordinance approving the street dedication. He stated that the stipulations discussed at the last meeting, have been incorporated into the ordinance. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #613. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Cheri Cook-Blodgett - Concrete Heritage Museum Connection Fees: Cheri stated that she had spoke with Alan with regard to the water connection and this would just be a reconnect and the sewer would be a new connection. David updated the Council on the information he found on the law regarding low-income and non-profits. He stated that the Town would have to change their ordinances on this issue. He will begin drafting an ordinance for their consideration. Discussion ensued regarding how to word the ordinance to deal with low-income versus non-profit. David will work on this and have something to present at the second Council meeting in June. 
New Business: Ordinance #614 - Approving the Airport Binding Site Plan Amendment: Rick updated the Council Ordinance #614.  
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #614. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried with Tamera Glaser and Marla Reed opposed, and the Mayor making the final approving vote. 

Transfer Lot #6 - Concrete Airport: Andrea updated the Council on the transferring of lot #6 from David Bromels and Nancy Rimmer to Harold Hanson who bought the hangar on lot #6 from David Bromels and Nancy Rimmer. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the transfer. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution #2008-06 - Cancel Outstanding Warrants: Andrea updated the Council on the RCW that states all warrants a year or more outstanding shall be cancelled by resolution. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2008-06. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution #2008-07 - Airport Matching Funds: Andrea updated the Council on Resolution #2008-07 approving the matching funds for the WSDOT Aviation Grant. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2008-07. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Task Order A - Reichhardt & Ebe - Glaser Review:  Tamera asked if this could be put on hold, since these charges are to be repaid by the Glaser’s and at this point they are not willing to spend any more money on this project.

Mike Criner made a motion to table Task Order A until the second meeting in June. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike reported on the functions of the camera equipment that the Town is receiving for the airport. Mike also commented on a couple requests made by leaseholders at the airport regarding hanging signs on their hangars. He also reported that Ted Hendrickson will be hosting an RC fly-in, either the weekend before or the weekend after the Old-Fashioned Fly-in. Jack updated the Council on the need for an actual address at the pilot’s lounge. He reported that the new camera equipment would require DSL to operate. He will be checking on this, the installation, and the monthly cost associated with it. 
Parks: Jason Miller: No report.
Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Mayor Wilson reported that Jason had finally reached Mrs. Williams and she had stated that her husband had moved to finish the kids’ schooling and she did not expect him back anytime soon. She also stated that he would be unable to do the Town Center sign project for those reasons. Discussion ensued regarding re-advertising and making sure that we can still use the grant monies on this project. Andrea will look at the contract with the Port and re-advertise for this project. 
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick updated the Council on the process for the Critical Areas Ordinance update. He also updated the Council on the maps that the Town will be purchasing from the County. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea reported that the April treasurer’s report was included in their packets. She also updated them on the information that she had received regarding the Cultural Resource Group. Marla stated that she might be interested. Andrea will set up a meeting between Marla and Elizabeth. Andrea also updated the Council on some issues related to Larry Tusten’s utility account.
Public Works: Alan updated the Council on the backwards progress of the wastewater treatment plant. He reported on some of the various issues on the project. He also updated the Council on quotes received for the filter press and the upgrade of the lift stations. He stated that the Town might have a meeting with Boss, HDR and JTS on Wednesday to discuss outstanding issues.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported on a meeting that he’d had with Jack Clifton. Jack had stated that he would like to rebuild the old grade school. He had stated that he is going to have someone come up, look at it, and see if it is re-build able.
David stated that if the building is demolished, it should be done with extreme care. It should be inspected for contaminants prior to demolition or clean up. Discussion ensued regarding the next steps in the process.
