Public Safety: No Report  
Mary Janda - Middle School Lorenzen Creek Presentation:  Mary passed around an article involving her class and the Skagit Fisheries Enhancement Group. The article discussed the clean--up and planting work that the kids have been conducting at Lorenzen Creek. Mary stated that Concrete was the first school to participate in this program and since that time more schools have adopted their own creeks. Malia Thompson and Linnaea Groh, students at Concrete Middle School each gave a media presentation on their individual projects. Mary Janda invited the Council and the audience to an open house celebration of learning this Friday from 1:00 to 2:30 pm at Lorenzen Creek. 
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim updated the Council on the Superior and Main Street sidewalk projects. He stated that he is currently working with Barb Hawkings to address some of her concerns on the Superior sidewalk project. He also reported that he is working with Alan on estimates for different water line projects in Town.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Participation - None
Old Business: None
New Business: Silo Painting Presentation - Vallaree O’Leary: Vallaree presented her idea for the painting of the Silos. She stated that she would like to do a feasibility study on the cost of the cleaning and painting of the Silos. She would like to repaint the “Welcome to Concrete” and possibly use some of the space to advertise the local businesses. She stated that she would like to do this as a non-profit and raise donations to help proceed with the project. She also reported that the high - school kids who have to do community service to graduate could possibly help by donating their time. She stated that she would like to use the school colors and clean up the base of the silos around the rocks. Discussion ensued within the Council and audience regarding advertising, fundraising and the actual painting. It was the consensus of the Council to allow Vallaree to proceed with a feasibility study and present her findings to the Council.
Lease Rates - New Lots at the Concrete Airport:  Jack suggested that the new rates be set at twenty percent higher than the current lease rates for the 50x50 lots. Jack commented on the two airports that Andrea got information on and their services. He also included information on other small airports and their services. Discussion ensued regarding lot sizes, services provided, and lease rates at the Concrete Airport and other airports as well. 
Mike Criner made a motion to set the new lease rate twenty percent higher than the current lease rate for the 50x50 lots. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike updated the Council on the new addressing of the hangers and the pilots lounge at the airport. He reported that the binding site plan has been recorded at the county auditor’s office. Jack Mears stated that the company that is going to be doing the runway striping needs a letter of intent stating that this company will be doing the work as soon as the grant is received so that they may begin scheduling. Jack also updated the Council on the pricing information he received for the camera at the pilots lounge. He also stated that the planning is moving along for the Fly-in in July. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported on the Parks’ Committee meeting. He stated that the committee has a new resource, Nicolette Thornton, who is a trained horticulturist and is willing to help with the design and landscaping in town. Jason also stated that they are going to start on the landscaping at Bear Square on Sunday, June 1. He is also going to check on an apple tree for the Garden Club Park on Friday, May 30. Discussion ensued regarding the seasonal maintenance of apple trees. Nicolette and Jason will meet at the Garden Club Park on Friday May 30, to discuss these issues and future design ideas. 
Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Andrea reported that she had re-advertised for the project and that Rick had contacted the Sedro-Woolley Chamber of Commerce and gotten some names of chainsaw carvers. Andrea stated that she had spoken to one of the carvers and sent him the request for bids and the sample of the sign. She stated that the bids close on June 4, so she hopes to have more to present at the next Council meeting.

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick updated the Council on the process for the Engineering Standards review and adoption. He also reported on the progress of the Critical Areas review.  
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea reported that Paula is returning to work next Monday, June 2. She also reported that the Annual Report is finished and Lacy will do the required review prior to mailing it to Olympia.  
Public Works: Alan reported that the progress at the wastewater treatment plant is pretty much at a standstill. He also updated the Council on the clean--up at the old grade school.
