Town Council Meeting
June 23, 2008
 
7:30 p.m. Mayor Judd Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call: Council members Jack Mears, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.
Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Tamera Glaser. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

 
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk/Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Deputy Clerk Paula Mann and Town Engineer Jim Hobbs. 
 

Audience Members Signed In: Evalyn Goeringer, Diane Bergsma, Don Payne, Ember LaBounty, Carol Fabrick and Cheri Cook-Blodgett.  
Mayor Wilson called for a 15-minute executive session at 7:31p.m.to discuss contractual and financial issues related to the wastewater treatment plant construction. 

Mayor Wilson reconvened the meeting at 7:47 p.m.
Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on some dog-related issues in the Mill addition area. He also reported on a harassment-related issue with a resident in town. The Mayor stated that he has been trying to contact Greg Adams on these two issues. 

Diane Bergsma reported on her issues with her neighbors. She stated that a few of the sheriff’s have told her to shoot the dogs. She stated that she believes the owner of the dogs turns them loose purposefully when the children are present. Discussion ensued regarding these dogs and other dogs in town. Alan stated that he spoke with Emily Diaz, the Animal Control Officer for Skagit County. She stated that this particular dog does not have a history of reports. She stated that every time there is an issue with these dogs, residents call the Sheriff or report it to the town so that there is a record of the complaints and a history for that particular dog. 

Alan questioned who should be doing the Code Enforcement Officer duties while Rich is on vacation. Discussion ensued regarding this issue. The consensus of the Council was to train Dale for the next time Rich is on vacation. David updated the Council on the criminal and/or civil laws in reference to dangerous dogs. David will look into the procedures for dealing with these issues.  
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim gave a brief update on each of the sidewalk projects. He also stated that he has been in contact with Barb Hawkings and he is trying to set up a meeting to discuss her concerns related to the South Superior sidewalk project. He reported that the structural engineer is working on the concrete that will go with the false concrete that is already in place. Jim reported that the Main Street sidewalk project is about 95 percent complete. He also updated the Council on the different water line replacement/upgrade projects that he and Alan have been discussing.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program - Andrea updated the Council on the six--year transportation improvement program (TIP) and the projects that are listed. 
Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing for public comment at 8:09 p.m.
Robin Feetham - North A Avenue - Robin stated that he believed at one point that A Avenue was listed on the six--year TIP. He would like to have it added if possible. 
Andrea stated that it is possible to amend the TIP if needed. She also will contact James Mastin at Skagit Council of Governments to find out if this street qualifies for the six--year TIP. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve resolution #2008-08. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Public Participation - Andrea updated the Council and David on an issue brought up by Robin Feetham in reference to his business license. He wants to transfer his license to a new physical address. The code states that the old business license needs to be turned in to the Town and a new one issued. He would like to keep his license for business--related records. David stated that he believed a copy of his old business license would work fine for the Town’s records. 
Old Business: Budget Amendment Street - Ordinance #615 - Andrea updated the Council on the need and the regulation in relation to the budget amendment. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #615. Marla Reed seconded the motion with a change from the word effected to affected. The motion carried unanimously. 
Low--Income System Development Fee Ordinance - Ordinance #616: David and Andrea updated the Council on all the stipulations and requirements written into this ordinance for the low-income system development charges. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve Ordinance #616. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Contract - Advanced H²O: David reported that he will have something ready for the July 14, 2008 meeting and then the Town can send the contract to Advanced for their comments, and additions or subtractions.
New Business: Lease Assignments - Lots #35, #48, #34, #36, #38, #46, #47, #42, #39, #43, #41, #40 and #45. Andrea updated on the response from the letter sent out regarding the available lots at the Airport. She stated that only two lots are still available. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve all the leases listed. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously with Jack Mears recused. 

Critical Areas Regulation and Mapping Review Contract - Graham-Bunting Associates - Andrea updated the Council on the request from Planner Rick Cisar. She reported that there is money left in the planning budget to cover this agreement. It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with the review by Graham-Bunting Associates. 
Events Application - Cascade Days: Ember LaBounty reported that the event would be set up about the same as last year, except that they would be having a kiddie parade on Sunday this year. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the events application. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Events Application - Concrete Old Fashioned Fly-In: Jack Mears reported that everything is set the same as prior years. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the events application. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Events Application - Skagit County Youth & Family Services Community Event: Joelene Meckstroth reported on the community event they would like to hold at Silo Park and the Town Park. She stated that this event is a multiple-organization effort. She also reported that they are hoping to offer information on different resources for the people and children of the Concrete area community. They will be holding a skate park competition and the movie theater will show a movie later in the evening.  
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the events application. Marla Reed and Jack Mears both seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike updated the Council on the camera grant issues and the moss removal that needs to happen prior to the seal coat that will begin August 4. He also updated the Council on the work completed by the work party last Saturday. Jack Mears requested a consensus from the Council to paint the Pilot’s Lounge. It was the consensus of the Council to reimburse Jack Mears for a paint purchase. 
Discussion also ensued with regard to painting the Town Hall building. 

Jack Mears also reported that the Courier Times is no longer delivered with the Skagit Valley Herald. He believes that the Town should change their legal paper of record to the Skagit Valley Herald. Andrea stated she would draft the ordinance and have it ready for the next Council meeting. 

Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that he and Alan had met earlier and discussed a few park--related items. Jason reported that he had transferred a picnic table from the Senior Center to the Garden Club Park. He also reported that he would give Nicolette Thornton the go--ahead for the landscaping around the “Welcome to Concrete” sign across Hwy. 20 from the Silos. He also stated that the Bear Square landscape area is ready to have the blacktop removed so they can re-soil and replant. Ember LaBounty commented that Athena Hornsby had noticed that someone had pulled all the flowers. Thinking that it was vandals, she fixed the area today and planted new plants. 
Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Jason reported that he is working on getting a new dollar amount on the panels. The panels that he had received previous quotes for are no longer being made. He also reminded the Council and public that the design workshop is scheduled for July 14 at 6:00 p/m. prior to the next Council meeting.
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Andrea reported on the resignation of Robert DiLeo from the Planning Commission, and that she has advertised for the vacant position.  
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea reported that the treasurer’s report was included in their packets for review. 

Public Works: Alan updated the Council on the new mandate from the Department of Health. He stated that the Town has to have meters installed on all residential homes and commercial businesses by 2010. He also updated the Council on the progress of the old grade school clean up. He stated the he has not had the chance to do much work on the Sheriff’s office with Rich gone and so much going on at the wastewater treatment plant. Alan also reported that the water and sewer comprehensive plans both need to be updated soon. 
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported that logging is under way on the east end of the airport runway. He also stated that he spoke with the owner of the trees on the west side of the runway with regard to topping and/or removal of the trees from the flight path.

Executive Session: No further session needed.
