Town Council Meeting
July 14, 2008
 
7:30 p.m. Mayor Judd Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on an e-mail from Greg Adams regarding vicious dog complaints received from Diane Bergsma. He clarified that the Sheriff’s office will handle criminal animal complaints. This includes dangerous dogs. Mayor Wilson also reported that the Sheriff’s office work has been on hold while they deal with more pressing items in Town. Discussion ensued regarding the clean--up and any costs incurred from the fire at the old grade school. 
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim gave a brief update on each of the sidewalk projects. He reported that they are working on permitting issues and the retaining walls for the school sidewalk project. Mike Criner questioned if the construction will be completed by the beginning of the school year. Jim informed the Council that the construction money is not yet secure and they are hoping to begin construction next summer. Jim also updated the Council on a design for the catch basin on Shields Court that he and Alan Wilkins have been working on. He also reported on a chlorination system he is developing for the Town, to use prior to the start--up of the new wastewater treatment plant and in other needed scenarios by the Town. Andrea updated the Council on Task Order B. She reported that Task Order B would cover things like the catch basin, water line design and other on-call related items that Reichhardt and Ebe will be doing. She reviewed the budget and the amount of the Task Order with the Council. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Task Order B. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mayor Wilson updated the Council on the two checks included in the consent agenda, one joint check to Tetra Tek and H.D.R. and one check to H.D.R.  Discussion ensued regarding these checks and the payments issued. Andrea referred to a letter from David that will be sent with the two checks and the release of lien that will also accompany the joint check to Tetra Tek and H.D.R.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried with Tamera Glaser and Marla Reed opposed. 

Public Hearings: None
Public Participation - Diane Bergsma - Dog Complaint: Mayor Wilson reported that he had spoken with Diane Bergsma and informed her of the e-mail received from Greg Adams. 
Old Business: Jack Mears had questions regarding the timber sales and which fund the proceeds will go into. Mayor Wilson reported that the proceeds will go into the general fund for now. Jack reported that he had a resident approach him at the grocery store to inquire about danger tree removal around his house. The Mayor reported that he had spoken with the resident and informed him that those trees are on the list for removal. Jack also updated the Council on the work that Columbia Helicopters had completed over the weekend. He also informed the Council of a possible donation from Columbia Helicopters to the Airport Fund for their use of the airport over the weekend. Marla asked if the Town could supply garbage cans during the Community Event on July 31. The Mayor stated that would be fine. Audience member Don Payne stated that he would like to see the streets swept more often. He also requested the street sweeping be on a scheduled basis. 
New Business: Ordinance #617 - Amending Ordinance 446 Official Newspaper: Andrea updated the Council on ordinance #617. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #617. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Lease Assignment Lot #37 - Bob Porter: Andrea updated the Council on the new lease agreement for lot #37 at the Concrete Municipal Airport. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the lease. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution #2008-10: Andrea updated the Council on the need for Resolution #2008-10. She reported this warrant was an overpayment made on a bill. The resolution will allow her to cancel the warrant and return the amount of the warrant to the issuing fund. 
Tamera Glaser made a motion to approve Resolution #2008-10. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Tetra Tek Professional Services Agreement: Mayor Wilson updated the Council on the professional services agreement with Tetra Tek. Mike Criner questioned whether this amount, could be paid out of the money that is going to H.D.R. Judd stated that he would look into it, but still needed approval from the Council on this agreement either way. It was the consensus of the Council to allow Mayor Wilson to sign the contract with Tetra Tek. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike deferred to airport advocate Jack Mears for this week’s airport report. Jack reminded the Council of the upcoming Fly-Ins scheduled for the next two weekends. He also reported on the different vendors that will be at the Concrete Fly-In. He also stated that the new windsock would need to be in place prior to the Fly-In. He also reported that the Lions club will host a breakfast during the Fly-In and will feed the Civil Air Patrol for free. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that Nicolette Thornton has begun the plantings at the “Welcome to Concrete” sign located on the southeast corner of Superior and SR 20. He also reported on the stump removal at the Garden Club Park and they are getting ready to pour the slab for the gazebo project. He stated that Skagit Redi Mix has donated the cement for Brian Hockett’s Eagle Scout Project. He also reported that Bear Square is reading for topsoil and replanting.  
Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Jason reported on the workshop held prior to the Council meeting. He stated that many design ideas were discussed and given an “A”, “B” or “C” designation, according to their levels of significance, in relation to the history of the Town of Concrete. Steve will bring a couple different designs back to Council from the ideas given during the workshop. The Council will most likely make a final design decision at the next Council meeting on July 28. Jason also reported that the sign event is taking place during the same weekend as the Concrete Chamber of Commerce’s Fall Colors event (Oct 9-12).
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: No Report - Andrea reported that she has not received any applications for the vacant position on the Planning Commission.   
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea reported that the treasurer’s report was included in their packets for review. She also reported on the recommendation received from Kim Kleppie on the possible computer upgrade. Discussion ensued regarding the outdated systems. It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with systems replacement for Town Hall and the Public Works Shop.  

Public Works: No Report - Mayor Wilson reported that Tetra Tek, TSI and Boss would be onsite tomorrow at the wastewater treatment plant. He stated that he hopes they can schedule start--up within the next couple of days. He also reported that he would speak with Public Works tomorrow regarding the street sweeping. Jack Mears stated they would need the street sweeper at the airport for moss removal prior to the striping in August. Jack Mears also updated the Council on the issues with the placement of the pole for the camera system at the airport lounge.  
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson requested permission from Council to proceed with getting bids for painting Town Hall. It was the consensus of the Council to proceed. He also stated that he is trying to contact ex-Mayor Billman regarding the Lonestar building. He would like to see something done with that building. Mayor Wilson also suggested looking into the probability of putting a RV park in town. He stated he would like to see this have tent spaces as well. 
Announcements: Mayor Wilson apologized to George Theodoratus regarding a letter that he has not issued yet. Andrea updated the Council on the settlement between the Town and Aloha Lumber.
