7:30 p.m. Mayor Judd Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call: Council members --Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jason Miller. Jason Miller arrived at 7:35 p.m.

Special Presentations: 
 

Public Safety: Sheriff Deputy Tobin Meyer updated on files charged in relation to the malicious mischief that took place in town last week. He also reported on two separate drug busts that took place in town and on a break-in at the Senior Center. He reported that some of the deputies assigned to the East Detachment are also on Search and Rescue, which could result in lack of visibility if they are out on a Search and Rescue call, which could last several days.  
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim gave a quick update on each of the sidewalk projects in town. He reported that they are working with town staff to complete the TIB funding application for the actual construction dollars for the Main Street sidewalks. He also updated the Council on the proposed water line projects that he has been working on with Alan.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Public Hearings: None
Public Participation - None
Old Business: Columbia Helicopters - Release of Claims: Andrea and David updated the Council on the release of claims for Columbia Helicopters. 
Mike Criner made a motion to sign the release of claims. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Add On: Logging operations at 10 Acres: Mayor Wilson updated on the logging operations taking place at 10 Acres. He updated the Council on the cutting and clean up of the area by the logger. He stated there is an approved forest practice application from the Department of Natural Resources on file at Town Hall. He did report that there is not a written contract at this time. Tamera Glaser questioned the attorney if there should be a written contract. She also expressed her concern for the town not having a written contract. She stated that she believes the town should have to follow the same rules and guidelines as the town would make any-one else follow. David Day stated that this is not an issue of surplus but it should have a written contract. He also stated that it is not uncommon, in law, to have verbal contracts but it is best to have a written agreement and he apologized for not having thought of it sooner. He stated that a written contract or a memorandum of understanding could be managed at this point. It was the consensus of the Council to draw up an agreement between the town and the logger. Tamera commented that the next time something like this occurs she would like to make sure that everyone is on the same page before proceeding. Mayor Wilson stated that when the logging is complete some of the leftover trees would be put across the road to keep people off the property. 
New Business: East Valley Community Care Team request - Amend Agreement to add Oasis Teen Shelter: Andrea updated the Council on the current agreement between the town and EVCCT and the amendment request made by them to add Oasis Teen Shelter. It was the consensus of the Council to have someone from Oasis Teen Shelter come to a meeting to give a presentation on what the program entails. 
Mike Criner made a motion to table the issue until a presentation was given. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Narcotics Enforcement Multi-Jurisdictional Task Force Interlocal Agreement amendment: Andrea updated the Council on the change in the agreement and referred them to their Council packets for further clarification. 

Mike Criner made a motion to accept the amendment. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike reiterated the fact that the Fly-In was successful and he reported that people had told him that it was better than the Arlington Fly-In. He also reported that the camera was up and installed but will have to be taken down for repairs. Mike also reported on the paint removal on the runway and the damaged asphalt beneath the paint. He stated that the damaged areas will need to be fixed prior to the re-striping and before bad weather sets in. Jack Mears reported on a successful picnic that was held at the airport over the past weekend.  
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that he would get a hold of Nicolette Thornton to set the landscaping design for Bear Square. Discussion ensued between Alan and Jason regarding the need for more soil at the planting areas. Judd reported that the forms for the gazebo at the Garden Club Park had been set and are waiting for the concrete to be poured. Discussion ensued regarding the need for restroom facilities at Silo Park. 
Town Center Sign: Jason Miller: Discussion ensued regarding the new logs that George Theodoratus is going to donate and the removal of the current logs from the ball field prior to Cascade Days. 
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick gave the Council a brief update on the engineering standards and the critical areas ordinance that have been sent out to the proper agencies for environmental review. He also updated the Council on the mapping being completed by Graham and Bunting. He also reported on the Self Storage sign that should be completed in the next couple of weeks.    
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea updated the Council on the memorandum of understanding from the state auditor’s office increasing their budget for the single audit. It was the consensus of the Council for Judd to sign the document. Andrea also updated the Council on the progress of the audit and the possible finding that is being received for a reporting error in the 2007 Annual Financial Report. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported on the start--up of the wastewater treatment plant. He updated the Council on the checks and testing being completed at this time. Discussion ensued regarding readying things for Cascade Days. He also reported on a break-in that occurred at the lab last week. He stated that nothing was taken but the lock had been broken. He has since replaced the lock with a better dead-bolt and heavier metal plate. Council members commented that an alarm system needs to be installed at the new plant. Alan also gave an update on the clean--up at the old grade school and the letter received from Jack Clifton requesting an extension.  
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson updated the Council on the upcoming danger tree removal on Hillside Alley and Eriksen Place. The Mayor also reported on the wastewater treatment plant dedication that will take place on Saturday immediately following the Cascade Days parade. He also stated this year’s grand marshals’ would be Ray and Bonnie Drake, and that Ted Anderson will be announcing the parade entries.
