Town Council Meeting
November 10, 2008
 
7:30 p.m. Mayor Judd Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance. 

 

Roll Call: Council members: Jack Mears, Tamera Glaser, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on the bids received for the remodel work in the Sheriff’s office. He reported that he had awarded the bid to M2 Construction, which had submitted the lowest bid. 
Jack Mears made a motion to approve the contract between the town and M2 Construction. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Mayor Wilson also reported on a conversation that he had with a town resident regarding some of the vandalism in town. Mayor Wilson reported that the vandalism needs to stop and he is going to follow up on some suggestions made by this resident. 

Darla Feetham questioned if the flood warning alarm has been working. She stated that she had not heard it for some time. The Mayor stated that the town will look into it. 

Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim gave a brief update on each of the projects they are working on. He reported there is not a huge change in status for the Main Street sidewalk project or the school sidewalk project. He reported that the survey for the water lines has been temporarily postponed for Mill Avenue and East Concrete. He also gave brief updates on the Franks Place submittals and the drainage for the Shields Court dedication. Discussion ensued between staff and Council regarding the work on the faux rock at the school sidewalk project. Jim updated the Council on a couple different processes for this part of the project. Jim described the work that needs to be completed and where the sidewalks will actually be placed. More discussion ensued regarding the faux rocks and different ideas for completing this part of the project.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Participation: None
Old Business: Richard Johnson Retroactive Sewer Charges:  David updated the Council on the request made by Richard Johnson as discussed at the October 27, 2008 meeting. He stated that as long as he owes a delinquent amount on his utility account, the town cannot allow him to proceed with any land use permits. David stated that the Council could adjust his utility account for the change in the connections approved at the October 27, 2008 Council meeting. 
Jack Mears made a motion to adjust the bill to the amount proposed in the Council packets. Tamera Glaser seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Dennis Skyles Update: David updated the Council on the Small Claims lawsuit filed by Dennis Skyles. He reported that he had been trying to locate Dennis Skyles to serve him papers, removing the case from Small Claims Court to Superior Court for the foreclosure of the lien put in place by the town a few months ago. He stated that he had not been able to locate Mr. Skyles, so he had the papers served on him when he showed up for the Small Claims Court Hearing. David updated on the incidents that occurred during and after the Small Claims Hearing. David also updated the Council on the time limit for Dennis Skyles to respond, that is now in place and the foreclosure process. 
ADD ON: Jack Clifton: The Mayor reported on a letter received from Jack Clifton. The Mayor handed out copies to the Council. Jason suggested that the Town send the enclosures that Jack stated he had not received with the letter that the town had sent previously.
** Jack Mears questioned the street light that is out on East Main Street. He reported that he had received a phone call that the light has been out for months. Alan stated that the light was called into Puget Sound Energy some time ago. He reported that it had been fixed once and then immediately went out again, and that it has been reported again by him and Rich. 

New Business: Brain Hanson – Amendment to Zoning Code Request: Brian Hanson introduced himself to the Council as the new owner of the Concrete Self-Storage. Brian updated the Council on his request and how he would like to improve his self-storage business. Rick updated on the expansion request and the zoning amendment request. He updated the Council on how the code was written when the self-storage facility was constructed and how the code was changed after its completion. Rick reported on the options with which the Council could proceed. Discussion ensued between staff and Council on the proposed amendments. 
Mike Criner made a motion to instruct staff to proceed with the process for the amendments. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Events Application – SWAN, Blast from the Past Century Pride 100-Mile Bike Ride (rest stop): Andrea updated the Council on the request to use the Bear Square parking lot as a rest stop facility for this event. She also explained that the actual event will not take place until June of 2009. 

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the event application. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Fund Transfer Resolution: Andrea updated the Council on the fund transfer from the General Fund to the Street Fund as discussed during the budget workshop. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the resolution. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Budget Amendment Ordinance – Street: Andrea reported on the need for the budget amendment because of the funds transfer resolution that was approved. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the Ordinance. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike reported on the letter sent to Dennis Harkless. It was stated that if he does not have his lot cleaned up November 16, 2008, the town will begin clean-up on November 17, 2008.    
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the next Parks meeting will be held on November 24, 2008 at 6 p.m.  Mayor Wilson questioned the Bear Square landscaping project. Jason reported that the Parks Committee’s next focus will be landscaping around the base of the Town Center sign.  
Centennial Committee: Jason Miller: Jason reported on the logo designs received from Paul Rider. He also stated that Paul will come to the next Centennial meeting and the Committee will probably choose a logo at that time. Jason also updated the Council on the Town Center sign and the process of getting the vendor signs placed. All metal and hardware needed to hang the panels is now in hand.

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported on the two public hearings scheduled for the next Planning Commission meeting. He also updated the Council on the Ashton Acres plat, the Richard Johnson plat, Landmark’s current status and the Jerry Robinson short plat. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea reported to the Council on the recycling information in their packets. She updated the Council on the requests made by residents for recycling pickup. She also reported to the Council on the proposal from Waste Management. Discussion ensued on where to place the container, who would manage it, and the cost and time associated with this proposal.  
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported that things are the same.  
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported on the meeting that will be held on Thursday, November 13, at H.D.R.’s office, with regard to the Wastewater Treatment Plant.
