Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported on the drywall, floor covering and the trim work that still needs to be completed in the Sheriff’s office. He reported that he is hoping that it will be completed by the end of February. Mayor Wilson addressed some concerns related to the sheriff’s response times during the snow, flooding and landslides. He stated that due to road closures it was a 45-minute trip for the Deputies to get from here to Rockport or from Rockport to here. Jason expressed some concern for the lack of patrols in the evacuated areas as cars were seen scouting these areas for possible burglary opportunities. Judd stated that he had not received any reports of theft in any of the evacuated areas and that people who hadn’t evacuated were watching out for their neighbors. Judd reported on the public meeting that was held and that there will be another meeting held toward the beginning of February for further updates. Darla Feetham stated that there is a tree partially blocking the comer of Main Street and A Avenue, Mayor stated that it would be taken care of. Darla also stated that she had not heard the PSE alarm test for some time now and was hoping the town could look into it. Robin Feetham stated that he believed the workshop had been a good meeting.

Visioning Workshop – Jason Miller: Jason explained the visioning workshop idea to the Council. He stated that the town is coming up on its 100th birthday and this would be a good time to get the residents involved with the town’s future, as well as inform the Council’s decision- making process. Jason stated that Eric Archuletta has facilitated these types of visioning workshops before. Eric stated that this gets all the stakeholders together so they can create steps and plan for the future of the community. Jack Mears questioned how long Eric will be available to the town. Eric stated that he will be around for about a year. Jason stated that this is an opportunity for the residents to state what they want to see, where they want the town to go, how and in what manner they want the town to grow, and what they want the town to look like in the future, among other initiatives. It was suggested to have the workshop in late April at the pilot’s lounge. Discussion ensued regarding previous attempts at this type of workshop and the outcome in the past. Jason requested permission from Council to proceed with this workshop. It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with creating a steering committee to drive the workshop, and then creating a steering committee to drive the workshop and the schedule the workshop.
