7:30 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 
Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Mike Criner and Jason Miller. 
Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Marla Reed. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. Marla Reed arrived at 7:29 p.m. 
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Town Planner Rick Cisar.

Special Presentations: 

Red Hat Society – Proclamation: Mayor Wilson moved the proclamation portion of the meeting to special presentations. Mayor Wilson read aloud the proclamation declaring the month of April 2009 as Red Hat Society Month. Barbara Thompson, Red Hat Society member, thanked Mayor Wilson on behalf of the Red Hat Society. 
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported that the Sheriff’s office is officially complete and final payment is being made to the contractor. He also reported on a complaint that he received, stating that now that the Sheriff’s office is complete, they are in town too much. Jack Mears reported on some trouble that took place at the Senior Center. Jack stated that a man had been reported as acting suspicious and exposing himself to the ladies at the Senior Center. Jack also reported that it took a deputy 45 minutes to arrive on scene. Doug Gates, audience member, reported that on Monday morning they discovered that the Senior Center had been broken into, but they had captured the assailants on video tape. Jason Miller reported that he also had heard of the incident regarding the suspicious man from Friday’s incident. Mayor Wilson reported that the fire hall also had been broken into over the weekend. Mayor Wilson stated that he will have a meeting with Greg Adams regarding these instances.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: None
Public Participation: Mayor Wilson called on Terry Gifford from SWAN (Serving Women Across Nations), who requested to speak earlier in the meeting. Terry reported on the bicycling fundraiser that will take place June 6. She stated that the route starts in Sedro-Woolley and will have a rest area in Concrete at Bear Square. She requested the use of spray paint on the roads for directional purposes for the cyclist. She also requested that Bear Square be blocked off that day to accommodate the cyclists using the rest stop, and that sani-cans also be placed at the site. Andrea stated that this event application had been approved a few months ago. Mayor Wilson and Alan Wilkins both stated that they will notify people and make sure that Bear Square is roped off and that the use of temporary spray paint would be fine. Terry Gifford thanked the Town of Concrete for its support and stated that she hopes that this fundraiser will become an annual event that will bring people to Concrete. 
Bill Chamness – Lorenzen Creek Flooding: Mayor Wilson moved this portion of new business to the public participation portion of the meeting. Mayor Wilson called on Bill Chamness. Bill stated that he wants to get everyone on the same page regarding the flooding issues near Lorenzen Creek. He reported that he had spoken with a representative at the Fisheries Department and that she had stated that dredging the creek might be possible but that she did not want to see that done. Bill also reported that he had spoken with Alan Wilkins regarding this issue and now realized that some of the ideas that he had were not going to work. Bill emphasized his concern regarding these flooding issues and would like to see the town look into some remedies for this issue. 
Old Business: Ordinance #643 – Amending CMC 2.06.010: Andrea reported on the needed change for this ordinance, regarding the Mayor’s salary. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #643. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Discussion ensued on not lowering the Mayor’s salary and actually increasing it instead. Andrea will draft two ordinances for the next Council meeting, one for the code change and one for the salary amendment. 

Jack Clifton – Old Grade School, McKee Street: David Day reported that he has not received a report from the title company regarding this issue. He stated that he will contact the title company tomorrow to get a progress report and will have a copy for the Council at the next meeting. David also referred to the survey that Jack Clifton reported was completed. Discussion ensued regarding the survey and what was actually surveyed. Darla Feetham, audience member, questioned if the State Patrol had ever completed a survey. 
New Business: Events Application – Centennial: Mike Criner made a motion to approve the events application. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: No report.
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the panels for the Town Center Sign have been hung and that they will now move forward with the landscaping. He stated that Nicolette Thornton is working on the landscaping plan. Alan Wilkins stated that they need to oil the posts again. Discussion ensued regarding what type of oil to use. Marla questioned how to remove names from the panels. Jason stated that he has an e-mail in to Sign-Pro on how to remove the names. 
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the Visioning Session will take place this Saturday, April 18, at the High School Commons from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon. 
Centennial Committee: Jason Miller: Jason reported that things are moving along. He stated that the next meeting will take place on Tuesday, April 21, 2009, at 5:30 p.m. Andrea and Jason also reported on the progress of the t-shirt and banner production. Andrea stated that she had sent brochures out to different stores, chambers of commerce, etc.
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported on the two public hearings that were held at the April 7, 2009 Planning Commission meeting. He also stated that these public hearings will be held at the Council level on April 27, 2009. He also reported that the Planning Commission is working on their review of the Comprehensive Plan and has completed the first three chapters. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: No report
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan Wilkins reported that they are currently working on getting the classification changed in parts of the wastewater treatment plant. He reported on the re-building of the centrifuge. He also reported on the lift station upgrade. Jack Mears stated that there are some holes in the road near the airport lounge that need to be filled. Marla Reed stated that there are also numerous holes on Ronald Avenue and Jason Miller reported on more holes on Cedar Street near South Rietze intersection.
Mayor’s Report: Marla Reed questioned the status of the house that was demolished by the landslide and when this would be cleaned up. Mayor Wilson reported that he, Alan, and Rich had a meeting with FEMA (Federal Emergency Management Agency) and that the town is in the process of applying for funds for the clean-up of the landslide area and Baker River Road reconstruction, and for work on the creek near Nims Place on Limestone Street. Mayor Wilson reported that the funding seemed plausible for the first two items, but it did not sound like FEMA was going to be willing to help with funding for the creek modification. Mayor Wilson also displayed the logo that Paul Rider has developed, which he would like to use for decals on town-owned vehicles. 
Announcements: Mayor Wilson reported that he will run for Mayor again in the upcoming election. He also reported that the town will begin its audit tomorrow. Jason Miller announced that the Concrete Herald is now in full swing and the first issue will be out on May 6, 2009. He also reported that advertising opportunities are now available. He also stated that the Mayor will have a column in the paper each month.
