Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Mayor Wilson due to illness. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Safety: No report. Jack Mears stated that the Sheriff’s Department sign that was on the highway near the old office in Birdsview is no longer there. Mike Criner suggested adding the Sheriff’s office to the Town Center sign. Doug Gates questioned if the Sheriff’s office was going to be staffed during the day. Mayor Pro-tem Jason Miller stated that he will find out and report back.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: None
Public Participation: None
Old Business: Old Grade School Property, Jack Clifton: David Day reported on the title report received regarding the Jack Clifton property. He stated that he hasn’t had time to put it all together but he will bring a full report to the next Council meeting. He also reported on a few agreements that were made back in the 1970’s regarding the sewer and parking associated with the right-of-way. He also reported on a possible agreement that was made with the Town in the 1960’s; all the other agreements involved the School District. 
New Business: M2 Construction Agreement: Andrea stated that this agreement just needs to be updated to coincide with the raise that was given to Jack McCormick in 2008 and that no other changes had been made. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the agreement. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution #2009-05, Airport Lounge Usage Policy: Andrea reported that this is an update to the airport lounge policy that was passed in 2005. She stated that the policy needed to reflect the fee schedule that was updated for the pilots lounge usage. 

Jack Mears made a motion to approve Resolution #2009-05. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Ordinance #646, Illegal Turn-on or Connection: Andrea reported that this ordinance refers to the section in the code that deals with illegal turn-ons or connections. She stated that the theft of services fee was added to the fee schedule for 2009 and this updates the Municipal Code to reflect that change.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #646. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

ADD ON: Jack Mears stated that Jean Johnson is handling the vendors for Cascade Days. Jack reported that it was suggested by Jean Johnson and Ember LaBounty at the last Cascade Days meeting to request blocking off E Street from State Route 20 to Main Street to be able to place vendors in that area. Jack stated that there is not enough room in the town park for the number of vendors and they are seeking alternative locations. Jack stated that this year Cascade Days will charge $25.00 for vendor spots and $50.00 if power is provided. Discussion ensued regarding vendors and the set up for Cascade Days. Daniel Martin, audience member, suggested using different areas such as the Concrete Assembly of God church parking lot, Town Hall parking lot or even the Resource Center parking lot. Jack stated the East County Weatherization will also have an information booth set up at Cascade Days. It was the consensus of the Council to have Alan, Rich and Judd present for further discussion and before approving the alternate vendor locations. 

ADD ON: Oasis Teen Shelter Update: Karen Newburn and Camille Danon reported on the staffing change that had taken place. They also reported that they have changed the name of the office to Oasis Teen Outreach so there is no confusion as to this office serving as an actual shelter. They wanted to make sure that kids realized that this program is not just for homeless youth, but for all youths ages 13 - 17. Camille stated that the office had been closed for a week during the staffing change, but that they are open now. She reported that they are still offering transportation to the shelter in Mount Vernon for those who need it. Karen reported on some of her ideas for the program, which include a youth dance, bar-be-cue, field games and team -building games. She reported that they have received many requests for more youth-related activities in our area. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike reported that they are still waiting to hear on the grant for the fencing, but everything else is great. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that they have all the posts for the fencing and he will probably start on the fence either on Thursday or Friday when the weather clears. 
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason reported that another Steering Committee meeting has been scheduled for Thursday May, 21, at the Pilot’s Lounge at 6:30 p.m. He reported that they will go over the compilation of material from the workshop and then begin planning the next workshop. 
Centennial Committee: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the Centennial had gone very well. 
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported on the last Planning Commission meeting that was held Tuesday, May 5. He stated the commission had discussed the owner occupancy section of the accessory dwelling unit ordinance. He reported that they had also discussed lowering the minimum size and allowing only one-bedroom units. They also held discussions related to the utilities. Rick reported that a public hearing is scheduled for May 26 for the Assembly of God Church for two parking variances. He also updated the Council on the Franks Place development being done by D.B. Johnson. He reported on the things that need to be completed and the current issues with sliding and drainage. Rick also reported on a conversation that he had with Puget Sound Investors regarding the Landmark Development. He reported that they are continuing to move ahead with their preliminary plat. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea reported that the April 2009 Treasurers Report was included in their packets. She also reported on the completion of the audit and some of the recommendations that had been made. Discussion ensued regarding the funds transfers in relation to the sewer rates. It was the consensus of the Council to continue with the transfers.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: No report. David Day reported on a letter received from Boss Construction requesting a meeting to discuss the extended overhead from the wastewater treatment plant project. David stated that he will send copies to the Town, Ed Claxton at J.T.S., and H.D.R.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Pro-tem Jason Miller reported on the letter received from the Department of Ecology regarding the management of flood plain development. Jason reported that the letter had reported no findings and that the town is effectively regulating their flood plain development. Charles Steele had actually stated that the Town’s procedures are excellent. This letter was a great compliment to Jack McCormick and Nancy Allen, who developed the procedures a few years ago. Mayor Pro-tem Jason Miller also reported on the town-wide clean-up day. Andrea updated on the franchise agreement between the Town and Waste Management and the cost the town may have to incur for extra dumpsters or hauling. 
Announcements: Next Town Council meeting will be held on Tuesday, May 26, due to the Memorial Day Holiday. Audience member Evalyn Goeringer congratulated Jason on the first issue of the Concrete Herald and stated that it was fabulous.

Adjournment: Jack Mears and Mike Criner made a motion for adjournment at 8:10 p.m. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
