Mike Criner made a motion to excuse Mayor Wilson who is on vacation. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: Concrete Assembly of God – Two Parking Variance Requests: Rick Cisar referred to the staff report included in the Council packets regarding the two parking variance requests made by Bruce Martin, pastor of the Concrete Assembly of God church. Rick explained each variance request to the Council. He also explained the process for the public hearing. He stated that after the public hearing is held, that the Council should either direct staff to prepare a resolution approving the requests, direct staff to approve the requests with changes, or deny the request(s). Rick reviewed each of the exhibits included in the staff report and described the existing parking and building. Rick also described the proposed parking area after the building is remodeled. Rick reported that staff and the applicant had followed the variance request procedures as out-lined in the Municipal Code. He also reviewed the publication and notification process and the dates on which  each of these items were completed. Discussion ensued between staff and Council regarding the parking issues. Rick stated that the applicant has also received permission from Community Action and from the Concrete Senior Center to use their parking lots for Sunday services. 
Mayor Pro-tem Jason Miller opened the public hearing at 7:13 p.m. 

No public comment. 

Mayor Pro-tem Jason Miller closed the public hearing at 7:14 p.m.
Mike Criner made a motion to prepare the resolution approving the variance requests. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Public Participation: None
Old Business: Town Vehicle Proposals: Andrea reported on the one quote that was received from KarMart. She stated that the options before the Council are to accept one of the received quotes, go out and get more quotes, or to cancel the purchase all together. Discussion ensued within the staff and Council as to what other vehicles and equipment still need to be purchased and equipment that has already been purchased this year. 
Marla Reed made a motion to cancel the town vehicle purchasing effort at this time. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears opposed. 

Property Dispute – Jack Clifton: David updated the Council on the different easements, surveys and agreements that have been associated with this property per the title report that was received. David stated that most of these items are very clear and Jack should have received this information when he purchased the property. David reported that he will draft a letter to Jack Clifton including the documents received from the title report and will also remind Jack of the timeline for the demolition. Audience member Philip Johnson questioned who has been paying the property taxes associated with this property. 
New Business: Landslide Debris Removal Contractor Selection: Andrea reported that the bids received were all included in their Council packets. Audience member Don Payne questioned if the contractor was going to be picked this evening. He stated that he would have liked to submit a bid. Andrea stated that notification was sent out to companies on the Town’s small works roster. She stated that the bid deadline was May 20, 2009, and that if the town extends this now to allow Don to bid that it would appear unfair due to the fact that the bids already received are now a matter of public record. Marla Reed stated that she knows Howard Stafford does a great job and has a good reputation. Discussion ensued on the other bids received and the amounts of the bids. 
Marla Reed made a motion to approve the bid received from H.O. Stafford Trucking based on his reputation. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

FEMA Resolution Designating Applicant Agent For Natural Hazard Mitigation Grant: Andrea stated this resolution would put either herself or Paula in charge of the pay requests and all the paperwork associated with the grant administration. 
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the resolution. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Resolution #2009-06, Determining Petty Cash and Cash Drawers: Andrea reported that the Deputy Clerk and the Clerk Treasurer should have separate cash drawers as recommended by the State Auditors. 

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2009-06. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Identity Theft Program – Resolution #2009-07: David updated the Council on this program. He stated that he does not believe that this is a requirement, but it’s a good thing to have in place for deterring identity theft. 

Jack Mears made a motion to approve Resolution #2009-07. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Town Vehicle Decal/Magnet Quotes: Andrea updated the Council on the quotes received. Discussion ensued about contacting the vendors and getting quotes on specific sizes. Council members Paul Rider, Jason Miller and town staff Alan Wilkins went out to a town vehicle and measured the area where the decal would be placed. Paul Rider stated that the 12” is about perfect and he would advise not going any bigger than 14”. It was the consensus of the Council to get 12” decals.

Mike Criner made a motion to accept the quote received from Anchor Sign for the 12” diameter decal. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

ADD ON: Jack Mears stated that at the last Cascade Days meeting, the committee had decided not to pursue placing vendors on E Street from SR 20 to Main Street. They discussed possibly blocking off E Street on the north side of Main Street to allow for vendor placement. Discussion ensued regarding blocking off E Street from Main Street to Calcite Street to allow for vendors to set up. Alan stated that the property owner of the one house affected by the closure needs to be notified. 
It was the consensus of the Council to allow E Street to be blocked off from Main Street to Calcite Street to allow vendors to set up for Cascade Days. 

ADD ON: Marla Reed expressed concern regarding the 10 Acre logging project. She stated that there are still people down there cutting down trees. She stated that this project needs to be completed. Andrea stated that she had spoken to Judd about this and he had said that the logging should be complete and they should just be working on clean-up. Marla requested that the contract with D & D Selective Logging be reviewed and that Dave Dellinger needs to be contacted regarding this matter. Marla stated that if there is still timber being cut down, the town should be receiving the revenue or the fire department should be receiving the timber. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: No report 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the Parks Committee had met earlier this evening and he had received a dollar figure from Nicolette Thornton, who completed the landscaping around the Town Center sign. Jason also reported that the sign needs to be oiled again and the Parks Committee is researching what oil would be best to use. He also reported on his continuing work on the cedar fence and he is also going to be working on inserting an open section in the chain link fence about half-way down the field. He also reported on the discussion that was held regarding trails and where they should be developed. Jason also questioned if the Council thought it would be appropriate to purchase a panel for the Sheriff’s office. He stated that the Sheriff’s are unwilling to pay for the panel at this time and he questioned if the Council thought this was something that the town would be willing to pay for. It was the consensus of the Council to wait on this issue to see if the Sheriff’s office develops more regular hours in the future. Andrea reported that Wayne Dowhaniuk had stated that they will move the sign on the highway.
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the next Steering Committee meeting has been scheduled for Thursday June 10, at the Pilot’s Lounge at 6:00 p.m. He also reported that the next Vision Workshop will be held on June 27, at 9 a.m. at the High School Commons, and that it shouldn’t be a long a meeting as the original workshop. He also reported that there are committee members working on separate items that were discussed at the last workshop. 
Clean-Up Weekend: It was the consensus of the Council to have five dumpsters delivered for Friday, one for steel, one for recyclables and three for household garbage and then to have three more delivered on Saturday to replace any dumpsters that are full. Andrea will contact Waste Management. 
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported on the revisions being made to the Accessory Dwelling Unit Ordinances. He also updated on the development of the Town’s own Shoreline Master Program. He reported that the Department of Ecology will be granting the Town $50K to proceed with the development of this program. He also stated that this will be about a 3-year process. He stated that in the past, the Town has just adopted the County’s program, but now the Department of Ecology is encouraging each jurisdiction to have its own program. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea updated the Council on the recommendations made by the State Auditors in reference to the utility rates and the transfer of funds. She stated that if the rates were to be changed it would require a public hearing. Discussion ensued regarding the recommendations made by the State Auditors and what the rates should be. It was the consensus of the Council to cancel the public hearing on the utility rates and wait for the final audit report before proceeding with any budget changes. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported that the upgrade to the lift station panels is complete. He also reported on the purchase of a New Holland lawn mower. Mike Criner questioned who owns the gated road above Hillside Alley. Mike stated that there is a slide on that road. 
Mayor’s Report: No Report. 
Announcements: Clean-up days June 5, 6 and 7. 
Executive Session: None 
 
Adjournment: Jack Mears made a motion for adjournment at 8:35 p.m. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
