7:30 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Special Presentations: 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported the Sheriffs will attend the July 27 Council meeting. He also reported on the vandalism that occurred this last week at Town Hall, at the Senior Center and on Main Street. Mayor Wilson requested permission from the Council to install security cameras at Town Hall. Discussion ensued regarding how many cameras would be needed and where to place them. Andrea Fichter stated that a grant may be available soon from AWC through the Risk Management Service Agency for the purchase of the cameras. She also stated that she would speak with Alan Wilkins regarding the cameras that were purchased for the shop building. Jason Miller discussed a complaint received from a citizen regarding possible drug activity at the Eagles Nest and the stay limit for the RV Park. Discussion ensued regarding the ordinances pertaining to RV Parks and the stay limits. Audience member Darla Feetham also questioned when the streets would be striped. She stated that the there are some pot holes that also need to be fixed. Mayor Wilson stated that he will speak with Public Works tomorrow.
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Mayor Wilson reported that Jim Hobbs had requested that Task Orders H and I be put on hold. Andrea Fichter reported that Task Order G is for assistance by Reichhardt and Ebe with the development of the Hazard Mitigation Grant.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Task Order G. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Andrea Fichter reported that the bill for the June Alley debris clean-up from H.O. Stafford came in about $600.00 more than the original bid for the extra work that was discussed at a previous meeting.
Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Participation: None
Old Business: Personnel Policy, Ordinance #647: Andrea Fichter reported on the changes suggested by David Day that she had made to the personnel policy. She also reported that Jason had edited the policy for spelling and grammatical errors. Mike Criner and Jason Miller each pointed out an additional spelling error.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #647. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
New Business: Board of Trustees - Fire Department CMC 2.36.030: Mayor Wilson reported that this item had been completed in March. Andrea Fichter explained that she had forgotten to update her committee list, which resulted in mistakenly adding this item to the agenda.
Budget Amendment, Street – Ordinance #648: Andrea Fichter reported that this amendment will update the budget for the grant received from the Transportation Improvement Board.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #648. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Oasis Teen Shelter Lease Agreement – Andrea Fichter stated that the East Valley Community Care Team has officially disbanded and that this lease is an updated version removing the East Valley Community Care Team and leaving the lease in the Oasis Teen Shelter name only.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the lease agreement. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Airport Lot #29, Lease Transfer Request – George Hewitt: Andrea Fichter reported on the lease transfer request from George Hewitt. Marla Reed stated that the town has a waiting list for a reason. Discussion ensued regarding the airport lot waiting list and the selling of leases. Andrea Fichter reviewed the section in the lease regarding assignability being allowed only with the approval of Council.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the lease transfer. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion was denied with Marla Reed, Jason Miller and Paul Rider opposed.
Events Application, Cement City Street Fair: The Council reviewed the application.
Jason Miller made a motion to approve the events application. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
FEMA Resolution, designating applicant agent: Andrea Fichter explained that this is the same type of resolution that was completed for the public assistance grant that was received from FEMA.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the resolution. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike reported that the town was awarded the grant for the fence repairs. He also reported that the TV antenna had been removed and that Puget Sound Energy needs to come out and remove the poles. Mike also reported on the prep work for the painting at the airport lounge. He stated that the painting may be completed prior to the Fly-In and if not, it will be done soon after the Fly-In.
Parks: Jason Miller: No report.
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason reported that they are now working on how the task forces will be managed by the Steering Committee. He also reported that Eric Archuletta is working on a presentation for Council to be presented at a later date.

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea reported that a public hearing will take place at the July 27 meeting to allow for the public to comment or suggest alternatives for the Hazard Mitigation Grant application and the project as a whole.

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported on a phone conversation between himself and Darla O’Conner at U.S.D.A Rural Development with regard to the water line projects. He also reported on the meetings that have been held with the homeowners in the landslide area. Mayor Wilson also reported on the projects that FEMA has and will be funding under the public assistance grant portion. He discussed the possibility of Cierra Pacific and the Department of Natural Resources’ assisting with the repair of the Baker River Rd. Jack Mears discussed the need to replace about 3 to 4 Sani-Cans. He reported that a couple were vandalized and one or two were also damaged by the snow. It was the consensus of the Council to purchase up to 4 new Sani-Cans.
