Town Council Meeting
September 14, 2009
 
7:30 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 
Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

Marla Reed made a motion to excuse Mike Criner. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Town Planner Rick Cisar and Deputy Clerk Paula Mann.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Doug Gates, Robin and Darla Feetham, Carol Fabrick, Evalyn Goeringer, Doris Mears, Larry Mitchell, Dave and Kathy Pfeiffer and Jim Hobbs. 
Public Participation: Larry Mitchell – Airport Lot Tenants Resolution: Larry Mitchell presented and read aloud a resolution developed and approved by the majority of leaseholders at the Concrete Airport requesting a name change to “Mears Field.” Larry stated that Jack Mears has been a tremendous asset to the Concrete Airport and when this idea was discussed among the many leaseholders and hangar owners at the airport it was met with great enthusiasm. 
Jack Mears stated that he has done all that work because he loves the airport. He also stated that he lives near there and stated that it’s just something he does and does not want any type of recognition. 


Jason Miller made a motion to approve the resolution brought to Council by Larry Mitchell. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears opposed. 
Jack Mears thanked the leaseholders and all the audience members. 
Special Presentations:
Public Safety: Jack Mears stated that he has noticed several deputies writing tickets lately. Audience member Darla Feetham stated that there is a pot hole on East Main Street near the Puget Sound Energy office that needs to be fixed. Audience member Robin Feetham stated that the cut in the road on North Superior needs to be filled in. Jason Miller requested permission to invite Cam Steigleder to a Council meeting to discuss and hear her suggestions regarding the contract issues with the Skagit County Sheriff. Jason also reported on an incident that occurred at the Concrete Post Office earlier that evening, where a10 year-old boy was witnessed urinating in the lobby. Jason also stated that people need to call 911, even in non-emergency situations to contact a deputy and report incidents. 
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim gave a brief update on the progress of the Main Street Sidewalk project. He stated that it is in the advertisement phase and reported on the pre-bid meeting that was held last week. He also reported that the bid opening will take place on Wednesday, September 16, at 3 p.m. Jim stated that he is hoping to receive at least five or six bids for this project. Jim also gave an update on the Mill Addition Water Line project. He stated that they are about 99% complete with the design phase and that the plans will hopefully be sent up this week for Town staff to review. Once the review is complete, we can proceed with advertising for this project as well. Jim also gave an update on the Baker River Road restoration. He stated that the surveyor has been scheduled. Jim reported on Task Order H, which Andrea handed out for Council review. He stated that this has been FEMA approved and will cover the survey and geotechnical report. Jim reported that another Task Order will come before Council for approval, which will cover the construction of the actual road. 

Jack Mears made a motion to approve Task Order H. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Jim also reported on a meeting that was held with Department of Natural Resources, Glacier Northwest (Cal Portland), Puget Sound Energy and others that want to utilize the road after it’s repaired. Jim stated that portions of the road run through Glacier and Puget property. He reported that there seems to be some discrepancies between these two entities as to who should pay for the maintenance of certain sections of this road. He also reported that most everyone was in agreement to help the Town in the fixing of this road. Jim stated that after the survey and the geotechnical report are complete and constructions plans are determined, we will see what each entity is willing to help with. Jim outlined the process of getting this project construction ready. He also stated that some drilling has occurred to test the soil and that no deep-seated movement had been detected.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: None 
Old Business: Airport Leases, Airport Lot Waiting List Application: A spelling error on the Airport Lot Waiting List Application was noted.
Paul Rider made a motion to approve the Airport Leases and the Airport Lot Waiting List Application. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears abstained. 
New Business: United Way of Skagit Valley Proclamation: Jason Miller made a motion to approve the proclamation. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Skagit County Senior Services Agreement: Andrea noted that there will be a slight price increase from last year. 

Paul Rider made a motion to approve the agreement. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

2010 Census Agreement/Proclamation: It was the consensus of the Council to table this issue until the Mayor meets with Loretta from the Census Bureau. 

