Town Council Meeting
September 28, 2009
 
7:30 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 
Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

Marla Reed made a motion to excuse Mike Criner. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Town Planner Rick Cisar and Deputy Clerk Paula Mann.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Carol Fabrick, Evalyn Goeringer, and Robin and Darla Feetham. 
Public Participation: Chris Jansen – Street cleaning and storm water run-off on Cedar Park: Chris Jansen was not present at this meeting. 
Special Presentations:
Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported that the security cameras were installed today at Town Hall. Jack Mears stated that he believes this was money well spent. Mayor Wilson also reported that he was pulled over last week for not coming to a complete stop at the intersection of Superior Avenue and State Route 20. Jason Miller reported that Cam Steigleder will attend the October 26 meeting to answer any questions the Council or public may have for her regarding the current contract with the Skagit County Sheriffs and possible ideas for re-instating the Town’s police force. 
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Jim reported on the bid opening that took place on September 16 for the Main Street Sidewalk project. He stated that the low bidder was JS & S Excavation. He also reported that the references had been checked. He stated that all the requirements for award have been met and that he was recommending award. 


Jack Mears made a motion to accept the low bid from JS & S Excavation. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 

Jim outlined the next steps in the process beginning with the completion of the contract documents and other related paperwork. He also reported on the breakdown of funds that will be submitted to the Transportation Improvement Board (T.I.B.). 

Jim also updated the Council on the Baker River Road repair. He stated that Geo Engineers have completed the survey and he expects to have a preliminary report by the end of the week, which he will forward to Alysha at the State Department of Emergency Management.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: None 
Old Business: Airport Name Change – “Mears Field,” Resolution #2009-11: Andrea explained that this is the official resolution of the Town to proceed with the airport name change. 
Jason Miller made a motion to approve Resolution #2009-11. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried with Jack Mears abstained. 
Planning Commission Vacancy, Application – Shelle Timmer: This item was tabled until the October 13 meeting, when Shelle can be in attendance. 
New Business: Events Application – Ghost Walk: Andrea reported that this event’s application requires nothing of the Town. 
Paul Rider made a motion to approve the events application. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously. 
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: In the absence of Mike Criner, Jack Mears reported that Andrea had contacted Guyline and they should be up sometime this week or next to begin work on the fence replacement. Jack also reported on the sign that was installed on Sunday for “Mears Field.” Jack reported that everything at the airport is going well, with a lot of new people flying in. 
Parks: Jason Miller: No report. 
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason handed out the Visioning document for Mayor and Council to review. He stated that he and Eric Archuletta will present to the Council on behalf of the Visioning Committee at the October 26 Council Meeting. He also reported that the Visioning Committee will report to the Council on a monthly basis. Jason stated that many of the ideas are small and inexpensive to complete. Jason reported on of the ideas of partially fencing in the play area at Silo Park. He also reported that it was suggested to have a tarp placed on the roof of the Lonestar Building to prevent any further damage to historical items that may still be inside. Alan reported that he believes that most of the historical items have been removed and that the walls and floor are concrete and should be able to withstand the weather. 
Department Reports:
Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported that the wastewater treatment plant tour that Alan gave the Planning Commission at their last meeting was excellent. The Commission was really impressed. Rick also reported that a Public Hearing will take place at the October 6 Planning Commission meeting regarding the development standards for mobile food and espresso vendors. Rick stated that the information has been sent to the Department of Commerce for expedited review and that all of the statutory requirements have been met. 
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: No report. 
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan updated the Council on the issues with the alarm system. He reported that A.D.T. could not meet the requirements for the explosion-proof area and therefore they cannot complete the installation. Alan stated that he has now contacted the second lowest bidder, which was Guardian Security, to have them complete the alarm system. Alan reported on the amount of the contract as being double from what A.D.T.’s bid was, but that A.D.T.’s bid had not included the explosion-proof requirements or the gas detection. It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with the installation by Guardian Security. Alan also reported on the continuing issues with Boss Construction and Enviroquip. David discussed the issues regarding the Town paying Enviroquip out of Boss’ latest pay request. He also updated on the next steps and the items that he was still looking into. Alan stated that Boss needs to adhere to their warranties. Discussion ensued regarding getting the plant to final acceptance and what it will take to get to that point. Alan discussed different issues and problems still taking place at the plant. David also reported on the mediation agreement and that mediation should take place around the end of October or the first part of November. David stated that he will need the Mayor and at least one Council member present for a full day of mediation. 
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported on a meeting that he’d had with Chrystal Riley from the Oasis Teen Shelter. Mayor Wilson stated that the shelter is working on setting up safe places for the kids to come where they can receive transportation to Mount Vernon or just have someone to talk to. Mayor Wilson stated that so far there are three places in Town where kids can come for this; the Resource Center, Town Hall, and the Concrete High school. He also reported that they are looking for volunteers to help with this program. Mayor Wilson reported that we have received word that the FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant has been approved. He also reported on a meeting that was held with officials from CalPortland (Glacier Northwest), Richard Frank, and himself to discuss the time capsule. Mayor Wilson also questioned if the Council would be interested in having a Council and staff pig roast. It was the consensus of the Council to proceed with the planning of this function. 
Announcements: Jason Miller questioned if anyone had an update on Mike Criner. Mayor Wilson stated that he will call tomorrow and check on him. 

Jason Miller suggested sending Jerry Robinson a reminder letter. It was also suggested to send Jack Clifton a letter, relieving him of his fines since the demolition of the old grade school is complete.

Adjournment: Jack Mears made a motion for adjournment at 8:07 p.m. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
