Town Council Meeting
November 9, 2009
 
7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 
Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Jason Miller.

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Town Planner Rick Cisar, and Deputy Clerk Paula Mann.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Evalyn Goeringer, Carol Fabrick and Katie Watters.
Public Participation: Bill Chamness, Lorenzen Creek: Bill reported on a conversation that he had with Wendy Cole from the Department of Fisheries regarding the flooding at Lorenzen Creek. He reported that she had suggested that he sandbag or put a burm around his entire property. He stated that he’s worried that he might make the flooding worse up or downstream. Alan Wilkins explained the way the creek would have to be dug according to the Department of Fisheries to protect the fish habitat. He also discussed different conversations that he has had with Wendy Cole. Discussion ensued between Mayor, Council, staff and Bill regarding the flooding issues at Lorenzen Creek. Mayor Wilson asked if Bill would like to be present at the meeting that is scheduled for Tuesday, November 10 at 3:30 p.m. at Town Hall. Mayor Wilson stated that he, Alan, and Wendy Cole will also be present. Jason Miller requested that he be able to attend as well. Bill stated that his property is more of a concern for him than the actual home.
Special Presentations:
Public Safety: Mayor Wilson stated that he had spoken with Sergeant Adams regarding discussions that took place at the last Council meeting in relation to the Eagles Nest. He stated that the Sheriff is aware of the problems and has it under surveillance. Mayor Wilson stated that he will contact Sergeant Adams for an update on this item. Mayor Wilson called on Alan Wilkins to explain the flooding issues and possible fixes at South Rietze and Cedar Street. Alan reported on the possibility of installing a type 2 catch basin that will hopefully alleviate the flooding. Mayor Wilson also reported that he had spoken with Lucille Comstock on the possibility of installing an infiltration system along her property line, which borders the west side of South Rietze. Alan reported that he will contact Jim Hobbs and have him take a look at it and get this fixed as soon as possible. Further discussion ensued regarding the flooding issues at Lorenzen Creek and the problems at South Rietze and Cedar Street.

Consent Agenda

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: 2010 Property Tax Increase: Andrea Fichter explained the proposed 1% increase in the amount of revenue the town would receive from property taxes for 2010. She reported that there were three (3) examples included in their Council Packets, which outlined the amount of the increase (for the 2010 year) based on assessed property values. She stated that these increases are very minimal.
Mayor Wilson opened the hearing to the public at 7:18 p.m.
An audience member questioned what the resolution states. Andrea explained that the resolution would authorize a 1% increase in property tax revenue that the town would receive in 2010.
Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:20 p.m.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve Resolution 200-13, authorizing the 1% property tax revenue increase. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
2010 Budget: Mayor Wilson stated that at this time the budget is balanced and handouts were available by the sign-in sheet for public review.
Mayor Wilson opened the public hearing at 7:22 p.m.

With no public comment or questions, Mayor Wilson closed the public hearing at 7:23 p.m.
No action was taken on this item at this time.
Old Business: Mobile Food Vendor Standards: Rick Cisar updated the Council on the changes that were made to the two ordinances as requested by Council at the last meeting. Jason Miller questioned what this would do for the aesthetics of the town. He also questioned the health department requirements. Marla Reed stated that we are trying to improve the town right now and she does not believe that this would be an improvement. Rick explained that with these standards that the permit would be issued as a temporary use and would ultimately have to be approved by the Council. He stated that the Town Council could impose conditions as well that would have to be followed for the permit to stay active. Jack Mears stated that he does not think that the Town should restrict business. Jack also pointed out that the Council has the authority to cancel or terminate the permit if the conditions are not met.
Jason Miller made a motion to approve Ordinances #652 and #654 with the change in Ordinance #654 (1) which should read the Town Council not the Town. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion was carried with Marla Reed and Paul Rider opposed.
New Business: Events Application, Friends Helping Friends, Christmas Parade: Mayor Wilson stated that this is the same event as last year.
Marla Reed made a motion to approve the events application. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Mike Criner requested to have the Sockeye Express running by this event. Alan Wilkins stated that he will let Rich Philips know.
Airport Lot #8 – Lease Transfer Request: Ed Brown, current lease holder of lot #8 at “Mears Field” updated the Council on the sale of his hangar. He stated that he believes that the sale would go through if the Council would guarantee the transfer of the lease if the hangar was actually sold.
It was the consensus of the Council to authorize the transfer of the lease if the hangar actually sells.
Shoreline Master Program Contract, Graham-Bunting Associates: Rick Cisar updated the Council on the consultant agreement for the Shoreline Master Program update. He stated that he had advertised for the needed consultant and had sent out notification to those on the Town Professional Service Roster. He reported that Graham-Bunting was chosen based on their bid and previous work performed by them for the Town. Rick also updated on the available grant funds that will be used for this. He stated that about $42,000 will go to Graham-Bunting and the remaining funds will be used for mapping and administrative costs. Rick stated that he is recommending approval of the contract.
Jason Miller made a motion to approve the contract. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike reported that the fence has not yet been repaired. He reported that Jack called to get an update from Guyline and that they had stated they were not aware that the funding was available for them to proceed. Jack assured them that the funding was granted. Mike stated that Guyline hopes to be up this week to complete the project.
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason discussed the fencing that will be placed around the play area at Silo Park. Alan reported on the one quote that has been received. It was the consensus of the Council to get at least one more quote. Jason also updated the Council on the free tree being offered by Jim Barbarinas, and stated that he would like to wait until Barbarinas has a tree for which the Parks Committee can easily find a suitable location. 
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason reported that the next meeting will be held on November 18 at 6 p.m. at the Pilot’s Lounge.
Department Reports:
Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick reported that the Planning Commission will meet tomorrow. He stated that they will review chapter 8 of the Comprehensive Plan. He also reported that they will begin to review the Visioning material so that it can be added to the Comprehensive Plan as well. Rick also reported on the Pine Valley (Landmark) plat updates.
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: No report.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported that the alarm is installed and working. He reported that the gas detection still needs to be collaborated. He also reported that the Town should be in Guardian’s system now for the monitoring. He further updated the Council on the flooding issues at Lorenzen Creek. He explained the work and equipment that it requires to dig the creek. He further explained different solutions that would all require a permit. Further discussion ensued on the direction of the creek and where the flooding issues are located. Alan also discussed the way they used to be able to dig the creek. Bill Chamness also stated that he now realizes that some of his flooding issues could have been avoided by plowing or removing snow on his property. Alan also updated the Council on Enviroquip re-instating their warranties. Alan requested an update on the Baker River Road. Mayor Wilson reported that he is waiting to hear back from Jim Hobbs who is waiting to hear back from Washington State Department of Emergency Management. Alan also reported on the repair of the vector truck and the valves that had to be replaced.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson congratulated Jason Miller and Paul Rider on their re-election. He also reminded staff and Council about the pig roast on the 22nd at the Airport Lounge from 3 p.m. to 7 p.m. He also requested that everyone have their money in before the 13th.
Announcements: Mayor Wilson stated that the staff will have a holiday party in December. Jason Miller stated that Rainy Day Books will be closing December 20. Andrea asked if there is a need for any further budget workshops, it was the consensus of the Mayor and Council that no further workshops would be necessary.
Executive Session: None
 
Adjournment: Mike Criner made a motion for adjournment at 8:10 p.m. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
