Town Council Meeting
January 25, 2010
 
7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 
Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Mike Criner, Marla Reed, and Jason Miller.

Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Deputy Clerk Paula Mann, and Town Planner Rick Cisar.

Public Participation: Eric Archuletta - Visioning Presentation: Eric presented his PowerPoint presentation including a slide show on the last year of visioning efforts. He stated that the project as a whole is a good start in establishing a sustainable community. He proceeded to show various pictures of different town visioning events throughout the last year. He closed his presentation by thanking the Town for their participation in the visioning efforts. Mayor Wilson questioned when and if Eric would be moving into town. Eric stated that they have been seriously considering it.
Concrete Heritage Museum Historic Byway Tour, Cheri-Cook Blodgett: Cheri thanked the Town Council and handed out informational copies to the audience. Cheri stated that a lot of time has gone into the instrumentation of this project. She stated that the museum had applied for and received a County Lodging Tax Grant. She stated that they have developed an updated map of the area using these funds. Discussion ensued regarding the design of the maps and the future placement of the scenic byway signs. Cheri reported that there will be a total of seven sites for the sign placements. She also reported that the seventh sign still needs a final location. Cheri thanked Jason for putting up the signs in Bear Square. Cheri stated that informational walking tour brochures will be available at the Chamber. Cheri also reported that she has been contact with the Department of Transportation regarding the placement of the signs on the State Route 20. She also stated that the museum has funding for the first five signs but still needs to secure funds for the production of the last two signs. Cheri reported that the Department of Transportation will contact the Town with regard to the placement of the signs. Cheri requested approval and participation from the town in the finalizing of this project. Jack Mears stated that it seems like a lot of work and time has been invested in this project. Cheri stated that she has been very busy putting this together. Cheri also discussed possibilities for additional funding with an audience member.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve the placement of the signs and the possible future participation of the town in this project. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Special Presentations:
 

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson stated that Sergeant Greg Adams contacted him regarding the water rescue volunteers. Sergeant Adams wanted to know if anyone would be interested in volunteering and also inquire about possible future equipment storage. Mayor Wilson stated that the number 24 boat is currently being stored at the fire department but since there is no one from the fire department on the water rescue they would like it stored elsewhere to free up space. An audience member questioned if it could be stored at a private residence. It was the consensus of the Council that the boat would need to be stored in a secure location. Discussion ensued regarding different secure locations for the storage of the rescue boat. Audience member John Boggs questioned the status of the Sockeye Express. Alan Wilkins stated that it is in the process of being repaired.
Reichhardt & Ebe Engineering - Jim Hobbs: Absent Task Order J, 2010 On-call Services: Mayor Wilson requested that this item be tabled until Jim Hobbs was present to discuss this task order.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Public Hearings: None
Old Business: Ordinance #658: The needed changes discussed at the last Council meeting were made to this ordinance.
Mike Criner made a motion to approve ordinance #658. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
New Business: Events Application, Mardi Gras: Vicki Dinkins gave a brief overview of this year’s event.
Jason Miller made a motion to approve the events application. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike reported that as soon as they have some additional information, Jack Mears will submit an events application for an event at the airport. Mike also stated that Jack Mears is looking into some possible grants for the airport. Jack Mears also announced a soup feed that will take place at the airport lounge for the current airport leaseholders. Jack also stated that the leaseholders would also like to invite the Town Council. Mayor Wilson stated that they would have to advertise this as a meeting if the Town Council decided to attend.
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason stated that the Parks Committee had met earlier tonight. He reported that they had discussed the bikes and trails plans. Jason reported that Rick Cisar will review the existing maps. Jason also discussed the opening in the fence at Town Park. Discussion ensued regarding the size, dimension and location of the opening. Mayor Wilson questioned the status of the Community Garden. Jason stated that he should know by the end of February if the $4,000 grant that was applied for is approved. Marla Reed stated that this grant is not through United General Hospital. Jason also updated on an additional $1,000 grant that is being applied for through Welch’s for the purchase of garden supplies for the children. Jack Mears stated that he noticed that the fence at Silo Park is installed. Alan Wilkins stated that he has already noticed that kids have been climbing on the fence. Jason Miller questioned if placement of signs would be helpful to deter this kind of behavior. Discussion ensued regarding access points in and around the Silo Park area. Jack Mears questioned the feasibility of a wood picket fence around the Community Garden area. Jason Miller stated that he is hoping that having kids involved in the garden and giving them pride in their work will help to keep the vandalism down. Jason also stated that community gardens ALWAYS have some level of vandalism and theft associated with them, and that all community members need to be aware of this and take steps to minimize this kind of behavior.
Visioning: Jason Miller: Jason stated that Jack McCormick needs Mayor Wilson to contact him regarding the inspection of the Lone Star Building. Jason reported that they need a declaration on the current stability of the building for the grant applications. Mayor Wilson stated he has also spoken with Glacier Northwest (CalPortland) regarding partial funding of the renovation project. Mayor Wilson also stated that he noticed that the clean-up was a major concern of the visioning efforts. It was suggested that the notices get handed out door-to-door instead of mailing them to the home-owners so that all residents, including renters, get the flyers. Jack Mears questioned if the clean-up weekends could be held twice a year. Paula Mann stated that the franchise agreement with Waste Management only covers the town for one annual event with a total of four (4) dumpsters being provided at no charge. Mayor Wilson stated that if the Council wants to hold an additional clean-up day than the Town would be responsible for the cost of the dumpsters.
Department Reports: 

Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick gave a brief update on the Planning Commission status. Rick stated that he has not yet received Jean Johnson’s resignation. Mayor Wilson questioned how many meetings she has missed. Rick stated that he needed to double check but he believed that she had missed the last three meetings. Mayor Wilson stated that if she has already missed three meetings, she can be removed from the Planning Commission without an official resignation.
Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: No report.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan Wilkins stated that the wastewater treatment plant is working. Alan also stated that Shawn McKone is coming up for a meeting on January 26, 2010, and to inspect the wastewater treatment plant.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson thanked Jason Miller and Nicolette Thornton for all of the work that they have done around town. Alan Wilkins stated that Dale could install the byway signs; he would just need to know the locations. Jason Miller also volunteered to help with the installation of the signs at the Bear Square site. Mayor Wilson stated that he would like to set the dates now for the clean-up days. Discussion ensued regarding the best dates for the clean-up days to take place. It was the consensus of the Council to set the dates for April 10-11 and September 11-12. Jack Mears asked if there were any updates on the situation with BOSS. David Day stated that the letter went out to HDR, but he has not heard back from Dave Peters yet.
Announcements: Audience member Joseph Lott reported that he would like to bring a mixed martial arts program into town. He stated that he feels this is a great way of getting the kids involved and can contribute needed structure for the youth of the town. He stated various ways that he would like for this to contribute and help the town and its youth. The Town Council spoke of its support of this idea. Mayor Wilson stated the he would have to find a good location and get a business license with the town. Discussion ensued regarding possible locations for the classes to be held.
