Michael Hayes – Town Center Sign Advertisement Request for Vogler Lake: Michael Hayes was absent from the meeting. Jason Miller reminded the Council that the purpose of the Town Center Sign is to advertise businesses on Main Street and to direct visitors to the downtown area. Discussion ensued on the request for the advertisement also being located out of town limits.

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reminded the Council and audience members that the workshop with the Sheriff will take place tomorrow (March 9, 2010) at 3:00 p.m. to discuss current and future contractual issues. The Mayor also discussed the e-mail that was sent to him and the Council regarding his daughter riding her 4-wheeler on the road. He stated that she was mostly riding on their property and going back and forth around their trees. Discussion ensued regarding the validity of an anonymous complaint. Discussion also ensued regarding the research that Andrea Fichter did regarding this matter. She stated that she could not find any statute in the R.C.W.s that ultimately stated that riding a 4-wheeler on the road was illegal. She reported that there are numerous stipulations with regard to proper safety attire, licensing and other numerous items. She also stated that she did find where it stated that no one under 13 years of age was to ride across a highway. Mayor Wilson stated that he is most likely going to be moving from the neighborhood. He stated that the property that he is looking at is still within town limits. Mayor Wilson also updated the Council on the discussions that took place at the last Fire Department meeting. He stated that most of the volunteer fire fighters stated they would be willing to donate their time in the building of a new public safety building. He also updated the Council on the possibility of using a bond to fund the design and construction of the Public Safety Building. He stated that after the meeting next week with County and State Representatives, he will know more on possible funding opportunities.
