Town Council Meeting
June 14, 2010
 
7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Marla Reed, and Jason Miller and Mike Criner.
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Town Planner Rick Cisar, and Deputy Clerk Paula Mann.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Joelene Meckstroth, Chris Kennedy, Evelyn Goeringer, Allen Fabrick, Carol Fabrick, and Don Payne.
Public Participation: Events Application – Concrete Youth Activity Day: Joelene Meckstroth and Chris Kennedy announced that the Concrete Youth Activity Day will be held this year on July 22, 2010. They informed the Town Council that the event will be held entirely at Silo Park, unlike previous years where they used both Silo Park and Town Center Park. They also informed the Council on the different forms of activities that will be available for the event. They stated that this year, one of the few changes that will be made is to the t-shirts, where the sponsor’s names will be listed. Discussion ensued on the location of the activities at the Park, and whether there will be a need for sanitation units.

Paul Rider made a motion to approve the events application. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Hi. Lo. Country Hotel & Café Grand Opening: Paul Rider updated the Council that Bear Square will be the location of the event. Discussion ensued on the types of activities that were going to be held, and in what time frame the activities were going to happen. It was the consensus of the Council to approve the events application on the condition that the festivities were held within the time frame of 8:00 a.m. and 5:00 p.m.
Jason Miller made a motion to approve the events application. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Safety: Mayor Wilson reported that he received several phone calls throughout the week about cars that had been keyed, a stop stick that was placed on Highway 20, and cars peeling out around town. Marla Reed stated that the sheriffs still were not attending the Town Council meetings. Jason Miller stated that their failure to attend represented a breach of contract. Discussion ensued on the variables of the Town having their own Police Department compared to the services of the Skagit County Sheriff’s Department. Jack Mears stated that the Town can’t afford its own Police Department, due to economic hardship at the present time. Jason Miller stated that he was concerned over the response from the Sheriff’s Deputy with regard to the stop stick incident. Further discussion ensued on the presence requirements at future Town Council meetings by the Sheriff’s department. Mayor Wilson gave the Council further details regarding the cars being keyed on Main Street. Eight cars had been keyed, but none were reported to the Sheriff’s Department. Further discussion ensued on the feasibility of a Neighborhood Watch Program being implemented. Mayor Wilson also reported to the Town Council that Sharon Dillon called and informed him that there is a grant available for the Public Safety Building that she is willing to pursue on behalf of the Town. The Mayor also reported that the Concrete Fire Department has ordered several SCBA air packs which they were in serious need of. They are currently being pressure tested, and should arrive on Thursday, June 17. Discussion ensued on the possible burning of the landslide homes for fire training purposes. Mayor Wilson also informed the Council that there will be an emergency disaster drill. The drill is currently in the organization phase, but it will involve several areas.

Paul Rider made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Mike Criner seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: None
Old Business: Lorenzen Creek Re-Route Survey Quotes: Town Planner Rick Cisar updated the Town Council on the quotes that were received for the Lorenzen Creek Re-Route. Five requests were sent out and four were retuned. The Council was briefed on the details of the quotes. Rick stated that the funding in the budget still needs to be figured out, but that there may be grant money available. Paul asked when this project was projected to happen. Mayor Wilson informed the Council that it would be a lengthy process. Discussion ensued on the possible locations of the re-routes, and the possible educational opportunities that may be available with a project like this. Marla Reed stated that additional options should be pursued with regard to the location. Rick stated that he would go back and refigure the location possibilities, review the budget with Andrea, and then bring it back to the Council.
Jason Miller mentioned that Rebekah Luttrell was interested in having a BMX Track installed around Silo Park, and that her son would like to do this project to fulfill his Senior Project requirements for High School to help better the community.


New Business: Elect Mayor Pro-tem: Jack Mears made a motion to elect Jason Miller as Mayor Pro-tem, Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion passed with Jason Miller recused.

Jack Mears inquired about Andrea and her available leave. He stated that he wanted to make sure that her time was covered and taken care of. Mayor Wilson stated that they would make sure that it was. Mayor Wilson also announced that Carol Fabrick would be coming in for a couple of days to help in the office.

