Town Council Meeting
July 26, 2010
 
7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Mike Criner, Marla Reed, and Jason Miller.
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, and Deputy Clerk Paula Mann.
 

Audience Members Signed In: Doug Gates, Rick Archuletta, John Boggs, Carol Fabrick, Evalyn Goeringer, Valerie Stafford, Leatha and Bill Sullivan, Don Payne, and Tamera Glaser.
Public Participation: Mayor Wilson reported on the needed repairs to make the Sockeye Express operational. He questioned what the Chamber of Commerce and the Museum would like to see happen with regard to the Sockeye Express. He stated that he believes that due to the extensive repairs needed, the current Sockeye Express is inoperable and not repairable. Audience member John Boggs gave a brief history of the Sockeye Express. Audience member Val Stafford asked for more information on ways the Town and the Chamber can work together on this issue. Mayor Wilson suggested that the body of the Sockeye get installed on the top of a small pick-up truck. Discussion ensued regarding different options with regard to the rebuilding or recreating of the Sockeye Express. John Boggs suggested that a trailer with seats get pulled behind a tractor. Skagit County Sheriff Deputy Holmes suggested that the Town check with the State Patrol to make sure that this type of vehicle would be allowed to cross State Route 20. Councilmember Jack Mears suggested that the Town look into the insurance coverage on a truck and trailer. Further discussion ensued on the possibilities of rebuilding the current Sockeye Express compared to a new vehicle. It was suggested that a task force for the Sockeye Express be formed to work on the issues. Mayor Wilson suggested that Val Stafford, John Boggs, Mike Criner, Alan Wilkins and Rich Philips be on the committee. Mayor Wilson suggested that everyone get together at the next Council meeting to discuss the information that was collected.

Special Presentations:

 

Public Safety: Jack Mears gave a brief update on a couple incidents that occurred at the airport during the Fly-In. He stated that Deputy Hendrickson had investigated and that the issues were resolved. Audience member Tamera Glaser expressed dissatisfaction with the 911 response to a call she placed. Deputy Holmes stated that there needs to be better communication between the Town and law enforcement so that the Sheriffs are aware of events that are occurring. Marla Reed suggested that a copy of the events application get submitted to the Sheriffs as well.

Mike Criner made a motion to approve Resolution #2010-08. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Old Business: Mears Field Airport Lease – Lot #38 Transfer Request: Mike Criner made a motion to approve the transfer. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

New Business: Events Application – Skagit Aero Town, Lynn King: Paul Rider made a motion to approve the events application. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Ordinance #665, Amending CMC 13.12.090: Mike Criner made a motion to approve Ordinance #665. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Discussion Items: Lone Star Building/Library Board: Mayor Wilson stated that a workshop will be held to discuss the Lone Star Building restoration at the High School Commons on August 31 at 6 p.m. It was suggested that it be set up as a public meeting so that the entire Council can attend. Mayor Wilson stated that a lot has happened with the Lone Star Building over the last several years and he updated the Council on possible grant opportunities and the upcoming plans and dates of new developments. Alan Wilkins updated the Council on the continued security of the building.
Ordinances – Skagit County Sheriff Enforcement: David Day stated that the noise ordinance is the only one left and he will bring that to the next Council meeting.

Fireworks Show and Possible Ordinance Change: Mayor Wilson stated that we have a full year to work on this. Alan Wilkins stated that Silo Park would be the best location.

EV Corridor: Mayor Wilson stated that there was an e-mail update included in the Council packets.

Events – Beer Gardens: Discussion ensued on the requirements of permits.

Time Capsule Placement and Sealing: Mayor Wilson stated he is still in the discussion phase with Cal Portland with regard to a crane.
Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner: Mike Criner stated that during the training they took in Darrington, the lawyer who was present at the training had stated the auditors have no control over Jack Mears being on the Airport Committee, they can only make suggestions on this. Mike Criner made a motion to reinstate Jack Mears to the Airport Committee. Mayor Wilson stated that there is not a vote required for this. Mayor Wilson appointed Jack Mears to the Airport Committee with the consensus of the Council. Jack Mears updated the Council on the Fly-In. He stated that besides a few minor problems, it had gone well. He also stated that there is a need for more food vendors in the future. Jack Mears also stated that the Civil Air Patrol needs to be involved next year. Marla Reed suggested that the trees need to be trimmed up around the main gate. Jack Mears also inquired about the minimum liability coverage at the airport. He stated that he believes that the Town needs to raise the minimum coverage.
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason Miller updated the Council on the Parks meeting. He stated that he would e-mail Alan Wilkins contact information on the high schooler who is interested in painting the bollards at Silo Park. He also showed the Council the updated design of the Judy Coffell and Gladys Silrus Garden sign. He also stated that he is investigating info on the horseshoe pits. Discussion ensued on possible locations.
Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason Miller suggested to the Council that the Town doesn’t pull out any large items from the Lone Star Building during the clean-up. The same goes for items that are attached to the structure, such as radiators and toilets. He also stated that the dedication for the Angele Cupples Community Garden had gone well. He reported that 12 of Angele Cupples family members had been present at the dedication. He stated that they are currently working on staining the fence and requested Council permission to get a quote from Troy Sydnes to finish staining the fence. It was the consensus of the Council to go ahead with getting a quote. Jason Miller also mentioned that Marla Reed made 25 birdhouses and that the kids are painting them for placement on the fence posts.
