Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Mike Criner, Marla Reed and Paul Rider. Jason Miller arrived at 6:04 p.m. after roll call had occurred.

Staff Present: Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter, Town Planner Rick Cisar.

Agenda Presentation: 2011 Utility Rates and Fees: Andrea Fichter reported that any suggested or proposed changes she had made to the fee schedule were highlighted in the right-hand margin.

· Discussion ensued regarding raising the event fee or charging for the use of sani-cans. It was also discussed to raise the event fee to $30.00 and $20.00 for nonprofit 501(C)(3) organizations. It was also discussed to look into purchasing additional sani-cans.

· Per Diem mileage and meal reimbursements were discussed. Andrea reported that the numbers suggested are the numbers reported per the U.S. General Service Administration for our area.

· Andrea gave an update on the charge to new dog licenses issued after June 30.

· Andrea reported that the false alarm fees were changed to coincide with what the town code states.

· Andrea reported on the proposed increase to the Town Center Sign yearly fees. She reported that increase is necessary to cover the actual cost of maintenance.

· Discussion ensued regarding charging for an emergency shut-off during nonworking hours or not charging for this emergency service.

· Discussion ensued regarding theft of services fee. Discussion ensued regarding one specific individual who has been charged this fine on two separate occasions for turning his water on after it had been shut off for nonpayment. Discussion ensued regarding charging an increased fee for second and third offenders. It was discussed to charge $500.00 for first occurrence and $750.00 for second occurrence. In the event of a third occurrence, the issue will be reported to the Sheriff’s office.

· Non Sufficient Funds check charges were also discussed. Discussion ensued on what other businesses are charging for this same fee. Discussion ensued on charging a $35.00 fee or 10% of the amount of check, whichever amount is greater.

· Utility rates were discussed. Andrea reported on the possibility of having a rate study completed at no charge to the town. Discussion ensued on raising the rates a flat $5.00 a month on each the water and sewer for all customers, until a rate study can be completed to better assess the proper rate to be charged. Discussion ensued on the town having to install meters by 2017.
