7:00 p.m. Mayor Wilson called the meeting to order. Mayor Wilson led the gallery in the Pledge of Allegiance.

 

Roll Call: Council Members: Jack Mears, Paul Rider, Marla Reed, and Jason Miller.
Jason Miller made a motion to excuse Mike Criner. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Staff Present: Town Attorney David Day, Public Works Director Alan Wilkins, and Clerk Treasurer Andrea Fichter.

Special Presentations:
Public Safety: Deputy Hendrickson handed out a call summary for September 1 through October 1. He reported on the different types of calls, response times, and time spent on scene. He also updated on the search that was completed with regard to a report on a possible location of the guns taken from Cascade Supply. He stated that the search had not turned up anything. Deputy Hendrickson also reported that they do not have any leads with regard to the burglary at Cascade Burgers. He also stated that if anyone sees or hears anything regarding the missing woman or her rottweiler from Sauk Mountain that they call 911.

Jack Mears made a motion to approve the consent agenda. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Public Hearings: None
Old Business: Deputy Clerk Position, Salary & Benefits: Mayor Wilson reported that the Council needs to make a determination on the salary and benefit schedule for the open Deputy Clerk position. Discussion ensued regarding the current salary and benefits and the position remaining full-time. Marla Reed suggested offering medical benefits for the employee only and if the new employee wishes to add a spouse and/or children they will have to pay that portion. It was the consensus of the Council to set the starting salary at $2,000.00 per month with a possible increase to $2,200.00 per month after the six-month trial period, and to pay only medical benefits for the employee. It was also suggested that background and credit checks be performed prior to hiring the new employee.

New Business: Events Application – Kris Voigt, Veterans Day Parade: Marla Reed made a motion to table this events application until the next meeting when Kris Voigt could attend. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Andrea Fichter will contact Kris and let her know that she will be on the next meeting’s agenda. It was also discussed to have a checklist included in the events application, listing what services are available from the town so that applicants may check off what they will need.
Events Application – Concrete Chamber of Commerce, Ghost Walk: Andrea Fichter stated that she did not believe that this event requires anything from the town. Marla suggested that the Sheriff’s Office be informed so that they may perform emphasis patrols on those nights.

Paul Rider made a motion to approve the events application. Jack Mears seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Interlocal Agreement – City of Sedro-Woolley, Fire Truck: Andrea Fichter stated that both David Day and the town’s insurance company had reviewed and approved this agreement. Mayor Wilson reported that Sedro-Woolley will have this same agreement on their next agenda with the fire truck being delivered Monday, Oct. 18.

Jason Miller made a motion to approve the agreement. Paul Rider seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Airport Lease Transfer: Hank Young to Lawrence Mitchell, Lot #601D: Jack Mears reported that Lawrence Mitchell had purchased Hank Young’s hangar at the airport.

Paul Rider made a motion to approve the transfer. Jason Miller seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Proclamation – United Way of Skagit County: Andrea Fichter reported that this is the same proclamation that the town has done for the last few years.

Paul Rider made a motion to approve the proclamation. Marla Reed seconded the motion. The motion carried unanimously.
Discussion Items: Sockeye Express: Andrea Fichter reported that she is waiting for John Boggs to get her the driver information so that she can get a proper quote. Discussion ensued regarding the bus option with the school district, checking with the insurance company on alterations to the Sockeye being covered, and other options.
Superior Building/Library Board: Jason Miller reported that the grant application that was discussed at the last meeting has been submitted. He also reported that Larry Johnson got an estimate of around $20,000.00 to replace the roof on the building. Discussion ensued on seeking grant funds and any available funds the town may have.
Ordinances – Skagit County Sheriff Enforcement: David Day stated that he needs to get a letter to the Court Administrator regarding the town ordinances. He also stated that the contract is very close to being in final draft form.

Time Capsule Placement and Sealing: Nothing new to report.

Council Reports

Airport: Mike Criner/Jack Mears: Jack Mears reported on the purchase of topsoil and the planting of grass at the airport. Discussion ensued regarding Dennis Harkless and his statement that the airport was a park. David Day stated that unless the town code says it’s a park, it is not a park. The town code states it’s an airport.
Parks: Jason Miller: Jason Miller stated that he and Alan Wilkins had met earlier this evening and discussed replacing a tree that was damaged near the Garden Club Park, and getting water to the Gladys Silrus/Judy Coffell Garden. He also stated that he has nothing new to report on the horseshoe pits.

Imagine Concrete: Jason Miller: Jason Miller reported that the painting of the bollards at Silo Park will have to wait until spring. He also stated that the next Imagine Concrete meeting will be held tomorrow, Wednesday, October 13, at 6 p.m. at the Pilots’ Lounge. Jason also reported that they are working on the plans for the raised beds, the shed and the gazebo at the Community Garden. Discussion ensued on the moving of the gazebo roof and on the possible locations for the multipurpose building within the community garden.

Department Reports:
Planning Commission: Rick Cisar: Rick absent. Mayor Wilson gave a brief update on Rick’s condition.

Administration/Finance Report: Andrea Fichter: Andrea Fichter stated that the September Treasurer’s report was included in their packets. She also reported that the State Auditors have been working from their office, but will be back at Town Hall on Thursday.
Public Works: Alan Wilkins: Alan Wilkins reported on the repair of the membrane thickener basin. He also reported that the blower should be back online this week. Alan also gave an update on the water usage reports that he submits to the State Department of Health. He stated that the town needs to start laying out the groundwork for installing meters and seek funding for the installation of these meters. Discussion ensued regarding state mandates and the 2017 deadline for installation of meters.

Mayor’s Report: Mayor Wilson reported that he will not be at the November 8, 2010, Council meeting. He also thanked Marla for her work on the grant paperwork for the Community Garden. He also reported that Andrea will get a card for Rick and have it available for everyone to sign at Town Hall.