Amend CMC 13.12.110 – Ordinance #653. Delinquent Utility Payoff Agreement – Resolution #2009-10: Andrea explained that these two items coincide. She stated that a small section of the code was changed to reflect the charge of notification fee would be included in the fee resolution. She also stated that the resolution will allow for a payoff agreement for delinquent utilities. She stated that this agreement can only be utilized by the customer once every six (6) months, so as to not allow for this to become a frequent occurrence. She also stated that this agreement also allows for the immediate termination of water services if the agreement is not fulfilled and that if the agreement is not fulfilled it can result in the denial of future payment arrangements being offered. 
Jack Mears made a motion to approve Ordinance #653 and Resolution #2009-10. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: In the absence of Mike Criner, Jack Mears reported that the Town got the exemption needed for approval for the fence replacement grant from Washington State Department of Transportation Aviation Division. Andrea will contact Guyline and move forward with the replacement and realignment of the fence. 
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the Parks Committee had met earlier this evening. He stated that the oiling of the sign is going well, two coats have been put on the front and a third will be done soon, and then the back side will also get two coats. Jason also reported that he will be placing the birdhouses that he has so far, which is about six. He also reported that Public Works will put in a five- (5) foot opening in the fence that runs parallel to Main Street, so that Town Park will more easily accessed from the Main Street sidewalk. 
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the next meeting will be held on September 23, at 6 p.m. at the Pilot’s Lounge. Jason stated that they will finalize the Vision Statement at this meeting. He stated that the Task Forces will report to the Steering Committee and the Steering Committee will report to the Council. 
Department Reports:
Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported that the Planning Commission will take a tour of the wastewater treatment plant at their meeting tomorrow night. He also gave an update on the progress and process for the update on the Shoreline Master Program. Rick also reported on the need to develop and adopt regulations for mobile food vendors. He stated that this is in draft form currently and has been sent to the Department of Commerce for their review, then it will have to go to public hearing at the Planning Commission level and then will come before Council for final approval. He also reported on the issuance of two separate fill and grade permits for the Airport, for two separate leaseholders who are interested in building hangars. Rick also reported on the removal of the single-wide mobile home that was struck by a telephone poll and demolished, which will be replaced by a double-wide mobile home soon. Rick also reported on the letter received from the Department of Commerce regarding the approval of the Critical Areas Ordinance that was adopted in December of 2008. Rick also stated that Planning Commission member Brock Tenney has resigned and the vacancy has been advertised. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea referred to the FYI section of the Council packets. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported on the lowest bid received for the installation of the security cameras at Town Hall. Discussion ensued regarding the placement and installation of the cameras. 

Jack Mears made a motion to move forward with the installation of the security cameras. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Alan stated that an official letter needs to be written to Jerry Robinson stating the repair of the cut in the road needs to be completed. Alan also updated on the warranty issues at the wastewater treatment plant. He stated that Enviroquip is refusing technical support and has also suspended any warranties until they have been paid what Boss Construction owes them. Discussion ensued regarding Boss Construction and the issues at the wastewater treatment plant. David updated the Council on the discussions, letters and e-mails that have been circulating. Discussion ensued regarding the importance of the equipment being under warranty and the need for technical support. It was suggested to pay Enviroquip with the funds that have been requested by Boss Construction in their latest pay request. Alan also discussed other issues related to the wastewater treatment plant. Alan also noted that the centrifuge re-build is going to have to wait. He cannot get the building de-classified and the centrifuge cannot be re-built to meet class 1 div 2 classifications. Alan explained the purpose of the centrifuge and how the process works. Discussion ensued regarding the decommissioning of the lagoon and where to get the funding to do this. 
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported that the last movie night had gone really well, with more than a hundred (100) people in attendance. Andrea stated that the Town has received a little more than $800 in donations. She also stated that certificates of appreciation were available for the Mayor and council to sign. The certificates are for anyone donating $50.00 or more. Mayor Wilson also reported on a meeting that he had with Rick Larson to discuss the wastewater treatment plant debt. Mayor Wilson stated that Rick Larson reported that he will get his people in Washington, D.C., working on locating funding to help relieve the debt created by the wastewater treatment plant. 
Announcements: Mayor Wilson reported that Mike Criner is back in the hospital with complications from medication and another possible blockage. He is currently at United General. 
Executive Session: None
 
Adjournment: Jack Mears made a motion for adjournment at 8:10 p.m. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Andrea Fichter requested that the Council reconvene. She stated that she had forgotten a lease transfer request. 

Jason Miller made a motion to re-open the meeting. Paul Rider seconded the motion at 8:11 p.m.

Andrea reviewed the lease transfer request. She stated that Jan Zumwalt had requested the waiting list and had utilized it to find someone to transfer his lease to. 
Paul Rider made a motion to approve the transfer. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Paul Rider made a motion for adjournment at 8:14 p.m. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