Mayor Wilson updated the Town Council on the Vet Clinic that was interested in coming into Town to offer low-cost vaccinations to local residents’ pets. The vet would charge at-cost vaccinations with no fee for examinations and office visits, to try and provide this community with a much-needed service. After more detailed information is received, a lease can be drawn up for the required 2 days a month. Marla Reed stated that the vet should come before Council and request the Town to lease the space.

Discussion Items: Fuel Cell at Airport: Nothing new.

Sewer Lien Foreclosures: David Day updated the Town Council on the progress of the Johnson foreclosure, and the status of the title reports.
Main Street Fence Repair/Tree Trimming: Alan Wilkins stated that the fence needs to be pressure-washed, and then the project will be under way.
Lonestar Building Cleanup: Marla Reed inquired if the Lone Star cleanup will have lunch provided for the volunteers. Jason Miller stated that the Concrete Herald and Community Stew will provide lunches. It was suggested that Advanced H20 be contacted to see if they are willing to donate bottled water to the Town. Discussion ensued on the location of the garbage containers for the cleanup event. It was mentioned that the event will start at 8:00 a.m. and finish when the containers are full.
Ordinance Updates: David Day updated the Town Council that the loitering ordinance was almost impossible to write and enforce. He stated that the Park Ordinance that was passed actually covered two of the requested items. David also stated that the drafts are almost done.
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Jack Mears reported that he received a message from a man who was inquiring on the possibility of having a Camp-In by the Evergreen Soaring Club on July 3 through 11. He was waiting to hear back on more information. He also informed the Town Council that the airport was turned down for the grant that they had applied for, due to the fact that there is already an existing gate.
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason Miller informed the Council that he has the tape for the Bear located in Bear Square. He will write and re-record the message. Mayor Wilson stated that he would like a sign to be made for the “Judy Coffell and Gladys Silrus Garden”. Jason Miller stated that he would contact Sign Pro.
Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason announced the Fence-Building Blitz that will be held at the Community Garden from June 25-27 Mayor Wilson mentioned the award that Sharon Dillon had mentioned that the Town has received for the Imagine Concrete. Jason said that he would look into it. Jason announced that the AWC award the Town is receiving will be awarded at the AWC Breakfast on June 24 in Vancouver, Washington. Jason also mentioned that several Cupples family members were excited about the dedication of the Community Garden that is to be held on July 22. Discussion ensued on what the fence-building blitz might require. Alan stated that he will be gone but will have Rich bring down a generator.
Department Reports:
Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Shoreline Master Program: Rick updated the Town Council on the Shoreline Master Program. He stated that Public Notifications have been sent out by mail and that our Web site has been updated with the information.

Planning Commission Resignation: Rick informed the Town Council that the resignation from Bill Philips has been received. He also mentioned that Shelle Timmer will be moving and at that point the Planning Commission will be down to seven members.

Zoning Code Amendment, Town Center District – Signs: Rick informed the Town Council that there are informational handouts in the packets for their review.

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Mayor Wilson informed the Town Council that the Auditors will be coming to do the Single Audit within the next couple of weeks.

Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan reported that biosolids had been transported from the Wastewater Treatment Plant to La Conner. He had spoken to Enviroquip and they suggested that we give the biosolids to another small town that needs it to start their wastewater treatment system. Alan also updated the Council on the status of several repair items with regard to the Wastewater Treatment Plant. Alan also informed the Council that he is getting prices for a fire extinguisher system for the Variable Frequency Drive. Alan also requested that the Sheriff’s Department keep an eye on the Limestone Street section of Town.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported that Rich Philips will be in class from June 15-17. The Mayor also reported that Rich Philips and he attended the NIMS 400 training in Mt. Vernon. He also informed the Town Council that Rebekah Luttrell and Melissa Sterne set up a photography studio in the Sauk View Gallery. The Mayor also reminded the Council of the elected officials training on July 8, 2010. Both Mayor Wilson and Marla Reed stated that they couldn’t make the training due to previous commitments.
